"God sent Jeremiah, the prophet.

Jere-
miah srrw the potter crush the clay
and remould .and reshape this vessel
until it came 'forth from his hands a
thing of beauty and usefulness. Then
the prophet heard the voice of God
saying. 'Behold as clay is in the-han- d

of the potter are ye- - in mine hand.'
"The potter made the vessel and it

became marred in the making. God
made man in His own image, but sin
has marred that divine image. 'All
mon naV(? 0,1 anj fallen short of
the lorv 0f God.'

"Edwin Markham in his poem. 'The
Man With the Hoe.' asks this ques-
tion about fallen man. 'Is this the
creature the Lord God hath made andgave to have dominion over sea and
land?' I answer, 'No.' Man fresh
from the divine potter's hand was pure
and holy, but man today is so marred
by sin that he has become impure and
unholy. 'What blew out . the light
within his brain?' I answer 'Sin.' It
is sin that has made man what he is
today. It was sin that turned Adam
and Eve out of the garden; it was sin
that led Cain to kill his brother Abel;
it was sin that led men to crucify our
Lord. It is sin today that is marring
and damning the souls of men. It is
sin that is destroying these human
vessels that God, the divine potter, has
made.

"But can man be remade, reshaped
and remoulded? Can the sad blight
of sin be taken away? Can man be
made a creature in whom God may
delight? I answer. 'Yes,' And how?
By becoming clay in the hands of thepotter. The man, no matter how-scarre-d

and marred he may be from
sin and crime, who comes and sub-
mits to God may be made a new-creatur-

e

in Christ Jesus. There is no
other power that can reshape his life
but the power of God. Man can be
recreated, not by education, not by
legislation, but by salvation. Thepower of God can make the foulest
clean. If then you are marred hy
fdn, will you not this morning put
yourself like clay in the hands of the
divine Potter?"

"Religion is the most precious thing
in the world. Religion should there-
fore rest on a foundation, not of
quicksand, but of adamant. Our
changing theories about tile Bible are
the quicksand. The adamant is the
heart, appreciation of goodness, beauty
and duty. If anything can be said
to be from everlasting to everlasting,
that is the heart's appreciation of
goodness, beauty and duty. This
abides no matter how much people's
ideas about the Bible change.

"Cause your faith to rest upon your
grandfather's ideas about the Bible
and one need only pick flaws with
your grandfather's ideas about the
Bible which is not very hard to do
and the basis of your faith is seriously
Impaired.

No Crime Xot To Think.
"Thinking is a hard process. Think-

ing is a disagreeable process. Think-
ing is a painful and disturbing process.
It is a merit to think. It is a virtue
to think. Still it is no crime to be
unablo to think, and no dereliction
to be so busy with other good things
a3 to have neither the time nor
strength to think. Conversation helps
people live tine and noble lives, while
exempting them from the travail of
thinking.

Socrates, the great
model of Greek manhood, was tainted
with sin. Christ's teachings are an-
other Indication or evidence of Hi
divine nature. Never man spoke like
He spake. Love your enemies seems
Impossible for non-Christia- ns; accept-
ance of Christ makes It possible. For
this doctrine there must have been a
basis.

"People who meet Jesus are bound
to worship Him. A reasonable man.

ing the light as John saw it and pre-
sents it to us, cannot avoid recogniz-
ing Jesus as Iird and Master, th.?
divine Son of our faith and the polar
star of Christianity."

"He who ignores this great love
will fail to obtain this great salvation,
and he who fails to obtain the great
salvation will be forever separated
from (Jod and all that is good.

"A great love. A certain writer
says, 'lve had heaven for its birth-
place; the very heaven of heavens was
unable to contain God's love, and one
day it overtlowed heaven's banks and
came down to redeem this sin-curs- ed

world.' It was not like a dam break-
ing, bringing destruction, but it
brought salvation and life to multi-
tudes. Another said, 'It seem, to me
that God's love is like an ocean with-
out a summit, and like a breadth with-
out an end.' Paul said, 'We cannot
comprehend the depth, nor heigth,
nor length, nor breadth of the love of
God manifested In Jesus Christ our
Lord.'

God's Love I'm haiiKeable.
"A certain person, after listening to

a sermon on love, was inspired to
write these lines: 'Could fre with
ink the ocean fill; were every blade
of grass a quill; were the whole world
of parchment made, and every man a
scribe of trade To write the love of
God would drain the ocean dry, nor
would the scroll contain the whole;
though streaked from sky to sky.'

