culture.

Helief measures undertaken by th
department since tho uro pea n war
disrupted the American phosphate
industry and cut f f ptdash imports
from (lermany v. ill help, the state-
ment says, but the offer slim possi-
bilities that the American farmer
will tret a small part of tho fcrtiUf-im- r

materials necessary for his neels.
Nitrogenous fertilizers alone will be
available hi the quantities needed.

Tho se. r tary takes up first the
potash supply, buv.: since exhausted
in the United States by the (Terman
embargo on shipments. Investiga-
tion, says Iiis statement, has shown
four sources of supply in this coun-
try, but none immediately available.
These are the kelp of the Pacific
coast, alunite deposits in Utah, felds-pathi- o

rocks in the east and the mud
of carles lake, California.

Manufacture from feldspar has
been found to be feasible, but the
cost is hi-r- h. Ie . lopment of Se ir-l- es

lake deposits present technical
difficulties and title to the property
is involved. Manufacturers are ex-

periment in-.- r now. the statement says,
with alunite. Kelp is offered as th"
best material. Three b.rue concerns
have heimn manufacture from ke!;
and uovetnment experts will be sent
to the Pacific coast to aid in the ex-

perimental work.
Production will be slow for a hm

time, the secretary points out. and
demand for potash in other indus-
tries is so ureat that none manufac-
tured in the United States will be
available soon for agricultural pur-
poses. His statenunt says:

The price offered under existing
conditions by the manufacturers of
articles will cause practically the en-

tire output of these concerns to be
dherted from the fertilizer industry.
It would require ninety or more
plants, costintr approximately $00,000
and having an opera time capital of
$ II T. . 0 0 e. eath. to produce the quanti-
ty needed for aurh ulture. This wouM
involve the assumption that com-

mercial phases of the problem "were
satisfactorily solved. The depart-
ment is considering all phases of the
situation."

The crippled state of the phos-
phate Industry is attributed to the
hi ::h price of ''sulphuric acid, much of
which is beinpr used now in the man-
ufacture of war munitions. The price
has jumped from $3 to $23 a ton.
Demand for the acid is so heavy that
nl andoned plants are bein? refitted
for its manufacture. The bureau of
soils meanwhile is experimenting
with the manufacture of phosphoric
acid as a substitute for sulphuric.

Nitrate prices have advanced since
the war besan, but there is an abun-
dant supply of nitrogenous fertilizing
material, and the department is en- -

eleavorinir t finl methods to cheap-
en the cot of manufacture. The

concludes with a warning to
farmers to conserve all fertilizing
materials on the farm. He urues
crop rotation, proper use of fertil-
izers and also use of lime to increase
productivity of the soil.
