PUBLICITY BRINGS

PEACE TO Mil
Joe Mitchell Chappie and E. B.

Moon Address Ad-Se- ll

League.

America Is at peace with ?I1 the
world today because of its ability as
an advertiser, Joe Mitchell Chappie
told members of the Ad-Se- ll leiffue
last night. No other country under
the sun has received so much public-

ity, or has been advertised as the
home of an intensely patriotic, de-

termined. Cod-fearin- K people as has
the United States, commanding the
respect of the entire world, Mr.
Chappie asserted.

The speaker, famous as a world
traveler and editor of the National
magazii e, spoke at the repular
monthly dinner of the organization
of advertising- - men. His address, a
masterly one. was featured by his
informal brief word pictures of fa-

mous advertising men he has met.
Fittle inside facts in the lives of

such men as Elbert Hubbard, I. T.
F.arnum. William 1 Pouirlas. Henry
Ford. Fully Sunday. Thomas A. Edi-

son. Theodore X. Vail, John II. Pat-
terson. John P. Rockefeller, C. W.
Post. Robert H. Inmersoll and many
others proved of unusual interest.
He classed Evangelist Sunday as one
of the preatest advertising men that
has ever lived.

Sunday Is Advertiser.
"If the papers continue to increase

the amount of space they are prlvinK

to Filly Sunday at the same rat-- ? as
they have in the past few years."
Mr. Chappie stated, "every day xvill
be Sunday after .awhile."

At the beginning of his address
the editor said it is most logical that
the United States has succeeded in
preserving its neutrality because of
American advertisers, lie said that
advertising is synonymous with
America; that advertising was lorn
in this country; that this country-ha- s

led in its development, and will
always be foremost in this rei e t.
He declared that, no matter what
are the differences between this
country and another, foreitrn nat.nns
will always have respect for America
because of what has been printed in
regard to it abroad.

Mr. Chappie said that he believed
the United States could be kept still
further away from the great Euro-
pean war arena if the spirit of Abra-
ham Lincoln was better .advertised
and given wider publicity. He cited
this as one of the opportunities
which could be taktn advantage f

by American advertising men toe-ay-

Met Itanium First.
F.arnum. tlie famous circus man.

was the tirsi prent advertismc man
Mr. Chappie told of. and was also,
incidentally, the first advertising man
he had ever met. Chappie told of
having pone to Harnum's circus
when a mere boy for the exptess
purpose o: meeting tue .reai
man. He found Farnum. introduced
himself as 'Joe Chappie." occupied a
box with the showman as a result of
the interview, and carried a dollar
home with him, a present from
Farnum.

"He was the hrst celehnty I ever
met." the m- - ..k. r explained, "and
I've been rha-.- r them ever since."

He t,.d int : r i.uely of his last
farewell with El. ert Hub'jMj, which

took place on the Eusitania just be-

fore it sailed for Europe, never to
return. Mr. Chappie declared that
Hubbard in his farewell to him
plainly had a premonition that some
thing was going to happen to mm
on his voyage. Thomas J. Farrett,
the famous English advertiser, who
created the well-know- n query, "Good
morning. Have you used Pear's
soap?" was described by the speaker
as the man who virtually originated
magazine advertising. Mr. Chappie
knew the Enclish uian personally, as
he did all of the men he described.

I'siny; Photograph.
William E. Douglas, the shoe man,

was introduced as the first person to
ever attempt to u?e his own pdcture
to any extent as a means of pushing
his product. Mr. Chappie stated that
he knew of few great concerns that
had failed when this method of ad-
vertising was employed. He cited
the success of Lydia E. Pinkham's
Vegetable Compound as a proof of
his assertion.

The editor declared at this point
that lie believe! onp of the best
methods of making men succeed is
to make them think more of them-
selves.

Mr. Chappie's lemarks in repaid
to his personal experiences with
Evangelist Sunday and Henry Ford
were listened to with special inter-
est. He told of a meeting he had
had with the automobile manufac-
turer at the Waldorf Astoria in New
York about three, weeks aco.

"Ford is worth $ öO.'OO.OOO."
said the speaker, "and you see is in
rather easy circumstances, but lie
expressed wonderment to me as to
what w.-u- in store for him in the
next few months, and If he would
be strong enough to carry the re-

sponsibilities. His peace expedition
to tho ar zone cost him a million
dollars, but he dared to do the im-
possible, which is a sure sign of
greatness. If his effort availed noth-
ing else, he at least demonstrated to
the world what this country thinks
of war, which is ii service it would
be impossible to put a price on so
far as its value is concerned."

Visits Rockefeller.
Mr. Chappie sail he went to see

Rockefeller every year when the golf
season js open. He described Fir
Thomas Lipton as a good natu red
man who is without any considerable
education, but knows how to make
people like his tea. Post, the late
cereal king, the speaker said, com-
plimented him for a speech he had
mtxde in Baltimore, at th same time
wishing: that he could express him-
self as Chappie had done.

Chappie replied that Post had a
greater power of expression than he,
quoting this as proof:

"There's a reason."
Edison was le'ribed intimately

as a Kreat mechanical genius, a born
advertising man, j.nd a plain old-fashion- ed

Individual.
I Alison is Feared.

Mr. Chappie sail that Edison is
by far the most feared American

abroad, where the prob-
ability of war with the United States
has been discussed. He told of how
Kaiser William of Germany asked
hrst after Edison when several years
a?n he carried greetings to the em-
peror from Theodore Roosevelt, who
was president at that time.

Many other personal recollections
of William McKinley, Kir.g Albert of
Pelkum, and nearly a dozen other
celebrities. were related by the
speaker. He concluded his address
b telling of several men of whom
certain of his hearers were curious
to know afxjut.

Tlie editor's address featured one
of the best programs ever gien by
the Ad-Se- l! league. The other speak-
er was E. P.. Moon for years irt the
mail order in ('hit ago. who
is now conducting .i general store X
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
