NEW YORK. May 2. Roman
Catholic clergymen whose telephone
wires were tapped during the in-

vestigation of charitable institutions,
took the witness stand Thursday be-

fore the legislative committee head-
ed by State Sen. Cleorsre F. Thomp-
son, and flatly denied the charges
of Mayor Mitchel that they were in-

volved in a conspiracy to discredit
the city administration through at-ta- c

upon the department of char-
ities. They made the counter al-

legation that the mayor played a
prominent part in a conspiracy de-
signed to discredit the administra-
tion of Catholic orphanages.

The priests asserted that after dis-
covering their telephones had been
tapped, they deliberately planned to
trap the mayor by pre-arrne- d con-
versations and that they were suc-
cessful In their purpose. While .ad-

mitting certain parts of the over-
heard conversations which were read
to the committee yesterday by Mr.
Mitchel. the witnesses protested that
his account of these talks was in
the main inaccurate. They contend-
ed that the language used, much of
which was ung.-ammatica-l. was not
their's.

Whatever was said in conversa-
tions about spiriting witnesses out
of the city to prevent them from
appearing before the charities in-
vestigating committee was deliber-
ately planned to delude the mayor
ai,d his assistants, with the end in
view of proving that their tele-
phones had been tapped, they de-

clared. The clergymen contended
that all they for the insti-
tutions in which they were interest-
ed was a "square deal ' which had
nol been given them.

Dr. Murray Leslie Figures
200 Disablements to

Every 1,000 Deaths.

LONDON. May 25. Dr. Murray
Leslie, flpdnngr the BritUh casual-

ties In the present war up to Febru-
ary 1 at Just over half a million,
as against only 50,000 during the
who'e of the Transvaal war, calcu-

lates that for every thousand deaths
there are 200 cases of permanent
disablement.

After giving these startling figures
he consoled the Institute of Hysriene
by otating that a man being crip-
pled or even deformed by no means
stood in the way of his potentiali-
ties as one of the fathers of the fu-

ture generations.
On the contrary, these men. mem-

bers of the greatest voluntary army
ever raised, were the flower of the
Hrltlsh race, and would be the
fathers of the finest children ever
raised in this country, provided they
were free from any organic troubles.

The. present marriage rate was
the highest on record, he said.
Nearly all these unions were con-

fined to young, strong, vigorous
soldiers and there were numerous
instances of sound and healthy girls
mating with the men of thir
rhnice even though they had been
disfigured or disabled.

From a purely eugenic point of
view the lecturer favored war en-
gagements and war marriages.

"It ha been proposed," the lec-

turer went on. "to found a league
for the marrying of wounded he-
roes. Perhaps it would not be e.isy
to make such a scheme a practical
one, but the principle is a sound
one. The economic question is the
moot point, but how many women
are there In the country with com-'ortib- le

Incomes, who spend large
IUP, annually on pampered lapdogs
and who might with advantage turn
their attention to eugenic marriacres
with wounded soldiers."

Dr. Leslie refuted the error that
deformities were hereditary, assur-
ing any skeptical hearers that there
were no records of acquired deform-
ities, mutilations, wooden legs or
other disablements being transmitted
to offspring.

SHIPPING BILL HEARING
TO BEGIN NEXT WEEK

committee appointed Thursday by

the senate commerce committee, con-

The first hearing: will be held
Monday morning and by means of
day and night sessions it is hoped
to conclude in two or three days.
Only those will be heard who re-
quest the privilege of testifying and
who did not appear at the public
hearings. Sen. Simmons said Thurs- -

' day night the sub-committ- ee itself
had no intention of calling any wit-
nesses.

Administration leaders claim the
bill ultimately will go through the
senate practically as passed by the
house. They count on the support
of Sens. Bankhead, Hardwick and
Hitchcock, three of the seven demo-
crats who blocked the passage of a
flmllar measure last session.

MEAT PRICES HIGHER

Producers ('cttini; 17.1 Per Cent
More Than Iist Year.

WASHINGTON, May 2 6. Prices
paid producers for meat animals
continue to increase. From April 15
to May 15 the increase was 1.7 per
cent, compared with an average de-

crease of 1.7 per cent during the
same period in the last six years.
Compared with last year the May 15
prices were 17.4 per cent higher, and
with the six-ye- ar average IS. 3 per
cent higher.

Hogs averaged $8.37 per 100
pounds, an increase of M.6o over
last year; beef cattle $6.73. an in-

crease of fio cents; sheep $6. 65. an
Increase of fl.OS.

Dutch Steamship Reports Ship
Flying Swedish Flag

Used Cannon.

HEKL.TN, May 2. by wire-es- s to
Sayville The Nifuwe Kotterdamscho
Courant reprted on April 2 5 that
the Dutch steamship Socrrakata had
witnessed the destruction of a Ger-

man submarine by a Hrltish trawler
at a point between the Irish coast
and the Shetland islands, the Over-
seas News Aeency says.

"It is stated on competent author-
ity that the Soer.ikarta when off the
Irish coast on the evening of April
J 5, was stopped by a German sub-
marine, which signalled her with a
fine Xeirby was another steam-
ship which flew the Swedish flag.
The submarine signalled this vessel
to stop, and when it ignored the s;-r.- al.

fired a shot across its bows. The
Moamship with the Swedish fla then
opened fire on the .submarine with
a cannon which had been mounted
near the funnel.

"The German submarine submerg-
ed for protection but was grazed by
a shot. It was not damaged serious-
ly. Men on the submarine observed
that the steamship still flew the
Swedish flag when firing. Aftr a
time two loud explosions were heard
apparently caused by th dropping
of bombs from the steamship at the
point where the submarine sub-
merged.

"The same submarine had a simi-
lar experience four days later. It en-ounter- od

a steamer of a.bout 3,00 J

tons which had no fla or other
marks. The steamship

gave no heed to the signal and warn-im- r
shots of the submarine. When

about 4.000 yards away, the crew of
the steamship began to lower tlvs
boats but immediately thereafter
hoisted the L'ritish merchant flas
and opened lire on tho submarine
with a gun at the ttern. In this
case, also the submarine escaped
by submerging quickly and returned
Lome safely."
