OHIO DEDICATES HAYES
MEMORIAL HOME TUESDAY

Beautiful .500,000 Building Fleeted
in Honor of Former President

Address by Newspaper Man.

FREMONT. O., May m. Ohio's
memorial to former I'res't Ruther-
ford B. Hf.yes, a beautiful $50,00
building made largely of Ohio sand-
stone and Vermont granite, Vermont
being the native state of the former
president, v;as dedeicated here Tues-
day with imposing ceremonies.

The principal address was given
by Charles Richard Williams, former
editor of the Indianapolis News, and
now of Princeton. N. J.. for years a
warm frier.d of the Hayes family,
and who recently completed the
biography of Gen. Hayes.

Prominent among those, present
at the dedicatory exercises and who
made addresses were Sec'y ef
War Newtcn D. Baker, Sen. At lee
Pomerene, Gov. B. Willis, former
Gov. James E. Campbell and John
H. Clarke of Cleveland, judge of the
federal district court.

The fledaeatory program proper
took place in the afternoon. but
in the forenoon were the dedica-
tion of the G. A. R. and I. O. . F.
memorial windows.

The Hayes memorial building was
made possible by an appropriation
of J50.000 from the state of Ohio
to the Ohio Archaeological and His
torical society, which organization
has permanent charge of the me-
morial. Spiegel Grove, the former
home of Gen. Hayes, where the me-
morial is located, has been donated
to the commonwealth of Ohio as a
state park.

The contents of the memorial are
valued at $100,000. They include
all books, records and personal pos-
sessions of the soldier-presiden- t. In
one display case is shown the gown
worn by Mrs. Hayes whn she be- -
