The Perkins warning was the first

evidence of bitterness to date, and
brought home t the delegates to
both conventions the fact that they
are skating on very thin ice. It
would not take much to revive all
of the bitterness and enmities ef
four years ago. Gov. Johnson ef
California, and the radicals who
follow his lead have been slowly lie-comi- ng

angered over their failure to
make any impression on the "old
guard." Johnsem personally has
held all along that the progressives
should go right ahead and nominate
the colonel and then demand that
the republicans take him or else go
down t certain defeat.

South Rend and thence to Fpworth
hospital, lie was suffering severely
from a badly crushed breast and
numerous wounds and bruises about
his head, besides serious internal
Injuries. He died while surgeons
were working- over him.

Coroner T. J. Swantz was notified
and took ch.arge of the body, later
going to the scene of the accident
ami taking the testimony of several
eye witnesses. The inquest will be
held Tuesday morning at 9:r,0
o'clock.

He is survived by his wife, two
son?, Weibel of this city and James
at home, his father, Weibel Fester
of Lagrange, and a brother, Dr.
John II. Foster of Michigan City.
Dr. Foster's wife was visiting in In-

dianapolis, hut came to this city im-

mediately upon hearing of her hus-
band's death.

The body will be taken to

Finally she confessed that the child
was hers.

According to the child-mother- 's

story, the babe was born at ? o'clock
Sunday morning. Shortly before C

o'clock a physician was called, but
a few minutes later he was told not
to answer the summons, as the girl
was feeling better. The gill told
the police that her mother perform
ed the operation and told her that
the child was dead.

She declares that she does not
know the father ef the child. Ac-

cording to her story, she and an-

other girl were with two Notre
Dame students who live! on the east
side. She declares that she was
drugged by the students and that one
of them is tho child's father. The
police are making an effort to iden-
tify the boys, although inclined to
disbelieve parts of the story.
