SHOWS LOFTINESS

OF CHRIST'S MIND

Kcv. Koehnemann Points Out
Virtues in Mind of the

' Savior in Sermon.

Tho mind of Christ wa the ßub- -
jeot of the sermon delivered Sunday
at the German M. E. church ty Ilev.
Fred II. Koehnemann. He chose
as his text, "Let this mind be in you
which was also in Christ Jesus"
(Phillipplanf, 2 verst.. 5.)

The irmon in part:
"No one can read the pcspels with-

out being impressed with the breadth
and loftiness of the mind of Christ.
Through it coursed thoughts of love,
Of kindness. Of meekness, of humility'
and of self-denia- l. It wa s charged
with a great compassion for the spir-
itual welfare of a lost world. It was
not a mind of varied moods, but a
mind devoted to a fixed and noble
cause. When once the Battle of the
Wilderness had been fought, Satan
waa forever relegated to follow on
behind aa far as the ministry of tne
Savior was concerned.

Charity Abounded.
"Malice found no place in the

thought life of tho Savior, but char-it- j
on the other hand, abounded.

'Those that crucified Him, lie for-
gave. To Peter, who had betrayed
Him, and who had, humanly speak-
ing, deserved an admonition, lie gave
a commission. When the diseipk
were haggling about taking the towel
Ho showed the way to true sendee.
The great crisis came, and He was
ready to give His life that others
might live.

"With this thought in mind, Taul en-

treats the rhlllipplan to 'Let nothing
le done through ptrlfe. or vainglory;
but in lowliness of in lad let each esteem
other better than themselves. Look not
every man on m1s owu things, but every
raau also rn the things of otheri. Let
this mind be in j'ou, which was also in
Christ Jesus

"For nineteen centuries (jod h:n been
calllcc to this world: 'Ltt this mind be
In you. He U calling today, to pastors
and cougrepatious : 'Let this mind be In
you,' that the work of the church might
progress apace. lie Is calling to father
and mother, to fdster and brother: 'Let
this inlnd be In yon. for blessed Is the
home where the spirit of Christ prevails.
He Is extending the same call to cm-ply- er

and employe, that they may enter
irti a new ."datlonshij. looking not
every man on his own things.
