ABIDE BY OWN LAW

ON DRY SHIP RULE

Amhas-rtdo- r Jusserand
Declares French Sailors

Must Have Their Wine.

bassador to .he Unite ! States on his
arrival today on the Paris from

the reont "bone dry" ruling" of
Atty (i Daugherty, which pro- -
v, i a or carnage of any
bqU"r.s rn ve;eis entering Amer-
ican ports, France can abide only
i.-- the laws of France.

"French ships are a part of the
territory of France," the an-Niss- nd

or, "and I believe that ycu
properly claim your carriers are
part of the United S atea wherever
they may be. The laws of France,
passed several years aga in our par-

liament, state that one half a bottle
of wine mut be served to th wal-

lers on a French ship and a full
bottle to the nickers. As such wine
contains probably SO percent of
water, I can hardly see that it is
dangerous for men cn ehlp to drink.

Ohio's former chief rjtecutlve
criticized contributors to the Re-

publican campaign fund, the list of
kvhich was recently made Jubiic. as-

serting:
'"In the main the contributors to

this fund are the benericia ries of the
reactionary policy of class prefer-
ence. A

J'ist ordinary greed and they believe
that anything is fair in politics. If
they out-sma- rt someone else and
buy a reserved seat at the govern-
ment preference table, they sincerely
believe there has been no lapse of
ethics. They have been doing it so
b'-nu- - they believe it the prcper con-

duct.
