Centuries-Ol- d Struggle at End
Constitution Bill Passed
by House of Lords.

IjONDOX, Dee. 4. (By A. I'.)
The centuries-ol- d struggle between
England and Ireland ended tonight
when tho legislation giving: the panc- -

tion of law to tho new- - settlement
with Ireland passed lt final Mages'
in the houso of lords, which for
generations has bitterly opposed any
accommodation with Ireland.

The constitution bill ha.s pone
through the house of parliament
without any amendment and even
without elivision being challenged.
Lord Carson, alone, whose influence
was mainly relsponsible for failure
to settle the. Irich question in 1914.

Tho court's action left Mrs.
Obenchain free to leave th? county
jail, which sh announced she would
do immediately.

She said that she planned to leave
L.s Angeles, but elid not intend to
go very f.ir away. She declared she
would not return to "hidco. her
home at the time of the Kennedy
slaying.

WASIIIXGTO",' Dec. 4. (IJy A.
P.) Divergent opinions among Cen-
tral American countries as to the
desirability of discussing here the
question of a political union of all
five? nations came to. the surface to- -

elay Immediately on the opening of
the six power conference on Central
American affairs called by invita-
tion of Pres't Harding.

The subject was not on the
agenda as outlined in ' the American
invitation. It was brought ,up
sharply, however, in. the reply of
Dr. Alberto Ueles, chief of the Hon- -
du ran delegation in reply te Mr.
Hughes' address of welcome. Under
clause four of the invitation Dr.
t'cies said, the could be pre-
sented and urged that the matter of
a federation of Central American
states "should receive firt consid-
eration." by t lie conference.

In opjosition to this view, Sonor
Joe And ras Corona do, Costa Kican
foreign minister, pointed out that
the Central American governments
in accenting the invitation to Wash-
ington bad been "fully cognizant of
the fact that the historic hour of
their political union has not yet
struck." For the Nicaraguan group,
however, Senor Kmiliano Chamorra,
minister from his government to
Washington, in his address to the
conference said the gathering furth-
er testified to "the reality of our as-

piration for unity" and would tend
to overcome obstacles and "some
day" result in the hoisting of "the
sacred banner of one undivided na-

tion."
