The Cold Wave.

The climate of the United States,
and especially the eastern portion of
it, is subject to great and rapid
changes. These are caused, in many
instances, by the large extent of land
surfaces over which its territory ex-
tends and the difference in the
amount of solar heat received in dil-
ferent parts. When large bodies of
snow have been deposited in the
north the wind sweeping over them
is deprived of its heat, and a lower
temperature is the result. When

- winds from more southerly latitudes

occur, the reverse takes place. The
vicinity of the large oceans which
margio the coatinent of North Amer-
ica on the West and East also tend to
produce a change, water partiag with
its heat less readily than the Iand.
In addition to these the current of
warm water thrown aloog the east
coast of theUnit -d States by the Gulf
Stream, and in the Pacific by the Sea
of Japan, also exert a powerful influ-
ence on the climate of the Uunited
States. That waves of heat and cold
travel in certain directions, and often
with increasing rapidity, is generally
caused by the course of chains
of mountalns and the i
cloity of oceans and lakes. In the
states east of the Alleghanies clouds
loaded with rain or snow geaerally
come from the East or North, while
in the great valley of the Missiasippl
the cold wave generally bas its origin
in the ice and snow covered countries
direct north, and periods of drouth by
winds from the South. Our winters,
probably, have not so much severe
weather as occurred in the early set-
tlement of the continent, but it takes
place more suddenly and to a greater
extent. This is easily accounted for,
as the land, depuded of timber, pre-
sents less obstruction to the advaoce
of storms and also afforls a greater
diversity of exposure in its surface to
the rays of the sun and becomes
more readily and differently heated.
Asis well koown wind is nothing
more than sir rushing in to restore
the equilbrium which bhae been dis-
turbed by «n expansion caused by
heat, and when the air thus moviug
is loaded with snow or other vapor,
this when meeting with air of differ-
ent lemperature, condensation takes

pluce and rain or snow is deposited,

Leatber in One Hour.

Wonderful are the changes that
have been effected of late years in
the masufacture of leather by the
use of ehemicals and machinery, in
place of the old-lashioned tam pits
and the slow manipulation of the
cwrier and tanner, Il some of our
old leather manufactu.ers could be
resarrected —men who were accus-
tomed to soakiog their hides for
years‘hnd turning them assiduously
at certaio seasons—h.w they would
stare to see the present process. But
every day we hear of somethiog new
in this direction. A j.int stock com-
pany waus receatly formed in Detroit
for the purpose of tanning leather in
one hour. We give the information
for what it is worth, but it certainly
does look like sleight-of-hand. The
process is a chemical one performed
by the aection on certain inespeunsive
materials, the compounding of which
inthe right proportions isa secret.
It is claimed that robes tanned with
the hair on are soft as the fluest
wool; hides of the deer, horse, dog,
ete,, are smooth and soft, while ca'l
and kip show the texture and grain
which shoemakers m' st admire. No
bark i3 required, except a litteto
give the proper color to the leather.
Barkis worth $8to#9a cord, and
about two hundred cords are requirea
to tan 1,000 hides by the common
method. Two cords would be suffic

" Jent to give the proper color to the
- same number of hides, and the sav-
iogin jthis ltem will be enormous.

We understand that the company are

turning out frcm two thousand to
three thousand hides per moanth.
How the article is wearing we have
not been able to ascertain, but shall
