mains unchanged, Tihe constitution
esta' Jishes a movetary system in
which the money of the nation is to
be gold and silver coin of such de-
pominations and weights as Congress
may establish, It provides: “Con-
gress shall have power to coin money,
regulate the value thercof, and of
foreign coins; to borrow money on
the creait of the Uwuited Srates. No
State shall coiln money, emit bills of
eredit, make anything but gold and
silver a tender in payment of debts.”
There is no power granted anywhere
in the constitution that recognizes a
mopetary system except to “coin
money” and “to borrow momey™ on
the credit of the United States. The
issue of greenbacks was a loau—a
borrow of money on the credit of the
natior, to be paid in money—gold or
silver; the greenbacks all promise to
pay the money borrowsd. The eoan-
i stitution grants authority to “provide
for the common defenss” and to do
whateyver may be necessary for that
purpose, It was from this grant of
authority that Congress derived
H.ower to muke greenbacks a legal
tender. In the preseass of an ag-

| greseive rebellion threateniog the
| existence of the nation this forced
loan not otherwise oblainable was
rendered absolutely necessary, and
1o save the goverament and “provide
for the eommon defense” the green-
back was made a legal tender. The

He calla attention to
the fact that this seetion prevents the
President from enforecing the laws
which remain on the statute booke
in regard to eleciions, and this he
treats as a grave interference with
the constitutional rights of the exe-
cutive. He dernies the 1ight of Con-
gress to foree the executive to sign
measures which he does not approve.
Such a course on the part of the
House would, if allowed to pass un-
challenged, enable the Houge to usurp
all powers of the co-ordinate braach-
esof the governmeat. The President
presents his views pointedly upon
the custom of attaching extraneous
legislation to the appropriation bills.
While that has sometimes beea done
at the close of a session when there
was pot time to complete important
legislation, in this case it was at-
tempted simply as a coercion of the
executive. He sets forth tha duty of
Cengress to make appropriations and
to see that the moaney of the people
is applied to the purposes for which
the government collected it. We
shall aow see whether the Democrats
will attempt to starve the arwy to
accomplish partisan ends.

Washington Letter.
Wasaixeron, Apr. 26, 1879,

Senator Ingalls and Representative
Haskell, of Kansas, have called the
attention of Congress to the exodus
of colored people from the South,
through memworials from their state
relative to aid for those who cowe
there In destitute circumstances.
Probably they do not expect a Con-
gresa countroled by Demoerats to do
anything to encourage a movement
among the blacks which they regard
a2 a radical movement, ocne to help
the Republican party in the coming
elections, and especially next year.
But they do expest that motice will
thereby be given to the philanthro-
pists who sodesire that they can spend
some money in helping the colored
people to homes in Kansas asod else-
where. I may say by authority that
Senator Windom and other men who
have futhered this movement are not
in favor of Congressional aciion of
the paternal sort, believing that
enough private assistapce will be
rendered to make their pet scheme a
success. It is certainly proceeding
in earnest, and there are sigons that
the colored people in the eastern
Gulf States and Scuth Carolina will
ko taking up their beds soon. By the
way I have it from Senator Bruce
that the report of his opposition to
the migration movement is a mis-
take, he is not opposed; on the con-
trary he hopes much from it, bul he,
like Sepatcr Windom and others, be-
lieves that it should be directed cau-
tiously 69 as not to result in disaster.
