Their |
love of bluster is inherent and keeps |
them continually on the edge of du- |
‘els, but their fuvorite way of getting
( Tid of an opponent is not ten paces,

or when he is. unarmed amnd unpre-
pared, They are exceeding subtle in
all details of a cartel. Through all
those southern communities are men
sharpened in the diplomacy of duel- |
ing; yet for the ammount of talk
they have on the subject there is
probably less dueling in the south
than any part of the world. Murders
are plentiful, but stand-up fights are

rare,
“I remember one instance,” said

the gentleman, “which oeceurred
about the time of the Chisholm mas-
sacre. You recollect it, that Chis-
holm was the leader of the radicals
of Misslssippl, but he was doomed to
be assussimuted. RuManps broke into
the jail and muordered the man, his
son and his daughter. Tt was one of
the bloodicst tracsactions In any do-
mestie history. About the time one
of the federal ofilce-holders at Vicks-
burg published aup article reviewing
the massacre, for which he was cull-
ed to account by the editor of vne of
the Vicksburg papers, This latter
was a coward and loafer, but he had |
managed on ono or two occasions to
get up areputation for dueling. The
federul oficizl aforesaid had boen a
soldier from Illincis, au.l was a quiet
but determioed fellow. He took bis
pen and lIa'hered the other chup
without stint., Then the most di-
plomatic duel maker ja the town was
sent 10 him for & retraction. *There
will be no retruction,’” said the man;
‘I wrote that article intendiog to

Thisisaull I
hare to say.

“He took his seconds and a surgeon,
and walied ou that island all that
day, but the other chap didu't arrive,
On the following day a Loat came
over from Vicksburg, bearing a note
from the filre eater, stating that he
kad been arrested and put uonder
bond for $600 not to leayve Vicksburg
to fight a duel. The Iilinois man at

once drew bis check for £500 and sent
it by the messenger.

Experience
teaches that the machinery thut “dis-
places 100 men” in u certain live of
lub r puts a bundred or more to
work in a now direction—in the aine,
factory and shop construeting new
tools, and In manufacturing the
labor-saving machinery, aud so the
“100 families dependent for support”
on labor are provided for. The rail-
ways displaced the wagon freighters
and stage coaches, nm! on the eve of
their coming we were told that
horses would sooo b: worthless, but
in fact we have to-day more horses
to population than we had then, and
the prices of them are wore than
fifty per ceut. higher. So when the
reaping sod threshing machinery was
lmwinent, it was said this mackinery
would do all the farm werk, nud
those dependent on their day's iubor
would become pauperized. Dut now

the country is flooded with farm ma-
chinery, and farm luborers get twice

the moothly wages they did then.
The same was true of planiog-mills
and other wood-working machinery.
Carpenters and other wood-workers
threatened to burn these devices or
toss them iuto the river, But here
we ure io the midst of a wonderful
aod undreamed of variety of them,
and the woo l-workers are greater io
number to population than then and
are receiving more wages. Aud so
one might go through with the list.
The labor-suving machinery simply
changes the methods of labor.
pursuits and Hlelds are opened up to
lubor. Tho faeility for production
cheapens the same and stimulates

do without better nud better streets
and romds, and wagons and buggies,
aud houses, and so we are constantly
taxing the wgenuity and labor of the
world to produce these for us. It
wou't do to leok at the world and its
great intelligent forees as a wualled
city. There is nothing fluished on
earth and there never will be. We
contrive both mentally and physically,
Lut all our contrivance is unsatisfae-
tory und we again buill on its ruine,
Aund so we go on, and vn, constautly
waking new diafts of labor, aud ever
will.—I'ndiana Farmer,

A WONDERFUL WiLL,

A Diccoyery in Virgima Which Inter-
ests Antiguarians,
A singular wall has been discovered

ty-seven feet ten inchies loug, fifteen
feet high, eighteen inches thick at
the top, and two and one half feet ot
the bottum, It runs wvoriheast aud!
southwes?, and is sitaated at the lower
end of u slight elevation, whibh aa-
cends gradually. The positiou of the
wall and all its eavironin-uts pre-
cludes the idea that it could have
been buried under the accumulation
of sauds conveyed by the rains from
ubove. Thue stones of which the wall
is composed are of comwmon white,
flinty quartz, They are irregularly
shaped, but as Nat aud smooth as if
desigued for the ordinary purposes of
masernry. The interstices ure filled
with smaller stones. The cement or
clay when flist exposed to the air Is
of the consistency of putty, but scon
indcerates to a degree thut it may
readily eut in any shape with a poek-
et-kpife: It has po cobvious aflvity
with the soil wiich lately inclosed
the wall, and nothing similar in char-
acter can be found In o radius of
mriles. Itis imbedded in & micaceous
eand-stone, royuiring both grub-hoe
und pick to extricate it, The stones
are adjusted with the accurucy of
square sud plumb,

Now, as to ihe history of this un-
earthed wonder. Fifty or sixty years
apo, when the land was covered with
forest, aud Leing surveyed under the
direction of a Mr, Huddlestown, then
the ownper, the surveyor observed
gsuch a defliection in the needlo of Lis
compnss us ludicated the presence of
metal. It wad thougiit that gold
bearing quartz was near. An exea-
vatlon was muade, but no gold being
found in the rock, further scuarch was
not prosecuted, Professor Campbell,
of Lexiugton, has not seen the wall,
but from the zccounts of it which he
has read thiuks it is one of the geo-
logical dykes (common in some
places) and not the work of maa,
But oa the other hand, a geutlemun
of great intelligence, including sowme
geologieal aequirements, who has
mide a thorough examivation of the
wall, says: *“Tbe coup d'wll, as welk
a8 an examination of the compouent
parts, proves boyuad preadveature a
wall made with human hands, and of
great antiquity. In eonnectivn with
the late discoverios ia Oulo, it tends
to estublish the trath of the theory
that & higher order of civilization
preceded the lodisus on this conti-
vent. Itis astudy for antiquariaus,
uot geologists,”
