SIX WOUNDED MARKED TO DIE

Fotal of Bodies Found and Died of
Injuries Is Now 589 - Much Un-
claimed Property Awales -
Owners.

Chicago, Jan. 5.—The total of the
dead by the Iroquois fire to this writ-
ing is 589; the identified, 585; unidenti-
fied, 4. Those identified since last re-
port are: Mrs. Anna Dixon, 43 years,
100 Flournoy street, idertified by ber
husband, A. Z. Dixon, and by dentist,
Dr. Elwell, and Mrs. Mary Forbes, 24
years old, 244 Oakwood boulevard,
identified by sister, Rita Forbes,

Probable Total Death Roll.

With the death of Miss Wild, a
teacher, and Leroy Reinhold, a little
boy, the roll aggregates 589. There
are six injured whosz death is con-
sidered pretty certain. These will make
the grand total of lives lost 595.

Bodies Yet Unidentified.

The unidentified bodies aredescribed
as follows:

Jng the Great Northern, being repre-
sented. The mapagers asked if they
could not open their Louses and sell
seats upon the lower floor only, bnt
the mayor and aldermen decided posi-
tively agninst it. It was declared that
all places must remain closed until the
ordinance requirements had been fully
met,

The horror has not only had the ef-
fect of stirring up the officials of Chi-
cago. but news from all the large
cities 1s to the effect that the authori-
ties are inspecting and condemning all
sorts of bulldings that are not consid-
ered safe.

HARD ON THE SHOW PEOPLE

——

l'l(teen, Thousand of Them Made Idle by
Closing of Houses,

Chicago, Jan. 5.—The closing down
of Chicago theaters by arder of Mayor
Harrison has caused paralysiz of busi-
ness in many directions. Three thou-
sand actors, stage hands, and people
who depend directly on the theaters
for a living are idle, with no hope of
employment for probably a fortuight.
Restaurants that cater to the theatrical
audiences have laid off manyemployes.
The hotels are complaining, and traf-
fic on the street railways Las fallen off
at night.

The members of the “Blue Beard”
Theatrical company, permitted by the
police to leave for New York, were
followed by the “Billionaire” com-
pany. The following companies are
still in Chiengo: *“Yankee Consul”,
“The Pit”, “The Bostonians”. and John
Drew’s “Second in Command”. The
“Silver Slipper” company has a-rived,
billed for the Illinois theater. Mrs.
Fiske's company, which was to play
at the Grand Opera House, Lhas also
arrived,

It Is estimated that 15,000 persons

‘will suffer from the mayor's closing or-

der, of whom 1,200 are actors, 330
ushers, 500 electricians and stage
bands, 400 cab drivers, 200 waiters,
25 printers, and 100 bill posters, The
loss in receipts at the thirty-five the-
aters will total $18,000 per day.

"PENALTY FOR HIS HUMANITY

Restaurant Keeper Faces Ruin Because
n..“.'“ﬂ-

Chicago, Jan, 5.—John R. Thomp-
#on, the proprietor of the restaurant
which adjoins the Iroquois theater on
the east, has lost the greater portion
of his business since the fire. On the
day of the disaster Thompson threw
open his restaurant for the bodies of
the dead and wounded as they were
carried out of the theater. He sum-
moned nurses and doctors, procured
medical supplies, and did everything
that it was possible for a man to do
in alleviating the horror of the catas-
trophe.

His valuable and disintvrested sery-
ices were widely advertised in the pa-
pers, with the result of practically
driving all his patrons away. He has
caused all of the tables to be removed
and destroyed. and has taken away all
portable furnishings that could re
mind customers of the fire, but the
fact remaing that people stay away,
from his restaurant, and he |s paying
a heavy price Tor the services he ren-
dered to the public last Wedpesday
afternoon.

Won by the Senator Who
Is Accused.

INDICTAENT IS DEAD TAULTY

One the Goverument Had Panked on
and Prepared for Ils Thrown
Out of Court.

Omaha, Neb., Jan. 5.—A leza! bat-
tle prefaced the trial in the federal
court of the United States Senator
Deitrieh, charged with alleged con-
spiracy with Jacog iFsher, postmaster
gpimey with Jacob Fisher, postmaster
at Hastings, Neb., to violate the stat-
ute against bribery, and also with the
direct violation or that Jaw, in which
counsel for Senator Dietrich scored

the first victory. This point was on a
derurrer filed by General Cowin to
the indietwent, attacking its suffic-
fency and slleging that it would have
the effect of placing the senator on
trial twice on the same charge. This
point was bitterly contested by oppos-
Ing counse!, Assistant District Attor-
ney Raush, arvuing for the government.

After two Tours” consideration Judge
Van Devanter announced for the court
that the demurver was sustained, In
his opinion Judge Van Devanter said:
“We have considered the demurrer to
the indietment in  this case, United
States vs, Charles H. Dietrich and Ja-
cob Fisher, wherein it is attempted to
charge a consipracy under section 5440
of the revised statutes of the United
Ntates. The conspiracy charged is
tiat the defemlants conspired and
agreed to violate seetfon 1781 of the
revised statutes of the United States,
in that Dietrich, a senator in congress,
agreed with Figher to receive from the
latter $1.200 for assisting the latter to
secnre the oflice of postmaster at Hast-
ings, Neb., and that Fisher agreed to
give Dietrich said sum of $1.3500 for
this service.

As Jiewed by the Judges.

