The bill as amended, and which al
ready has gone to the governor pro
vides that boys and girls over 16 year
of age may work in tobacco factor
ies; and that boys above 16 and girl
above 18 may be employed in brewer
yes and dangerous occupations.

The house concurrence in th
amendments is looked upon as a vie
torv for the manufacturing interest
who have waged incessant welfar
against the measure.'

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Wherever saloons exist in Marshall
county hereafter they will- - be limited
to one for each one thousand of popu-
lation. This was the order of the
board of commissioners this after-
noon after hearing arguments on the
law from attorneys of the local op-

tion petitioners and for, applicants
for liquor license.

The board was unanimous in their
decision a disagreeable decision pu
upon them by the democratic legis-
lature but one in which the people
will agree.

The number of population is to be
decided by multiplj-in-g the vote at th
last election by five. This will gir
five saloons to Plymouth.

After this decision the board toot
up the applications for license. A
large number were present to see and
liear what would be don on the
several proportions before the board.
Arguments were made by Attorneys
S. X. Stevens for the local option
petitioners and by L. M.Lauer and
Adam Wise for the Applicant for
license. Mr. Stevens contended tha
none of the notices for license wer
good because they had not been given
20 days lefore the meeting of th
board. There was a dispute on thi
point and the board decided that th
notices were good. '

The law provides that where fther
is an election pending no. licenses
shall be granted, and Mr. Steven
contended that in all other countie
where action had been taken the com
missioners had granted the election
first and held off all granting of li
censes until after the elections. Thi
is what the Marshall countv board
should do, he said. Xo one can be
injured thereby and the will of th
people will in that way be compiled
with. If the city goes wet. the li-

censes can be granted in April. I
they are granted now and" the city
goes dry they will have to go out of
business anywaj. Mr. Stevens had
a certified copy of the law from the
Secretary of State. '

Mr. Lauer contended that it was
undemocratic to' limit the number of
saloons.

Five Option Petitions.

There are five petitions before the
board for local option elections.
One from Union with 1G7 signatures?
one from Tippecnoe with 129 eigna
tares; one from Polk with 214 names;
one from Plymouth with 242 names,
one from Bourbon with 217 names.
From Bourbon there is no application
for liquor license. There are two ap
plications from Union, one from Tip
pecanoe ,one from Polk, five PIjtu-out- h.
