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DUCHESS OF HAMILTON.

A good many people are wordering
whether Gueen Mary is going to merit
the sobriquet of Mary the Tactless.
Since she came to the throne and re-
alized that her pet aversions, the
American dollar princesses, were quite
capable of taking offense and packing
off with their money to some more
hospitable capitals, court circles have
made every effort to contradict the
persistent rumor that the queen Iis
anti-American. The belief, however,
has by no means been shaken by the
appointments made in the readjust-
ment of the court and the distribution
of social prizes in the shape of coro-
pation appointments.

For instance, Queen Alexandra had
as one of her coronation canopy beas
ers the young and charming Duchess
of Marlborough, formerly Miss Con-
suelo Vanderbilt of New York. Even
the duke’s relations uphold her in her
diferences with her bhusband. The
charities of the duchess are such as
should commend her to a queen ap-
preciative of good works, yet Queen
Mary seemingly put a slight on Amer-
icans by omitting the Mariborough
name from the list of her four eanopy
bearers and reappointing the three
other duchesses who had officiated at
|Qneeu Alexandra’s coronation. In
place of the Duchess of Marlborough
the queen named the Duchess of Ham-
ilton, a selection that has caused Eng-
lish soclety to gasp with surprise, for
one of the other canopy bearers s
also the Duchess of Montrose, and the
ancient feud of Hamilton and Mont-
rose has been renewed. It came
about in this way: The late Duke of
Hamilton had only one child, a daugh-
ter, Lady Mary Douglas-Hamilton, to
whom he was devoted. The heir to
the title. the present duke. was a dis-
tant kinsman. It was possible for the
duke to alienate much of the Ham-
[iton wealth from the estate, and when
he died he willed everything he could
to his daughter.

One of the Hamiltons' .richest pos-
sessioms was the island of Arran.
where they reigned as sovereigns.
Houses and lands, securities, art treas-
ures, everything not entailed was will-
ed to Lady Mary by her father, so that
when the present, the thirteenth, duke
moved into Hamilton palace Its walls
were almost bare. The duke was un-
able to appear In soclety or even keep
op appearances until he married Miss
Nina Poore, an English heiress.

Neither the duke nor the duchess
have ever forgiven this allenation of
the estate, and when Lady Mary Ham-
Hiton married the Marquis of Graham,
heir of the Duke of Montrose, the an-
clent feud seemed to be about to be
revived. English soclety is large, and
bitherto the two proud Scottish duch-
esses have been able to move like
stars, each in her separate orbit, but
their joint appointment as canopy bear-
ers to the queen is drawing them to-
gether and in a manner that cannot
fail to provoke questions of precedence,
in which peither 1s likely to yieid.

The Hamiltons are the direct de-
scendants of the Douglas famous in
the days of Bruce, while the Montroses
descend from that Montrose who fell a
victim to the treachery of the “false
Argyll.,” The Argyll of today happens
to be the queen’s uncle-in-law, husband
of the king's aunt, Princess Loulse,

FRIED POTATOES.

8old on the Streets From Pushecarts Ila
Parts of France.

The street vending of pommes frites,
or French fried puiatoes, is pecullar
to the northern part of France. Pom
mes frites take the place of peanuts
and popcorn and are sold in much the
same fashion. Not only is this trade
carried on in some Instances as a regu-
larly established business, but work-
men wishing to increase their earnings
come out on the streets in the evening
and sell these fried potatoes from
peshearts. Their profits often exceed
their day’'s wages.

The pushcarts are of the ordinary
type, but covered. A coke brazier is
inserted through the flooring, over
which is placed the large iron caldron
bolding the fat obtained from beef
suet. Raw potatoes, after being pared,
arce pressed through a special cutting

machine, coming out in long, narrow,
i four sided pleces. These are immedi

ately put into the boiling fat and ip
| several minutes are thoroughly cooked.
They are then salted and sold in small
paper cornucopias holding 1 or 2 cents’
worth.

Pommes frites have the advantage
that they supply a satisfying and nu-
tritive meal for a few cents. This is
especially appreciated by the mill em-
ployees during the noon hour. as they
are thus enabled to have something
bot with their otherwise cold lunches.
Rather than go to the trouble of pre-
paring the dish, to say nothing of fll
ing the house with the odor of bolling
fat, many families prefer to purchase
the freshly cooked tubers from the
nearest vender. These fried potatoes
are not sold merely at mealtimes, but
during the day. and are eaten like pop-
corn.—Consular Reports.

BULL ANTS OF AFRICA.

Elephants, Lions and Even Man Him-
sslf Flee From Them In Terror.

In the vast equoatorial forests of
Africa the most dreaded of animals is
the great bull ant. Unlike other ants,
it carries notaing away: everythiag Is
eaten on the spot. Every kind of beast
and reptile—elephants, lions gorillas,
snakes and man bimself—f.-es before
this terrible insect.

These ants march *arough the for-
ests in a long thin column, two inches
wide and miles in length. If they come
to an open space where there are no
trees to shelter them from the sun
they burrow underground and form
tunnels, through which they march on
It often takes as long as twelve hours
for one of these armles to pass.

Any creature overtaken Is at once
attacked with irresistible fury and in
stantly devoursd. The strongesi and
the weakest, the most fierce and the
most timid of creatures are alike
their prey.

Natives overtaken by them seek ref-
wge in the nearest river or pond. Yet
even when the ants themselves are
drowned their strong pincers refuse
to relax their ho!d upon any flesh ther
may have sttached themselves to, and.
though their bodies are torn forcibly
away, their beads remain.

Macaroni and Bacon.

To cook macaroni and bacon take a
gquarter of a pound of macaroni, a
quarter of a pound of rashers of ba-
con, four tomatogs or six If small
grated cheese, butter, pepper and salt.
Boil the macarent in salted water till
tender, then drain and cut Into short
lengths. Fill a buttered baking dish
with layers of macaronul and tomatoes,
flavoring each layer with pepper, ralt
and grated cheese and putting some
small bits of butter between. Cover
the top with breaderumbs and bake
for half an hour in a moderate oven
Serve with nicely fried rashers of ba-
con on top.

Coffes Cake.

To make coffee cream cake take one
and a half caps of sugar, two of flour,
two eggs, two and a half teaspoonfuls
of baking powder. a pinch of salt,
about three-quarters of a teaspoonful
of lemon, a quarter of a cup of butter
and a tablespoonful of cocoanut. Melt
the butter, break in the eggs without
beating and pour in an eighth of a cup
of milk and half a cup of cold coffee
Make in three layers. . et

For filling use a pint of milk, half a
cup of flour, two eggs (beaten), salt, es-
sence and a cup of sugar. Boll ingre
dlents in double bofler.
