A few days ago Representative
Williams of Mississippi delivered a
speech in congress which ought to
be read by a great many ministers

said in part:

“I believe that very nearly all of
the arguments which have been
made by the imperialists of this
country in favor of the retention of
remote islands populated by alien
and inferior races have been dis-
posea of except, perhaps, two. One
is the ‘mission’ plea, and the other
is the ‘manifest destiny’ plea. Peo-
ple tell us that we have a ‘mission’
to perform in the Philippine islands.
As for myself, | am somewhat dis-
trustful of men with a ‘mission’.

“In my limited experience I have
found that the man who has a ‘mis-
sion’ or who pretends to have a
‘mission,’ has some greed, some ava-
rice, some selfish purpose, or else
some fanatical notion in his head,
and in order to recommend it to
other people strives to get the idea
into their minds that he is in part-
nership with the Lord. 1 have
heard ministers of the gospel pre-
tendedly preaching, not the gospel
of Mohammed, who carried faith to
the unfaithful by fire and the sword,
but the doctrines of Jesus Christ, say
that we had ‘a mission to civilize
and Christianize the people in the
far Orient.” How? By means of
Krag-Jorgensen rifles and the sword
of the cavalry? It is not the mission
of Christianity to make wounds, but
them—not to destroy

home and home life, but to teach

to assuage

people to make and beautify homes.
“It would surprise nobody who
lived more than

ever it would as-

tound the Fisherman of Galilee
himself and his disciples to hear that
the doctrine of peace, the doctrine
of freedom—and of democratic free-
dom at that, for it is democracy of

the teachings of Jesus Christ that

prove his divinity—were ‘destined’
or had a *mission’ to be carried to

the peoples of the world by Krag-

proconsular viceroys.”
THE OREGON ELECTION.

Seven states will hold elections
prior to the presidential election next
November, as follows-
June 4; North Carolina, Aug. 2;
Alabama, Aug. 6; Arkansas, Sept.
3; Vermont, Sept. 4; Maine, Sept.
10, and Georgia, Oct. 3. The out-
come in North Carolina, Alabama,
Arkansas, Vermont and Georgia
cannot be expecied to have much
political significance. The elections
in Maine and Oregon are usually
watched with considerable interest,
however, for any bearing they may
have on the presidential contest. The
election in Oregon will be awaited
with more than usual interest this
year, because it comes before both
of the great national conventions.

Oregon is normally a republican
state. McKinley’s plurality was
2,117 in avote of 97,337, the gold
democratic ticket receiving 977 votes
and the prohibition ticket g1g votes.
In 189S the republicans carried the
state by 10,784 plurality. The total
vote cast was considerably reduced,
being only 84,513. There was no
gold democratic tieket. There was
a “middle of the road” populist
ticket, which receiyed 2,566 votes.
The prohibition ticket polled 2,213
votes.

At the Oregon election of June 4
next the test will come on the vote

for congressmen.

Forestry Law Opinion.

Attorney Gieneral Taylor has held that
advantage of the foreslry law, passed by
the last legislature, can be taken at any
time. There has been a question as to
whether the appraised valuation of
#1 on an acre of new forest trees must
be put on only at the quadrennial ap-
praisement, or if it can be put on any
year. The attorney general holds that
the county auditor is required to put on
the valuation of $1 an acre at any time
the statement is filed.
