though first let me say, in order toshow how
a small shortage will afleet values, that the
receipts of barley in 1873 were only one mil-
lion bushels less than 1872, and yet, as the
result of that slight shortage, prices have
appreciated more than one hundred and fifty
per cent. Hence, three-fourths as much
grain mav bring double the amount of
money, and it is not true that, because the
amount of corn is reduced one-half, the
price will only be doubled.
