Yet sach is really the case. In the cotton
regions, it is now aseertained that four of
the largest and richest parishes producing
cotton have been inundated. The parishes
of Carroll, Morehouse, Richland, Madison,
Franklin, Tensas, Caldwell. Concordia and
Catahanla are all overflowed, embracing fully
2.500,000 acres, The amount of cotton
land in these parishes in actual cultivation
is estimated to be two huudred and fifty
thousand acres, besides one hunnred thous-
and acres in corn. These estimates include
only the large places, leaving out hundreds
of small farmers and sall the estimates for
cattle, hogs and gardens., The population of
these nine parishes are 20,394, according to
the census of 1870. In the sugar producing
parishes the ascertained facts discover an
equal, if not & greater amount of rain and
suffering. Thess parishes are Point Coupee,
Fast Baton Rouge, West Baton Rouge,
Iberville, Ascension, Assumption, Latourche,
St. James, Si._ John, the Baptiste,
St. Charles, Tirrebonue and Plaguemines,
The overflow in those parishes oovers
nearly two hundred and fifty thousand acres,
tilled and untilled, inclading a production
