We had talked over the matter out of the
council proceedings, ana it was thought best by
those who participated, that we should have the
calls printed and sent out to the counties. We
had not Intended to puollsh them In the press

but as the Sentinel chose to make them a matter
or news for Its readers, we, of course, had nothing
to say. It was perhaps untimely that it was
made public without the names of the thou-asn- ds

who are ready to sign, but Brother
lurnM knows perfectly well that there
was no purpose to mislead or deceive on the
part of those who framed the call. I am pained
that he should give even the shadow of color
lo the monstrous misrepresentations made by the
Trm mal ft.ru! I reluctantly nut myself in
print, to clear the record and reU

the Sentinel from the unjust aspersions
which are being heaped upon it for taking
our part In a movement very dear to the hearts
of those who are looking for reform. I am

RANDOM SHOTS OF THE PRESS.
WHAT PARTY FACTS MUST DO.

From the Lafayette Journal. (Rep.)
Time works great changes, and each suc

ceeding state and national convention finds
it necessary to put forth a new declaration
of principles, to meet the change of circum
stances since the last proceeding meeting
Especially is this true now. The enactment
of the Baxter law, and the institution of the
grange organization, have brought to the
surface new questions, concerning which
differences are likely to arise between those
who have heretofore been in
hearty accord. The state convention
will take some action in regard to all
these questions, and define the policy of the
republican party of Indiana. If the nomi
nation should proceed as now provided for,
it is quite possible that the republican party
might find, itsellin the field with a county
ticket which would not at all fitly represent
the principles set forth in Its platform. Re
publicans, who are temperance men as well.
do not ask any special privileges' They do
not court alliance with the enemies of the
party. They only ask an opportunity for a fair
representaiion in its councils, and that they
be not compelled to either go into a nomina
tion blindly, or else stand idly by and see
the organization and name of the party, en-
deared to them by long association, wrested
from them without being able to do anything
effectual in their own behalf.

FARMERS HAVE NO RIGHTS.
(From the Lafayette Journal.)

The Patrons of Husbandry is avowedly a
benevolent and social, and not apolitical
order. In the meetings of the great repre-
sentative councils of the order, national and
state, nothing has been more pointedly set
forth than than that it is not, nothing
more indignantly denied than the
common charge that it is, a political
order. We are bound to take them at
their word, and concede them the vir-
tues of truth and sincerity; and doing
so, it is out of place to pi offer to
democratic patrons special privileges, as it
would be to publicly invite democratic Odd
Fellows, or Masons, or members of the He
brew Benevolent Society, to take a hand in
the nomination of a ticket which they are
not pledged or asked to support, and proba
bly do not expect to. We do not think that
democratic Patrons of Husbandry are gudg
eons, to be caught in such a flimsy net, nor
do we tbick the republican party should be
discredited by the unauthorized act of its
committee in throwing out euch a cheap
bait, if bait It was intended to be.
