A BOLD ROBBERY.
AN EX TRESS ROBBERY HEAR MICHIGAN CITY

ONE OF THE ROBBERS KILLED AND THE
MESSENGER WOUNDED $3,000 MISSING FROM

THE SAFE.
The Chicago Tribune of the 31st ult. gives

this account of a successful robbery on the
line of the Michigan Central : Friday after
noon and evening the presence of two men
was noticed about tho depot at Michigan
City, on the line of the Michigan Central
road, and their uncouth appearance attracted
the attention of the railroad officials, as also
that of the frequenters about such localities
in provincial towns. When the Atlantic
express, which left Chicago at a quarter past
5 o'clock ot that day, halted at the station,
their movements were noticed, and it was ob
served that they boarded the front platform of
the express car. Little attention was paid
them thereafter, and it was only in conse
quence of the subsequent exciting events
which happened on the road that their
actions were recalled to the remembrance of
those who witnessed them. Arter the cars
had again got under way, and when in the
vicinity of Three Oaks, the twain began a
foray on the express car which culminated
in the robberrv of f2,600, and the death of
one of the bandits. It was nearly 0 o'clock,
and their motions were obscured from the
view ot both engineer and fireman on the
locomotive adjoinging by the gathering
darkness. Thev availed themselves of this
knowledge to mount

ON TOP OF THE CAR,

and, making their perilous way to the oppo-

site extremity, descended to the plattorm.
Once here, they took measures to protect
tbeir operations from interference, and, as
the train rushed forward at the rate of 40

miles an hour, accomplished their under
taking. The express car was the connecting
link in the train between the locomotive and
that containing the baggage, and was in
charge ot Spencer Heath, an employe of the
American Express Company. Ilaving se-
curely fastened the door of the baggage car
by ropes tied from the knob to the
railing, they renevad the attempt to
dislodge the door of the express car.
This they succeeded in effecting by
means of a heavy iron bar, which enabled
them to pry it from the hinges, and the in-
terior of the car with its contents was at
tbeir disposal. Heath, the messenger, oc
cupied a seat opposite the safe, and, with
portfolio on his lap, was engaged in check
ing and making up the run, or, rather, dis
tributing the valuables consigned to his
care, to the end that expedition might be
used In their delivery, ihe roar and ram
ble of the cars prevented his bearing tbeir
movement?, and the first knowledge he
possessed or tneir presence was when they
stood In threatening attitude opposite him.

STARTLED BT THE SIGHT
which met his astonished gaze, he was upon
the point of rising to confront tho despera
does, when the larger of the couple struck
him a violent blow with his fist, reinforced
by a pair of brass knuckles, which forced
him from the chair he was sitting on to the
floor, in a semi-conscio- condition. Though
stunned in a measure by the brutal attack,
he yet maintained his presence of mind, and,
drawing his pistol, as the smaller villian
stooped over him for the purpose, doubtless,
of concluding their dastardly attempt by
the commission of murder, fired, and the
ball lodging in bis assailant's left temple,
he fell heavily to the floor, and yielded op
the ghost. In tbedarkness and gloom, with
his comrade dead on the floor, and the sub-
ject of his attack apparently in the same
state, the robber made a hasty investigation
of the object of his attempt, and, securing
money in packages amounting in the aggre-
gate to f2,700,swung himself from the scene
of strife, and robbery, and death, and es-
caped. When the train arrived atKilesthe
depot master noticed the absence of a light
in the express car, and be started toward the
side door with a view to ascertain the cause.
He discovered the money packages strewn
over the floor, one of the robbers lying dead,
v Ith a bullet-hol- e through his left temple,
and the brave messenger. Heath, on the
floor near his victim, unconcious. Fresh air
soon revived Heath somewhat, when he
told all he remembered.

