THE ASSESSMENT LAW,

In 1572 the total taxable property of the
state was £653,367,451, and by the assessment
of 1873, according to the returns made 1o
the State Board of Equalization, the walne
and the value

Total, $065,280,230. This shows an increase
of taxable values in 1574 over 1873 of $311,-
912,799, The above fignres show the opera-
tion of the new assessment law in securing
the mssesament of property for taxation,
Under the present assesament the real value
has been more nearly obtained than ever
bafore. I am of the opinion that an assess-
ment of real property once in two years is
too often, and the enhanced values -
tained by frequent assessments will hardl

offsett the labor and expense involved.
I am of the opinion that once in five years
is often enough. The auditor also thinks
there are, in the new law, serious defects in
rogard to the assessment of capital stock
and suggests legislative action In regard to

the same.

I have compiled a table showing the rates
of taxation in the State by counties, and the
total average levy on the bundred dollars in
each county for 1573, and a table of county
levies for 1874.

CONCLUSION,

As my term of office as auditor of state
¢loses in a short time it may not be amiss to
refer briefly to the work and operations of
the office during the past two years. On
entering upon the discharge of my duties, I
found a recently enacted and still unfinished
revenue and assessment law which materi-
ally changed the mode of assessing properly
and collecting taxes. A large number of
new forma for the use of county officers and
corporations, had to be prepared with great
care and issued at the earliest moment.

The State Board of Eanalization eonvened
on June 16, 1873, and continued until the 9th
of September. It was again convened in

June, 1874, and continued until the 25th of
July following. The proceedings of the
board at each session have been published
in pamphlet form. The arduous duties were
performed without expense to the state
other than for additional elerical service, 1
do not consider the present law for the as-
sessment of ‘property and colleciion of taxes
perfect in all its provisions, The experience
of the asttwo years has developed errors
whic require legisiative attention, The
duaticsof this office bring the auditor of
state into close relations with county andi-
tors and treasurers, and it' gives me pleas.-
ure to testify to the faithful manner
in which their official duties, in transaction
with this office, have been discharged, 1
feel that I am warranted in saying that my
term of office has been one of labor; it has
required all my time and energy, and I have
endeavored to faithtolly perform the
manifold duaties im by law
and ocustom wupon the -suditor of
public aeccounts. One ot the state
officers who had the confidence and
esteem of his associates was out
off from his labors when his worth was
beginning to be realized. I need bhardly say
I refer to the late Hon. Milton B. Hopkins,
superintendent of publie instruction. For
vears he was my r. .ghbor and personal
friend. His true .rth was only known to
those who knew him best, He was a good
citizen, a faithful officer, and thoroughly de-
voted to the work assigned him
by the people of the state,
We can look with pride at the progress
made by Indiana in the last half century.
When we consider the disadvantages the
pioneer bad to contend with, and view our
stete traversed by railroads end dotted by
cities and villages, and see the work of man-
ufactories and toe tevelopment of agricul-
tural and minera. wealth, we may well be
roud of the state., Nhe has, besides, estab-
ished a glorious reputaiion in defense of the
common country; she has placed her finan-
cial vredit among the foremost; she
has made her public schools, and
the fund which sastains them, the admira-
tion of the country, and she has secured
among her citizens capitalists and poor
immigrants from every state and country.
With management that shall be just to the
people, and in accordauece with the spirit of
true progress, we may reasonably expect as
much improvement over the present in the
next half century as there is now over the

Senator Jones, believiog that
Beath’s brains and inventive genius shouid
not be thus mortgaged, has taken a lease on
them himsell, and expecis to get a patent
for the allsged maw invantions, or tha newly
jnysuted improvements of Beath, of which
he and his friends are said to own four-fifths,
Beath has net yet actually obtained bis
}ntant, and it would sppear that he is not
ikely to getit withouta severe legal contest,

A CAREER OF CRIME,

TERRIBLE @ONFESSION—A LIFE OF
TINUED MUERDER.

A correspondent of the New York World,
writing frommn Mazattan, Mexico, gives a
startling revelation of erime: An English-
man named Tom Adams, who tor the past
eight or ten years hasowned a low tavern
and dance-house in this place, and gained

o0 | general notoriety as a desperate character,

died on the 15th instant from the affects of a
pistol shot wound received in a fight several
moxuths ago. Just previous to his death,

when assured that his doem was inevitable,
he sent for Captain Verplank, the American
commercial agent at this port, and inti-
mated that he had some important disclos-
ures to make which he desired should be
iven publicity in the Eastern states, Capt,
E’erplank having consented to comply with
his wishes and take down whatever state-
ments he had to make in writing, the dying
man unburdened bhis conscience by confess-
ing himseif guilty of 14 murders, all but one
of which were commtied in the United
states and Canada. Adams commenced
his narrative by stating that his proper
name wes George Worley, and that he
was a native of Manchester, Eogland.
He commenced his career of crime by mur-
dering the second mate of the American
ship Cultivator, in the Liverpool, docks,
about the wyear 1854, Atter this deed he
went to Canada, and roved about through
those provinees for two years in pursuit of
robbery. It the year 1855, at which time he
was known by the name of Orton, he was
en as a sailor on the lakes. While
lying in the American port of Oswego he
murdered a8 man, whom he understood to
be a painter, by throwing him over a bridge.
He met bis victim in a drinking saloon,
where he went to collect abill of the proprie-

