BEATE THE TELEPIHONE

A Paris correspondent sends the (ollowing ac-
count of the latest sclentific sensation: A re.
markably interesting experiment has just been
made at Calais and Dover, between which places
conversation has been kept up viva voce by
moans of g new kind of telephone, which has
been patented under the name of electrophone,
Not only were words whispered into the appa-
ratus at Calais distinctly heard at Dover, amll. of
eourse, vice versa, but the listener at one end was
perfectly well able to distinguish by mere tones
of volee the person who was s=peaking
at the other end., It should be observed
that while human voice WAs being
transmitted through ome of the wires, the
other wires were being em;-lc_v.\'c‘! for
the transmission of order telegraphic mess=ages.
Moreover, the experiments were conducied be-
tween the hours of 10 and 4, that is1n the busiest
part of the day, when the wires are in unceasing
roquisition. The volce of the speaker was dis
tinetly heard as soon as the wires were joired to
the apparatus, and conversations were earried on
without interruption in the presence of compe-
tont specialists, Experiments with the same ap-
paratus have been continued with the same re-
eults, and in the midst of confusion produced by
the simultaneous working of several machines
At the London terminal station the voice of the
spoefiker was heard as plfinly as though he had
beer: in the same same room. There can no longer
be any doubt that it is perfectly practieable to
converse across, or rather under, the sea by means
of any submurine eable. The lnventor main-
tains that it is just as easy to talk across the At
lantic as from oue room to another,"

IMPEACHMENT.

A Resolution to Impeach the Governor and
Attorney General of Pennsylvanin,

Hazrisnvrs, Pa., May 6.—In the House
of Representatives this morning Mr. Bierly,
of Lyecoming County, presented, by request,
a petition of citizens of LackawannaCounty,
asking for the impeachment of Governor
Hoyt and Attorney General Palmer for their
action in reference to the Judiciary of that
County. The petition claimed that the
Judges appointed to serve five yvears should
only have been appointed until the next
general election, and that the action of the
Governor in withholding the commissions
of the Judges since ¢laiming to be elected
was an infraction of the Constitution and
laws of the BState, It further asks the im-
peachment on the grounds of corrupt con-
duct in pardoning Kemble and his com-
panions from punishment due them for
their crimes

Mr. Buddimer offered a resclution char-
acterizing the petition as “impertinent, im-
proper and scandalous'—that it should be
returned and proceedings expunged from
the record

This was followed by an amendment {o
refer it io the Judiciary General Commit-
tec. A stormy scene ensued, and amid the
utmost excitement speeches of a violent
character were: made. Finally, the amend-
ment was defeated, and Ruddimer's reso-
lution was adopted, 80 to 52, the majority of
the nays being Democrats,

ANOTHER CHAFPTER

Of the Star Route Rascalities—Where the
Pians Were Laid.

New Yorx, May 8.—The Times to-morrow
will print the firet of a series of articles from
Washington concerning the Star Route con-

tract. The opening dispatch in a great
measure is devoted to a history of the vari-
ous routes and the means used to have the
pay for lmnsyurlinu the mails over them
increased. The beginning of the story is
suggestive, and is as follows:

Wasuzsaroyn, May 8.—The time will come
when the thieves that have plundered the
Treasury of the United States of the con-
tracts for carrying the mails will take their
place in history and in the estimation of the
people, by the side of all infamous organi-
zations. That time is near at hand. The
Tweed Ring of New York and the Canal Ring
of New York State have passed beyond
the period of denial, explanation
and attempted defense, and their dishon-
esty and corruption are facts as lirmly es
tablished in history as any event of the War,
The Star SBervice Rings are still in existence,
but their condition resembles a snake
that has lost its head and isseeking to re-
place it. The head is gone, but there is tre-
mendous energy and power in the body.
Nevertheless, without a head these organiza-
tions must die. It is & great strug-
gle in which these rings are engaged, and
theirinflueuce is in almost every direction.
Their agents are numerous in both great po-
litical parties, and their proportions have
been interwoven with great political under-
takings. Their strength can be understood
only by those who have sought for evidence

of their corruption. In the past the people
and their representatives have innocently
been a bulwark for the wvrotection of
these rings, Any attempt to lay|
bare this accomulation of wickedness kas |
been denounced as an attack on the ener-
getic pioneers of our growing West and |
Southwest, and the honest influence of those |
people has frequently beensufficient to turn |
action in favor of persons who were robbing ’
them under the pretense of & new policy for
the thorough dissemination of intelligence,
In the last annual report of the Postmaster
General, Mr. Maynard then holding that
office, there was the following u.ﬂr.-er{i-.;nzl
*“The general public cares only to know that
its correspondence is carried to its destina-
tion with certainty and security, and pays |
little attention to the methods with which
these ends are attained.” This is true, and
in this truth may be seen the safety o
rings. When the people are determined to
pay some attention to these methods, then
the reign of the “Star Service” Rings will be
atan end. The Times article goes on to say |
that the evidence which has been
rapidly accumulating since Mr. James
and MacVeagh joined hands for
the prosecution amd punishment of the
guilty persons will be the basis, it is ex-
pected, for a large number of important
siits. These suits will be carried on by the
Government Prosecuting Officers in many
States and Territories. ‘The authorities
who now have this evidence gan't, of course,
give it to the press. Some of the inside }is-
tory of the “[ancy” routf is, howe\
notorious, and reference wilj be made to it
in connection with some the routes
which will be described.

The Fun Begins by the Arrest of Three
Star Route Contractors.

PurcapeLrnis, Pa, May 6.—Bnited States
Commissioner Smith this afternoon issued
warrants for the arrest of five persons
charged with having committed frauds upon
the Government in connection with execut-
ing worthless bonds for Star Route con-
tractors, At4o'clock three had been ar-
rested, and were given a preliminary hear-
ing before the Commissioner. These were
William R. Cason, Joseph Funk and Joseph
Blackman. The United BStates District
Attorney, who represented the Government,
produced no evidence, but gave briefly the
charge against the defendants. Funk and
Blackman are charged with being prinei-
pals in bonds executed in July, 1879, and
Cason is charged with acting as surety,
representing himself to be worth in each case,
$25,000. They are, therefore, charged with
conspiracy to defraud the Government, and
also with perjury. The bonds are said to be
framdulent. All three of the men are poor,
and Cason, who is a clerk, has nothing, it is
stated, but his salary. The contract in the
case of Funk was to carry mails from Oc-
tober 1, 1879, to June 30. 1882 on route No.
31,591, between Fort Griffin and*Fort Eliiot,
Tex., for $1,680 per annum.  Blackman was
to carry mail between the same date on
route 31,572 bewvween Bracketsville and Fort
Jackson, Tex., for $850 a year. The con-
tracts were performed by other parties at
greatly increased rates. There is another
bond of Blackman for $4,600 which provides
that he shall carry mails from October 1,
1879, to June 30, 1882, between Fort Elliot
and Mechita Falls, Tex,, for $1.690.
This contract was also fulfilled by
others at a |higher pricee The de-
fendants were each placed under §5,000 bail
for another hearing at noon to-morrow. Ca-
son was the only one who furnished bail.
Warranis were also issued for the arrest of
Joseph R. Black and Henry C. Arbuckle,
the latter a clerk along with Cason in the
office of Charles Matthews, a metal broker.
The Government officials are very reticent.
Important disclosures are expected to fol-
low these arrests,

He ceuld not surrender any particle of
his executive prerogative, so he has
held by withdrawing Robinson or consent-
ing to any compromise. He has expressed
himself on all occasions as anxious to do
full justice to both wings of the New York
Republicans.
