An Fxcellent Plan For the Introduction of
the New Books.

The school authorities of the stalwart cld re-
poblican county of Wayne have taken hold of
the school book matfer in the right way. The
following extract from a report of the proceed-
ings of the countyboard of education, taken
the Cambridge City Tribune, is printed
for the benefit of other county boarnds:

The superintendent then devoted some time
in explaining the new school law, and cutlined
the object of the meeting.

Points for consideration:

1. How to provide for the introduction of
the adopted books. The superintendent in his
remarks recommended that the books be
troduced gradually., That is, in all cases where
pupils had not yet completed the old books,

As many
fourth readers, elementary arithmetics, ele-
mentary geographies and copy books as there

I-r-nks and as many complete arithmetics =
there are pupils in the fiith grade.

3. The trustee will send this order, properly
eertified, to the county superintendent.

4. The books should be kept at aconvenient
place and should be sold to all persons ecalling
for them, whether resideits of that corporation
or not.

The semi-official
press have been similary directed to waintain re-
serve on the subject, on the ground that eriticism
might alter the present favorable disposition
of the ezar. The official eircle in Vienna is less
observant of secrecy, and discusses the chances
of anvy interview. Count Kalnoky, 1t is siated,
has placed bimself in Bismarck’s hands, but
refuses to make any overtures to the czar re-
garding 8 meeting with Emperor Francis
Joseph, If Bismarek pors‘mtlﬂ the czar to
consent to the interview, the Austrian emperor
will postpone his coming until the 15th, He
will not be present when Emperor William re-
ceives the ezar, but will go to Kiel for the naval
review, returning afterward to Potsdam, where
it is intended the emperors shall meet.

The chancellor will return here on the 12th
and remain throughout the visit of the exar and
Emperor Francis .lrmtph. He is supposed to
be niming not at a detinite treaty of alliance
involving Russia in the central Earopean
league, but only to re-establish better relations
between the three empires and balk French
negotintions for an offensive and defensive alli-
ance with Ruseia. He has a foothold for a re-
newed entente in the czar's increased intensity
of hatred for the anarchists, Iecent communi-
cations with St. Petersbure regarding the
plotting of refugees in Switzerland Jead-
ing, to a common pressure upon
the Swiss government atford B
basis for concert of action by the three powers
against socialiste, snarchists and nihilists, A
definite understanding ns to this sphere of ac-
tion would tend to modifly existing enmities,
Even if only the semblunce of amity were ob-
tained, it wonld give new guarantees of peace
for several years, Prince Bismarck's ehances
of arranging s&u interview have been strength-
ened by the suppart of the Russisn embassador,
Count Schouvaloff, but everything depends
upon the mood of the ezar.

The Krewus Zevtung has semi-official advices
from St. Petersburg sayving: “The czar, who has
frequently altered his intentions regarding the
return of the visit of Emperor William, has
now assented under tha persistent entreaties of
M. De Giers and M. \'ishuemdski. Since the
Borki accident, the czar has had a morbid
dread of a railway journey, even with the entire
route guarded by sclect troops. He will be
accompanied to Berlin by the empress and the
whole imperial family. The party will proceed
to Copenhagen aftor leaving Berlin.”