Human love changes, tires, falters,
falls, but God's love remains unalter-
ed forever. There are many men
and women whose lives are blighted,
whole hopes are blasted, whose con-
stitutions are wrecked by sin, whoso
sins arise up before them like Alpine
heights, but on the authority' of God's
eternal word I proclaim to all that
God loves sinful men. He hates sin.
He hates it with a vengeance, He
hates It with all His wrath, but He
loves the sinner and would rescue him
like a jewel out of the lire.

"Our Lord lived in this sinful world
33 years and then voluntarily laid
down His life to redeem man. He
hung on the tree while darkness gath-
ered and chied 'It is finished. '

"A great salvation. This implies
that man is lost and needs to be saved,
and that ho cannot save himself.

"It saved Paul, the chief of sinners;

Monroe. Mel Trotter, Billy Sunday. It
is reaching men by the thousands.
When we look upon the turning multi-
tudes of men there comes to us this
cheering thought that every one can,
if they will, be saved by God's grace
F.'tved now, saved eternally, saved from
the guilt, the power and the love of
sin and soon saved from the presence
of sin forever.

"A great separation. There Is a
great gulf fixed. He who spurns the
great love and neglects the great sal-
vation wil lexperience the great sep-
aration. Separated from all that is
good and pure and holy. Jesus came,
lived and died and did all to prevent
this awful separation."

The fact that the youth needs the
church ami its religious, views more
than the church needs the youth, was
brought out by lie v. George William
Allison, pastor of Hope Presbyterian
church, Sunday evening in his sermon
on the subject. "The Religion of
Youth."

"There is no fact ?o painful to those
encaRed in Christian work as the ap
parent loss to the church of the life i

of its .youth, with their vigor and en
thusiasm. The majority of our youth
have failed to heed the warning of
the ancient collector of wisdom who
said, in his advict to youth. 'Remem-
ber now thy Creator in the days of
thy youth, while the evil days' come
not.' And probably the parents share
the responsibility "of this failure by
reason of the fact that they have not
given the child the proper training at
home, by instruction and by example.
'Train up a child in the way he should
go, and when he is old he will not
depart from it.' And the church has
failed to make its services sufficiently
attractive or adapted to the mind and
heart ot the youth. So child, parents
and church share the responsibility
for this alarming failure to bring the
life of the youth under the sway of
religion.

"It is pitiable, to watch the life of
the youth who 'has no- - religious re-

straint or constraint. It is a shame-
ful story of deterioration of charac-
ter. It is not enough that the child
for a few brief years be taught the
Bible In our Bible schools; he needs
also tho training of reverence and
worship in the church, with a com
mittment of his life to Jesus Christ.

Duty of Church To Save.
"The duty of the church is to save

the world. And if it is ever to fulfill
its task, . it must save the child and
the youth, With each added year
after the age of 16, it becomes less
likely that the youth will ever be
saved. How about that boy or girl
of yours? How about your own life,
my young friend?

"And in addition to tho probability
of later conversion becoming less
hopeful, is the fact that with qach
year's postponed acceptance of Jesus
Christ the number of years of service
we can render to Him becomes less.
The younger we give our lives to Him
the more we can accomplish for Him.
Thus the life given to Christ at the
age of 15 may expect, according to
actuaries life insurance tables, a serv
ice of about 45 years. If you wait
until you are 80 years old, you can ex-
pect but live years more of life for
Christ.

"The youth needs the church a great
deal worse than tho church needs the
youth. Yet many attend church aa
though they by their presence were
conferring a favor upon the church.
It is but their duty and to their per-
sonal profit to do so. 'Remember now
thy Creator!'

Duty Is To Tear God.
"After analyzing the different lines

of endeavor into which one might go
for satisfaction in life, the ancient
Ecclesia-ste- s said, 'Let us hear the
conclusion of the whole matter: Fear
God and keep His commandments;
that is the whole duty of man.' While
that primarily meant : the ten com-
mandments of Moses, may be substi-
tute in our Christian enlightenment
the two comprehensive commands of
Jesus? Ho said. 'Thou shalt love the
Lord thy God with all thy heart, soul,
mind and strength.' 'Thou shalt love
thy neighbor as thyself.' Here is at
once the duty and tho opportunity of
youth. 'Remember now thy Creator
before your 'desire shall fail,' and your
lifo has become ugly and unattrac-
tive to yourself and others. We pre-
sent you the Christ of incomparable
splendor of character, and ask your
allegiance to Him as your ideal and
your personal saviour. Rise up and
follow Him!"