“The indictment is challenged by a
demurrer upon the ground that agree-
ing to receive a bribe and agreeing to
give one under such cirenmstances are
acts specifically prohibited by section
1781, and that therefore such an agree-
ment is taken out of and excepted
from the general section 540, If sec-
tion 1781 was in terms confined to pro-
hibiting the receipt of such a bribe
hy a member of congress and the giv-
ing of such a bribe by an applicant
for office. or other person, then .we
would be of the opinion that the indict-
ment in chargingaconsipracy or agree-
ment to do that which is prohibited
would ¢harge an offense punishable by
section 5440: but gince section 1781 in
terms prohibits an agreement to ac-
cept or give such a bribe, as well as
the acceptance or pavment thereof, we
are of the opinion that such an agree-
ment between the brige taker and the
bribe giver cannot be made the sub-
ject of a prosecution for conspiracy
under section 5440, but must be dealt
with by separate prosecutions under
seciion 1781.”

Whese the Error Comes In.

“Our view ig, therefore, that this in-
dictment does not charge an offense
under section 5440, bui does in terms
charge Dietrich with the offense of
agreeing to receive, and Fisher with
the offense of agreeing to glve, the
bribe named, each of which is, without
more, a distinet offense under section
1781. It is also our view that these
two distinet offenses against separate
defendants cannot be embodied in one
Indictment. The indietment thus im-
properly joing two distinet offenses Ly
two separate individuals, which should
be prosecnted separately ™

Decision Considered a Precedent.

This decision, wbich is considered
an important one, is held to be a pre-
cedent in the matter of indictments in
conspiracy dhses. In effect the opinion
fs that the law is at fault in provid-
ing. in addition to the actual taking
and giving of Lribes, an “agreement”
to take and give bribes.

Knocks Out the Government's Case,

In effect the ruling on the demurrer
by Jadge Vam Devanter quashes the
indictment against Senator Dietrich,
charzing conspiracy. It was on this

Chicago, Jan. G.—The first damage
suit against the proprietors of the Iro-
quois theater and the city of Chicago
growing out of the fire has been uled
by Ivy Owens, as adminlstrator of
the estates of Miss Amy Owens and
Mrs. Frances E. Owens. her mother,
The action is for the recovery of $10.-
000 damages, and is directed against
the Iroquois Theater company, the eity

of Chicago. and WIill J. Davis and
Harry J. Powers, managers of the the-

ater. Miss Owens was a teacher in the
Curtis public school.

Ab» to the Troguols Stagze Skylight.

Foreman Jones, of the Fuller Con-
struction company, said by witnesses
1o have smaghed In the skylight of the
theater after the fire, has been found—
I fact he was not lost—and examined
in connection with the story that an
attempt was made to destroy evidence,
When it was kpnown that he was want-
ed he was in the presence of those de-
siring to see him in a very brief time.
He is said to have stated that he and
some workinen were on the reof of the
stage the day after the fire on a pass
issued by Assistant Police Chief
Schuetiler to lcok around to see if the
building were safe for those who
wonld be much in it during an inves-
tigation. “We found some overhanging
bits of beuvy glass,” Jones Is said 1o
have related, “and meoved them for
fear thet they would fall on some one,
The skylights on the roof were disar-
ranged also. but only for the purpese
of making it impossible for material
to drop down upon searchers below.”

Another Curtain Theory.

Joseph A. Daugherty, whoe tried to
lower the asbestos curtain on the fa-
tal day, provided Attorney Fulkerson.
of the fire department. with a new
theory of the curtain’s failure to work.
Daugherty declared that during a
matinee performance two weeks ago a
fire broke out on the Iroquois stage,
but warextinguished. On that oceasion,
Daungherty said, an attempt to lower
the fire curtain resulted in its strik-
inz a plank used as a platform from
which to operate a “spot” light. The
same plack was in place the day of
‘the disa“ter, said Daugherty. Daugher-
ty declared his beiief tuat the descend
Ing curtain struck the plank on the
day of the catastrophe just as it did a
few days before.

The checks
for the pay roll, however, required the
signature of Vinnedge and two Look-
keepers with him in the loeal office of
the steel company. On last Thursday,
however, Vinnedge represented to the
bank, it is said, that the company had
decided to change its pay day so that
he could pay off the workers oen Dee,
31 and begin the New Year with ae-
coumts cleared. He needed $5.000 for
this special pay day, he infermed the
bank.

Was Bonded for the Amouant,

He signed his name to a draft for
that amount and the bank .thought it
was regular until the draft was pi.-
tested in Chicago last Saturday. It
has not been fully determined wheth-
er the company or the bank will loss
the amosint. Vinnedge was under bond
to the company for $5,000, supp.ied by
a New York company, which has
joined in the effort to find the missing
man. He may be out of the United
States by this time. It is thought that
he went from heve to Cleveland or
Buffalo, he having Lorrowed a mileage
book on the | ig Feur of a friend here
before he left. Vinnedge has a broth-
er and other relatives in Canada.

Die Must Soon Be Cast.

Berlin. Jan. 4.—The Koelnische
Zeitung in publisihng the news that
the German Far East squadron had
been ordered to concentrate at Tsin
Chon, says: “The vital political inter-
terests of Russia and Japan are clash-
ing so sharply that the yielding of eith-
er country would mean the abandon-
ment of those interests. The die must
soon be cast, as the continued playing
with notes cannot last much longer.”