THE CORFSH
was carried into the station-hoas- e, and the
superintendent notified of the events. He
is a man not more than 22 years of age, with
light brown hair, fair complexion, an incipi-
ent blond mustache, and arrayed in the garb
of a workingman. This was evidently in-

tended as a disguise, for his skin was as
white, and hands as soft as a woman's,
indicated his occupation to have
been one not requiring manual labor or
muscular exertion. Upon searching him
there was found a bottle of 'chloroform, a
razor, and a Canadian coin. From papers
discovered in an inside pocket, among which
were letters signed by "Brother John," it is
concluded that he bore the name of Charles
Queenan, and their superscription sending
them to the care of Joseph Agin, at Clinton,
Iowa, he must have resided in the vicinity
of that city. The body has been identified
as that of one of the men noticed at Michi-
gan City Friday night. It has been ascer-
tained that about three thousand dollars was
taken by the escaped robber. It may be that
he was too badly frightened to tarry long
enough to make way with any more it the
booty.

. THE DEFAULTER SLOANE.

THE CAREER OF RUSH R. SLOANE HOW HE
FLXD TO EUROPE, AND HIS ATTEMPTS AT
SETTLEMENT AN INDIANA PARTY CON-
CERNED THE PRESENT CONJECTURES OF
HIS WHEREABOUTS. .

The Sandusky correspondent of the
Cleveland Herald gives the following pic-th- e

ture of the recent developments in
strange denonment of the career of an ex- -
railroad king: The remarkable career of
Rush R. Sloane, r.t of the Cincin-
nati, Sandusky & Cleveland Railroad Com
pany, is familiar to the readers or the
Ierald. Its columns contained In detail

the facts connected with the discovery of
large embezzlements from the not over--
Stocked treasury of the company; the civil
suits in the Erie County Court of Common
fleas against jur. sioane, ior toe recovery
of over two hundred thousand dollars,
alleged to have been appropriated by him;
his arrest upon several charges oi em dcz- -
zlement, February 13th last; his release on
$40,000 bail to appear before the mayor on
the 17th of the same month; bis
sudden departure from Sandusky on
the 14th; bis marriage at Elyria and
flight to Europe with his bride; his non-
appearance before the mayor, and the for
feiture or his recogBizanee. This oner state-
ment will recall the circumstances to the
reader, and prepare him for the perusal oi
another chapter in the history of this man, to
whom an inordinate love oi money was in
deed "the root of all evil." While in Europe
Mr. Sloane's headquarters were at Brussels,
Belgium. There is no extradition treaty
with that state, and it is theretore sought as
a safe haven ot refuge by the victims ot
financial indiscretion. He has kept up a
somewhat voluminous correspondence with
parties in Sandusky, making the utmost
endeavors to bring about a settlement of the
little differences that existed between him-se- ll

and the company. Whenin his glory he
was renuted to be the wealthiest man in
Sanduskv: he stood upon the very pinnacle
of the social fabric, and his influence was
almost bourdles. .Now he is scarcely
thought of but as a

THIEF AND FORGER,

Manv of those who were his staunchest
ar

supporters in the memorable congressional
campaign of 1872, and whose faith clung
tenaciously to him during the early days of
his disgrace, are now among the most bitter
in their denunications. He at length deter-
mined to make restitution in money, un-
doubtedly in the hope that after he should
have done this the criminal proceedings
would be withdrawn. lie accordingly
signified by letter his desire to meet pet sons
authorized to "talk business," and a con-
ference was agreed upon. Mr. Sloace
returned to this country accom-
panied by his wife, and a meeting, was
arranged to take place at Niagara Falls of
course on Her Brittanic majesty's side of
the river. The parties met at the Cliffton
house about the middle ot May. The rail-- r

:r.d company was represented by J. S. Far-lo- w,

the president, and N. W. Pierce, a
member of the executive committee of the
board of directors, both of Boston. Two of
Mr Sloane's legal counsel were also present