o | tor, and followed Lim until the opportu-
05 | nity was favorable,

when he struck him
down with a slung-shot, and disposed of the
body in the way mentioned. After this
Adams returned to Canada, and assumed
thea name of Townsend. With two aeccom-
plices he commenced a campaign of robbery,
and perpetrated four murders in the country
west of Toronto, ending with the killing of
asheriff, a fow miles westof Niagara river.
That country then became too warm for him,
in consequencs of the offering of large re-
wards for his arrest, and he escaped on board
a schooner passing through the Canadian
canal to the American port of Toledo. From
this port he went to Chicago, and

COMMITTED THREE MURDERS
in that place during the summer. One of
his victims was the captain of a wvessel,

whom he followed fiom the St. Charles
saloon; another was a German saloon
keaper, whom he killed in kis bed at night
in bis place of business, which was situat
near a railroad depot, and the third was
some man unknown to him, whom he mur-
dered after leaving & brothel. After these
crimes he was arrested in Chi , tried
and convieted of a burglary, and served
a term of three years in the Illinois
state prison. On oblaining his release
Adams went to New York, where he
remained about one year, during which
time he committed two murders, both ot his
vietims in that city bsing men unknown to
him., One wunoonmrrnan whom he en-
ticed to the outskirts of the city and ob-
tained about £1,000 on his body. After leav-
ing New York he was engaged in & series of
robberies through the Southern states. He
returned to Baltimore and murdered a pros-
titute in that city, Subsequently he com-
mittad a murder in Louisville, and one in
Memphis, but of the names of his
victims he had no knowledge. Adams
left New Orleans about the time of the
breaking oant of the war, and went fo Vera
Cruz, From thence he went to the City of
Mexico, and came to Mszatlan about 10
years ago. Sinee his sojourn here he was
widely known and generally feared, his
lace being oneof the most notorious ren-
ous of desperate characters on the coast,
He finally met his fate at the hands of a
Spanish gamhler, named Gonpzales, in &
drunken quarrel over a throwof dice, He
leaves between £15,000 and §18,000 in cash or
its equivalent, as the result of his career of
atrocious crime, which he has willed to a
siater, Iuppou& to be his only li rela-
tive, who resides at Sheffield, England. The
legatee neads to be devoid of any supersti-
tious mscruples to receive and enjoy such a
blood-clotted legacy.

INCREASE OF DEAFNESS,

The number of deaf mutes has of late years
largely increased, and the institute is be-
coming very much erowded. In our
twenty-fifth annual report it was estimated
that in ten years there wonld not be more
than 40 or 50 applications per year, but the
number is largely in excess of that by one-
third. It has always been the custom Lo
find out, if possible, the causes of dea'ness
in pupils admitted, and the statistics show
that it i= not by accident, but by disease,
that most of the causes come. The number
of cases caused by spotted fever is on the
increase. The number from this cause has
increased, in seven years, from five to
to twenty-nine. The followin¢ table shows
the causes of deafness in all pupils admit-
ted during seven years, Congenital, 106;
spotted fever, 84; brain fever, 21; typhoid
fever, 11; lung fever, 10; cababral fever, 1;
scarlet fever, 35; fever mnot specified, 6;
measles, 9; sorofula, 2; inflamation, 16;
diptheria, 4; burt by fall or blow, 5; con-
vulsions, 5; chills, 2; momps, 2; whooping
cough, 2;salivation, 1; erysipelas, 2; dropsy,
2; sickness not specified, 11: cause
not given, 4. The greatest tronbleof the of-
ficers is in providing for the instruction of
the younger pupils, and to obviate thi=s the
superintendent recommends that they be
taught in the common schools by teachers
familiar with the deat and dumb alphabet.
There sbould also bé more than one insti-
tute to whieh the pupils could be removed
after some primary instruection in the com-
mon  schools, It §s also recom-
mended tbat Kindergarten schools. simi-
lar to those of Prussia, be established.

The deaf and dumb, more than any other
class, derive their information from books,

b As the library is intended for the pupils the
greater part of the books have been selected
with particalar reference to them. The re-
mainder are mainly encyclopedias, diction-
ares, ete. About one-third of the pupils
regularly get books from the library.

THE SHOPS,
The industrial departments gontinue to
receive a large sharge of attention, cabinet

making, shoe making and chair caning
being the chief industries, while the girls are
trained in house work.

APPENDIX.