Hon. S. A. Bowman, of Springfield, Ohio,
and Homer Goodwin.of Sandusky. Consid-
erable time was spent in consultation, the
negotiations terminating on the 15th of May.
Mr. Sloane agreed to transfer to the compa-
ny property to the amount oi
TWO HUNDRED AND FIFTY THOUSAND DOL-

LARS,
marketable value. The whole party, inclu-
ding Mrs. Sloane her signature being nec-

essary in the transfer of real estate
crossed over into the state oi New York, and
all the papers were executed, "signed, sealed
and delivered." The property made over to
the company consists of railroad and other
stocks, mortgages, and a large amount of
real estate in Chicago, Toledo, Sandusky,
and at points along the line of the Cincin-
nati. Sandusky fc Cleveland railroad. After
all the business of the transfer was finished
Mr. Sloane retired "over the border," to take
refuge again behind the protecting paw of
the British lion. Mr. Sloane is said to look
as if twenty years had pass 3d over his bead
since he left his native heath, three and a
half months ago. It is currently re-
ported at Sandusky Hat, pending the
negotiations at the Falls, Mrs. Sloane
found time to make a flying visit to her
former home in Elyria. While Mr. Sloane
was standing upon bis insulted dignity and
defying the company's representatives, these
proceedings passed entirely out ol their con-
trol into the merciless hands of the state of
Ohio. But it was the only hope he had left,
that they would in some way be instrumental
in causing their withdrawal. Wren he
learned, last week, that the grand jury of
Erie county had, "upon their oaths a tore-said- ,"

returned twenty-fou- r indictments
against Rush R. Sloane for embezzlement
and forgery, he again went forth upon bis
wanderings, a fugitive from justice an out-
law in the land of his Dirth. His present
whereabouts cannot be ascertained. His
attorney in Sandusky avers unqualifiedly
that he has returned to Europe, while others
believe him to be somewhere in Canada.

Officers of the rail
road company say that, in making out his
voucher, he presented a lorged bill, repre-
senting that the cars were bought from
Winsiow, at a large increase over the price
actually paid the Adrian company, and that
this difference, amounting to several

A STREET DUEL.
A TRIFLING yUAHREL AND ITS RESULTS A

TERRIBLE TRADOEDY IN POOL BLOOD.
The Jackson (Tenn.) Whig and Tribune

says: On Tuesday evening last at 5 o'clock
A. J. Sellers and J. N. . Patterson met by
prior arrangmect in the streets of Cotton
Grove, a village eight miles east of this city,
the former armed with a double-barrele- d

shot-gu- n and two single-barrele- d pistols,
and the latter with a navy six, and fought
one of the most desperate duels on record.
After several shots Sellers fell, bleeding
from three painful wounds, one in the right
shoulder, another in the right temple, and
the third in the upper hip, and Patterson re-
tired with a ball lu his left side. The follow-
ing are the facts ot this bloody encounter,
as furnished us by a reliable gentleman:
Patterson was living with and work-
ing for one of the Sellers. On
Saturday last he purchased a new
suit ot clothes, and on Sunday morning A
j. &euers wanted to try them on. This
Patterson objected to; but still Sellers in-
sisted that he would, and straightway went
at it. Patterson then snatched the clothing
from Sellers and remarked that no gentle-
man would act in that way. This Sellers
promptly resented by inviting Patterson
out to fight him. Next morning, Monday,
Sellers seeing Patterson cn the street, armed
himself, and approaching him aked: "Are
you ready?" Patterson replied. "Not yet;
but will be w evening at 5 o'clock."
Sellers remarked, "All right; I will meet
you here at that time;" and went back to
his home. Patterson came to Jackson on
Monday, purchased a navy six, had it care-
fully loaded, and returned to Cotton
Grove without saying ni'ythin& to anybody
about his intentions. The people of Cotton
Grove looked upon the whole thing as

that would end in wind. But promptly to
the hour on Tuesday evening, Patterson and
Sellers were observed approaching each other ;
from opposite directions, armed as above I

stated. When, within about thirty yards of:
each other, both came to a halt, Sellers level-
ing his gun and ordering Patterson to throw
down his pistol. Patterson refused to obey.
saying that Sellers had him at a disadvan- - I

tage, but fired on Sellers instantly with
effect.- - Sellers then attempted to shoot, but
both barrels of his gun snapped., Patterson
fired again. Sellers steadily advancing,
having thrown down his gun and resorted
to bis pistols, fired once, the shot taking effect
in Patterson's right side. Patterson again
opened rapidly, striking Sellers twice, mak-
ing three in all. About this time Sellers fell
from loss of blcod, and Patterson, conclud-
ing he had killed bis man, turned and
walked ff, nor has bis place of retreat
yet bien discovered. Sellers has been a citi-
zen of this county for 'several years, is
33 or 34 years of age, six feet
high, weighs about 175 pounds, and is a man
of family. Patterson is a new comer, has
no familv, Is 27 or 28 years of age, six feet
high, and weighs about 150 pounds. The
facts related prove both to be desperate
characters, and possessed of courage enough
for a halt dozen men. Their encounter is
one of the coolest and most desperate in
the annals of the Southwest.famous for such
affrays.

f A NEW DEAL IN THE JOURNAL. .

HOW OLIVER'S ORGAN PASSED THROUGH A
NEW DEAL THE GENESIS OF THE TRANT-FORMATIO- N.

The rumors and gossip filling the air con-
cerning the Journal of this city were chrys-taliz- ed

yesterday into actual fads by the
announcement in the evening echo
of the 'morning organ,' that Mr. J. M.
Redenour bad given in his checks, and that
Mr. N. R. Ruckle, the sheriffof the county,
held the cards and would continue the
deal. ' Presuming that its readers
would be interested ' In knewirg
the processes by which a politician may, on
an original capital or nothing, secure the
control ot a party organ, which may be sup-
posed to represent some sort of finan-
cial value, even though mortgaged
"three deep" as one of is disgusted ex-sto- ck

holders neatly put it the Sentinel
has by dint of interviewing and comparing
notes, put the whole transaction into coher-
ent shape. First to begin at the
beginning of the thing, it must be known
that for a year or more there have been
various cliques oi partisans in the city and

of the organ. It was at first generally com-

plained that, for an institution supported
on a lavish yield of public spoil, it was beg-
garly and thin. That it was edited by
slovens and conducted by slaves. That, in
fact, it was stale, flat and unprofita-
ble, and that so long as It con-
tinued in that condition,' tke party didn't
care much whether it sunk or survived. A
change then came to pass. An unfortunate
journalist who had met Disappreciation in
Chicago was secured ' to revive
the sinking fortunes of the pacer,
and although his advent was marked by a
grotesque address, somewhat liko Pope's
saddle bulletin, it is only fair to say that he
squared things up considerably.

The late loss of the city to the republican

nartv was attributed to the new editor and
his supporter, the retiring president, hence
Colonel Ruckle, who has tasted the sweets
of office after several ineffectual at
tempts, finally secured a ring; to
back him with sufficient money
to secure the controlling interest. He man
aged the transaction with consummate ad
dress. Mr. Riuenour never learning of it
until the transfer of stock from Messrs,
Ilasseiman, W. P. Fishback and J. D. Simp
son. was formally asked to be entered on
the books, 'lhesurp .se was painful and
almost paralyzing to Mr. Ridenour. He
had been looking forward to a long career of
usefulness as the business director of the
establishment, and the sudden rev-
olution struck him with sore dis
appointment.

A
week or more ago, Mr. Halford was informed
that the new policy of the paper did.not con
template his retention. An interview yester
day evening with Mr. Ruckle confirms that
statement. In response to a direct inquiry
Mr. Ruckle said that the only change ot eou--
sequence to be. made just at present would
be the removal of Mr. E. W. Halford as ed
itor.
