To our extemporized table on Sabbath
icornini; came broiled perch, only a few
hours lefore lifted n;it of the saen d waters.
It was natural that our minds should re-

vert to the only breakfast that Christ ever
prepared, and it was on those very thorcs
where we break fust ed. Christ had in thoe
olden times struck two flints together and
set on fire some shavings or liclit bru-li-wo- ol

and then put on larger wood, and a
pile of glowing bright coals was the e.

Meanwhile the disciples fishing on the
lake had awfully "poor hick," and every
time they drew up the net it hung dripping
without a fluttering fiu or squirming scale.
But Christ from the shore shouted to them
and told them whi re to drop the net, and
153 h!g fish rewarded thi-m- . Simon and
Nathaniel, having cle.'uied some of those
large fish, brought them to the ronls whi '

Christ hal kindled, and the group , ho had
been out r.ll niht and were chill and wf-- t

and hungry sat down and began mastica-
tion. All that srcn came back to us when
on Sabbatl inoriiing, December, l'O, just
Outside the ruins cf ancient Tilwrias and
within, sound of the rippling Galilee, we
breakfasted.

FISHING A GREAT BI1U E TOPIC,
Now, is it Bet stnuigf that the Bible Im-

agery is so iuwrouyht from the fisheries
when the Holy I,r.d is, for the most part,
an inland region? Only three lakes, two
besides the one already mentioned namely,
the Dead sea, where tish cjinnot live at all.
and as they touch it they di, and
the birds swoop on their tiny carcasses, and
the third, the 1'onls of IleniilKiQ, which are
alternately full and dry. Only three rivers
cf the Holy Land. .labbok, Kishon and Jor-
dan. About all the tish now in the waters
Cf the Holy Land are the perch, the carp,
the bream, the minnow, the lik'l.nj. the
barbel (so called because of the barb at its
mouth), the chub, the doglisli, none of
them worth a Delaware shad or an Adiron-
dack trout.

U ell, the world's geoeraphy has changed,
and the world's bill of fare has changed
Jake Galilee was la rarer and deeper and
better stocked than now, and no doubt the
rivers were deeper and the fisheries were
cf far more importance then than now.
ISesides that there was the .Mediterranean
tea only & miles away, und fish w ere salt-
ed or dried and brought inland, ard so
much of that article of food was sold in
Jerusalem thit a tish market pave the
came to one of the gates of Jerusalem near
by. and it wh. culled the fish te.

The cities had Kreat reservoirs in which
the fish were kept alive and bred. The
Pool of Gilieon was a ti.shpooL Isaiah ai d
Solomon refer to (iiqHiols. Inrrre fish wore
kept aüve und tied fa- -t Yy ropes to a stake
In these reservoirs, a ring having lx-e- n run
through their gills, and that is the meau-l- l

of the Scripture pa-v-xi- w hich sajs,
"Canst thou put a rook, into his noe or
bore his jaw throuuh with a thorn'"

So important was the tish that the god
Da gon, worshiped by tlie Philistir.es, was
made half lisii ami half man, and that is the
meaning of the Lo.d's indignation w hen in
I Samuel we read that this Dagon, the f.Ji
god, stood beside the ark of the Lord, and
Dagon vat by iu visible hands dashed to
pieces because the Philistines had dared to
make the fish a god. That explains the
Scripture pas-ag- e, "1 he head of Dagon and
both the palms of his hand were cut e.f
tjpon the threshold; only the stump of D.t-o- n

was left r hi"n." Now, the stump of
Dagon was the li-- h p..rt. The top pnrt,
which was the f gute of a man. was dashed
to pieces, and the Lord, by demolishing ev-

erything but the stump or tish part of the
dol, practically aid, "You may keep your
H?h, but know from the way I have demol-
ished the rest of the idol that it is nothing
divine."
TBE fish came nv.ror.z THE land animals.

Bayard and Wilkinson found the fiidi au
cbjeet of idolatry all through Assyria and
Egypt. The Nile was full of fish, and that
explains the horrors of the plague that
slaughtered the l.nny tribe all up and down
that river, wLich has lK.en aud is now the
main artery of Egypt's life. In Job you
hear the plunge of the spear into the hip-
popotamus as the great dramatic poet cries
out, "C'aust thou fill his skin with lorbed
Irons or bis head with fish spears?" Yea,
the fish U gan to swim ia t he erj fi rst book
et Genesis, where my text records, "And
Cod said, lJ--t the waters bring forth abun-
dantly the movingcre-atnr- e that hath life."

Do you realize that the first living thirg
Jhat God created was the fish It preceded
the bird, the quadruped, the human race.
The fish has priority of residence over
every living thing. The next thing done
after God had kindhtl for our world the
golden chand'-li- r of the un and the silver
chandelier of th moon was to make the

All the attributes of the infi-
nite God were called into action for the
making of that first fish. Lanceolate and
translucent miracle! There is enough won-
der in the pl; te of a sturgeon or in the car-
tilage of n sh.irk to confound tho scientists.
It does not take the universe to prove a
GoL A fih does it.

No wonder that Linnams and Cuvier and
Agassiz and the greatest minds of all the
centuries sat enraptured before its anatomy.
Oh, its be auty and the adaptedness of i

structure to the element ia which it must
live; the picture gallery on the sides of the
mountain trout unveiled as they spring up
to snatch the üics: the grayling, called the
flower of fishes; the salmon, ascending the
Oregon aud the Severn, easily leaping tbe
falls that would stop them; the bold pervh.
the gudgeon, silver and black sitte!; the
herring, moving in squadrons live miles
long; the carp, for cunning called the fox
of fishes; the wondrous sturgeons, formerly
reserved for the tables of royal families
and the isinglass made out of their mem-
brane; the tench, (ailed the physician of
fishes, because when applied to human ail-
ments it is said to be curative; the lam-
preys, so tempting to the epicurean that
too many of thorn slew Henry II aye, the
whole world cf fishes!

Enough of them floating up and down
the rivers to feed the hemispheres if every
ear of corn and every bead of wheat and
every herd of eniudniped and if every other
article of food in all the earth were de-

stroyed. Universal drought, leaving not
so much as a spear of grass on the round
planet, would leave in the rivers nnd lakes
and seas for the human race a staple com-
modity cf food which, if brought to there,
would be enough cot. only to feed but fat-
ten the entire human race. In times to
come the world may be &o populated that
the harvests aud vineyards and land ani-
mals may le insufficient to feed the hu-
man family, and the nations may be
obliged to come to the rivers and ocean
beaches to seek the living harvests that
swim the deep, and that would mean more
health Hud igor und brilliancy and brain
than the human ru e now own.

FOUI) MAftKs STRONG MEN.
The Lord by placing the fish iu the first

course of the meuu in paradise, making it
prec-d- bird and beat, indicated to the
world the importance of the fish as an arti-
cle of human foou. The reason that inea
and women lived three and four and five
and nine hundred years was because they
were kept on parched corn and fish. We
mix up a fantastic food that kills the most
cf u.s Iwfore :V) years of age. Custards and
whipped sillabubs and Boman punches and
chicken salads at midnight are a gantlet
that few have strength to run.

We put ou many a tombstone glowing
epithets saying that the person lineal h
died of patriotic services cr from exhaus-tio- u

in religiims work, when nothing killed
the poor fellow but lobster eaten at a party
four hours after lie ot:zht to have been
pound asleep in 11. There sre men today
in our streets so many walking hospitals
who might have I en athletes if they had
taken t he hint of ( lenesis in my text and of.
our Lord's remark and adhered to simplici-
ty of diet.

The reason that tbe country districts
hve furnished most of the men nnd women
of our time who are doing the mightiest
work in merchandise, in mechanics, in law,
in medicine, iu theology, in legislative and
congressional halls, and all the presidents
from Washington down at least tho.se
who have amounted to anything is

they were in those country districts
of necessity kept on plain diet. No man
or woman ever amounted to anything who
w;us brought np on floating island or angel
rake. The world mutt turn back to para-
disiac diet if it is to get paradisiac morals
and paradisiac health. The human race
tinlay needs more phosphorus, and the fish
is charged and surcharged with phosphor-
us phosphorus, that which shines in the
dark without burning.

IliK AroTU(' FISIIKKMKS.

What made the 12 apostles such stalwart
men that they could endure anything and
achieve everything? Next to divine inspi-
ration, it was because they were nearly all
fishermen and lived on fish and a few plaia
condiments. Faul, though not brought up
to swing the net and throw the line, must
of necessity have adopted the diet of the
population among whom he lived, and yoa
see the phosphorus in his daring plea be-

fore Felix, and the phosphorus in his lold-I- i
ess of all utterances before the wiseacres

on Mars hill, and the phosphorus as he
went without fright to his beheading, and
the phosphorus you see in the lives of a.11

the apostles who moved right on undaunt-
ed to certain martyrdom, whether to be
decapitated or flung oil precipices or hung
In cruciiixion. Phosphorus shining in the
dark without burning.

No-ma- n or woman that ever lived was
of epiest ions of diet. Ia-- t those

who by cirrumtamvs are compelled to
simplicity of diet thank God for their res-
cue from the temptation of killing delica-
cies. The men ami wtmen who are to de-

cide the drift of the 'JOth century, which is
enly seven or eiirht steps off, are now fi-- e

miles back from the rail station and had
for break fast this morning a similar hill of
fare to that which C hrist provided for the
fishermen disciples e:n the banks of Bnki
Galih-e- .

Indeed the only art ich of food that
Christ by m i racle multiplied were bread
and fish which thHoywho acted as sut-
ler to the 7,000 people of the wilderness
handed over five bar! y loaves ant two
fishes. The boy must have f It badly when
called on to ghe tip the two fishes which he
had brought out ufter having caught them
himself, sitting with his har,. f,.( t over the
Lank of the lake and expecting to sell his
supply at good protit. but he felt better
when by the miracle the fish were multi-
plied and he had more returned to him than
he had surrendered.

THK ANCIKNT VONSTI.r.S.
Know also in order to understand the

Ichthyology of the P.ihle that in the deeix-- r

water, as t hose of the Mediterranean, there
were tnnnters that are now extinct. The
fools who become infidels theycau-no- t

understand the engulfment cf the rec-
reant Jo::ah in a sou. monster might have
saved t la ir souls by studying a little nat-
ural hi-ior- y. "Oh," says some one, "that
story of Jonah was only a fable." Hay
others, "It w as interpolated by some writer
of later times." Others say, "It was a n
production of the story of Hercules de-
voured and then rest owl froa the mon-
ster." But- mvrer.lv is that history tells us
liat there were mooters large enougQ to
whelm ship.

The extinct Ichthyosaurus of other ages
was 00 feet long, and as late as the sixth
century of the Christ inn era up and down
the Mediterranean there floated monsters
compared with w hieb, a modern whale was
a sardine or a herring. Tho shark has again
and again leen found to have swallowed a
man entire. A fisherman on the coast of '

Turkey found a sea monster which con '

tained a woman aud a purse of gold.
I have seen in museums sea monsters

large enough to take down a prophet. But
I have a better reason for believing the Old
Testament account, and that is that Christ
said it was true and a type of his own resur
rpction, and I upiose he ought to know
In Matthew xii, 40. Jeas Christ says,
"For as Jonas was three days and three
nights in the whale's belly, so shall the
Son e.f Man be three days and three nig! ' s
iu the heart of the earth." And that settles
It ftr me and for any man who docs not
believe Christ n dupe and an impostor.

Notice also bow t Le Old Testament writ-
ers drew similitude from the fisheries. Jero-mia- h

use-- s such imagery to prophesy de-
struction, "Behold, I will send for many
fishers, saith the Iord, and they shall fish
them." Ezekiel ose fish imagery to proph-
esy proe perity, "It shell come to pass that
the fishers shall stand upon it from En-ge- di

even to Eu-eglai- they shall bj a place to
spread forth nots; their fish thall bo accord-
ing to their kinds, as the fish of the great
aea, exceeding ni.mr." the erulsnatlon of

which Is that En-ge- ul and Kn-eglaT- ra stoou
on tho banks of the Dead sea, in the waters
of which no fish can live, but the prophet
says that the time will come when these
waters will be regenerated and they will le
great places for fish.

Amos reproves idolatries by saying, "The
day shall come upon you when he will take
you away with hooks and your posterity
with fishhooks." Solomon, in Ecclesiastes,
declares that those captured of temptati n
are as fishes taken in an evil net. Indeed
Solomon knew all about the finny tribe and
wrote a treatise on ichthyology which has
been lost.

UOW ST. PETTR FISHED.
Furthermore, iu order that you may un-

derstand the rhtlijohrjy of tnc liiu,e JuU
must know that there were five ways of
fishing. One wr.i by a fence of reeds and
canes, wit hiu which the fish were caught.
But the Ilero lic government forbade th..t
on Lake Galilee, lest phasure boats le
wrecked by the stakes driven. Another
mode was by spearing the waters of Gali-
lee so clear, good aim could be ti.ken for
the transfixing. Another was by hook and
line, as where Isaiah pays "The fishers also
shall mourn, and they that cat angle
Into the brook shall lament." And Job iys,
"Canst thou rlraw out leviathan with a
hook?" Ana Hsbakkuk says, "They take
up all of them with the ungle."

Another mcde was by a casting r.et or
that which was Hung from the shore; an-

other, by a draguc--t e.r that which was
thrown from a boat and drawn through the
sea as the fishing smack sailed en. llo.;
wonderful all this is inwrought into the
Bible imagery, and it leads me to ask in
which mode are you and 1 fishing, for the
church 1st he boat, and the gospel is the net,
and the sen is the world, and the fish are
the souls, and God addresses us as he did
Simon and Andrew, saying, "Follow me,
and I will make you fishe-- s cf meu." But
when is the best time to fish for souls? In
the night. Toter, why did you say to Christ,
"We have toiled all the night and have
taken notiiitis?" Why did you not fish in
the daytime? He replies, "You ought to
know that the niht is the best time for
nY.hinc."

At Tobyhamia Mills, among the moun-
tains of Pennsylvania, I saw a friend w ith
high boots nud fishing tackle starting out
at 0 o'clock at night, and I said, "Where are
you going?" He answered, "Going to iih."
"What, in the night?" He answered, "Yes,
in the night." So the vast majority of
souls captured for Go! are taken in times
of revival in the night meetings. They
might just as well come at 1"2 o'clock at
neon, but most of them will not. Ask the
evangelists cf oldeu times, ask Finney, ask
Nettieton, ak Osborn, ask Dauiel Baker,
and then ask all the modern evangel i. ts
which is the best time to gather sotils, and
they will answer, "The nfoht; by all odds
the night." Not only the natural night,
but the night of trouble".

Suppose I go around in this audience and
ask these Christians when they wore con-

verted to G.xl. One would answer, "It w;vs

at the time I lost my child by membranous
croup, and it Was the night of bereave-
ment," or the answer would le, "It was
just after I was sw indle-- out of my prop-
erty, and it was the night of bankruptcy,"
or it would be, "It was eluring that time
when I w as down with that awful sickness,
and it was the night of physical suffering."
or it would be, "It was that time when
slander took after me, and I was mnligrif i
and abused, and it was the night of p'.
cution." Ah, my hearers, that is the time
for you to go after souls, when a night of
trouble is on them. Miss not that oppor-
tunity to save a soul, for it is the best of ail
opportunities.

Go up along the Mohawk, or the Juniata,
Or the Delaware, er the Tombiglee, or the
St. Lawr.-iie-- right after a rain, and you
will Cud tho fishermen all up and dow n the
banks. Why? Because a good time to
angle i.s right after the rain, and thut is a
good time to catch souls, right after a
shower of Uiisfort une, right afte-- r floods cf
disaster. And as a pool overshadowed
with trees is a grand place for making a fine
haul of tish, so v hen the soul is under tho
long dark shudow s of anxiety and distre. i
it is a good tine to make a spiritual haul.
People in the bright sunshine of prosperity
are not so easily taken.

F.l' HF.S OK TIIF. BIBLE.
But be sure lefore you start out to the

gospel fisheries to get the right kind of
bait. "But how," you say, "am I to get
it?" My answer fs, "Dig for it." "Where
shall I dig for it?" "In the rich Bible
grounds." We boys brought up in the
country hiJ todig for bait before we started
for the banks of the Haritan. We put the
sharp fde of the spade against the ground
and then put our foot on the spade, and
wit h one tremendous plunge cf our strengt h
of bodj and will wo drove it in up to the
handle and th n turned over the sod.

We had never rend Walton's "Complete
Angler" or Charles Cotton's "Instructions
How to Aii3le For Grayling In a Clear
Stream." AVe knew nothing tihout t lie
modem red hackle or the lly e.f orange
colore'd mohair, but wo got the right kii.d
cf bait. No use trying to angle lor fih or
angle fer souls unless joii have the right
kind of bait, ai d there is plenty of it iii the
promise, tie- - parables, the miracles, the
crucifixion, the heaven ol the grand old
gospel. Ye,not only must yen dig for
bait, but use only fresh Ulk. Von e.ir.not
do anything down at the pond with old an
gleworms. New views of truth. .Vv,

views of God. New views of the soul.
There are ail the good 1km. ks te help You
dig.

But make up your mii.d rs to whether
you will take the hint of Habithkuk and
Isaiah aud Job aial u.se iiook aod line, or
take the hiut of Matthew and Lake and
Christ ami f. h with a net. 1 think many
lose their time by wanting to fish with u
net, and they never cet n place to swing tr,
net. In other words, they want to do

work on a big st ale, or they v, ill not do
it at all.

I see foeble minded Christian men going
around with a Lagst er s Bible men r their
arm, hoping to do the work of an evan-
gelist and use the net, while l! y might. I,y

better content vith hook and line and t:iko
one soul at a time. They are bad faihm.s
as evangelists; they would be mighty

as priwilo Christians. If yon catch
only one soul for God, that will be rami: h
to fill Yjour eternity with cekbratiou. All
hail the liehet man with hook and line!

I have seen a man in roughest corduroy
outfit come back from tho woods loaded
down with a string of tinny treasures hung
over his shoulder, and his gainebig filled,
and a dog with Lis teeth carrying a basset
fille-- with tLe surplus cf an afternoon's
angling, and ?t was all the result e.f a hook
and line. And in the eternal world there
will Le many a man and many a woman
that was neve'r heard of outside e,f a village
Sunday school e.r a prayer meeting buried
iuachuroli basement who will come be-
fore the throne of God with a multitude e.f
ouls ransomed through his or her in-.- t

and yet the work all done
tbroug'j personal interview, one by one,
one by one.

You do not know who that one soul may
be. Statipiti helped one soul into the light,
but it was Martin Luther. Thomas Biiney
brought salvation to one soul, but it was
Hugh Batinier. An edge tool maker was
the means of saving one soul, but it was
Jtihn bunimerfleld. Our blessed Lord healed
one blind eye at a time, one paralyzed arm
at a time, one dropsical patient at a time,
and raised from the dead one girl at a time,
ono young man at a time. Admire the net
that takes in a great many ct once, but do
not despise the hook and line.

Yes, the fishermen think it liest to keep
the useful and worthless of the haul in the
same net until it is drawn ujmn the lcach,
and then tho division takes pl.we, and if it
is on Long Island coast the mossbanke- -

are thrown out aud the blnefish and shad
preserved, or if it is on the 6hore of Galilee
the fish classified as siluroids are hurled
liack into the water or thrown up oa the
bank as unclean, while the jiereh and the
carp and the barbel are put into pails to be
carried home for ue

So in the r arch on earth, the saints and
the hypocrites, the generous and the mean,
the chaste ard the unclean, arc kept in the
same membership, but at death the divi-
sion will bemade, nnd the goodwill be gath-
ered into heaven, and the bad, however
many holy communions they may have
celebrated, ami however many rhetoric,,l
prayers they may have offered, and how-
ever many years their nr.rn.es may have
been on the church rolls, will be cast away.

Iet of the Lesson, Neh. 1, 11 Mem-
ory Verses, 8, Golden Text, Ts. ixx,
10 Commentary by the lie. D. I.
Stearns.

L "The words cf Neherriah, the son of
Hachaliah." Nehetniah (comforted e.f
Jehovah) was one e f the Jewish captives
selected by Arta.xerxes, the Persian mon-
arch, to fill the yffice of cuplx-arer- . He ar-

rived at Jerusalem aU.ut thirteen years
after Kra was governor of Judea, remain-
ing alxmt twelve years, and then returning
to Artaxerxes. f mm whom he received a
hew commission. lies went again to Jerusa-
lem and ruled there for another twenty-tw- o

years, Ii. C. 44.V-1JS. lie was one of the
greatest men of the Hebrew nation, re-
nowned for his zeal, patriotism, courage,
humanity and earnest devot edness to Cod
and to His service ("Searching the Scrip-
tures," by Dr. Anderson). One of the most
interesting things in the book is the edict
to rebuild the city (chapter ii, 5, , from
whicli begin- - Daniel's seventy wei Us.

2. "I asked them concerning the Jews
that had escapee1., which were left of the
captivity, and concerning Jerusale m." The
church cf tod-i- seems not to appreciate the
fact that Jerusalem was and is and shall
yet be a city very dear to Jehovah, and
more dearthan we can understand to every
loyal Jew. "The I,ord hath chosen Zion.
He hath desired it. for his habitation."
"The Lord shall yet comfort Zion and shall
yet choose Jerusalem." "At that time they
shall cail Jerusalem the throne of the
Lord" (Ps. exxxii, IS; Zech. i, 17; .Ter. iii.
H).

3. "And they said unto me. The remnant
that are left of the captivity there in the
province are in great affliction and re-

proach." Dy comparing verse 1 nnd chap-
ter ii, 1, with V.z. vii, 0, 7, we find that this
desolat ion was the condition of tilings at
the Holy City thirteen years nfter the great
reformation wrought through Ezra, and
we feel inclined to ask w hy it w as so. With
the temple tinish.-d- , the w orship restortsd
and such purifying as Ezra had accom-
plished, why was there not more zeal for
God? If one question can help to answer
another we wouUl ask, Why, with all the
open do rs of this generation to carry the
Gospel to every creature and the vast
amount of money in the hands of Chris-
tians, ar. there so m-n-

y hundreds of mil-
lions still without the Gospel?

4. "And It came to pas, when I heard
these weirds, that 1 sat down and wept, and
mourned certain days, and fasted and
prayed before the Gid of heaven." Here
is a man aw ay oil in Itabylon so interested
In the welfare of Jerusalem and in the
honor of the God of I .raid that for several
days he give-- , himself up to mourning and
fasting fnd praying. Compare Daniel
fasting and praying for three full weeks
that he might know the mind of God (Dun.
X, 'J, 3; see Paul three years at Kphesus,
warning the peopie night and day with
tears (Acts xx.31), and remember that God
is a rew arder cf them that diligently seek
Iliui (Heb. xi, 6).

5. "And said, I beseech thee. O Lord God
of heaven, the great and terrible God, that
koopoth covenant and mercy for them that
hive Him and observe His commandments."
From here to t he end of the lesson we have
his prayer, and it is a prayer that was
heard iu heaven and answered. Ooserve
that in chspur ii, 4, he one day prayed
without uttering a wool with his lips, for
at the same moment he prayed to God and
spake to the king. Compare this verse
with chapter is, i'Z, and Ex. xxxiv, ft, 7,
and see in Jer. xxxii, 17, the comfort to be
obtained from the Goil of heaven.

C. "1 pray before Thee now day and
night for the children of Israel, Thy serv-
ants, and confess the sins of the children
of Israel." Identifying himself with the
nat ion, ho confesses their sins. He excu.se
nothing, paliat es nothing, but includes
himself, saying, "Both I and my Father's
house have sinned." "He thatcovereth Iiis
sins shall not prosper, but whoso confess-et- h

and forsakith them shall obtain
mercy" (Prov. xxviii, 13). If we confess our
sius He is faithful and just to forgive us
our sins and to cleanse us from all un-
righteousness (I John i, ti).

7. "We have dealt very corruptly against
Thee, and have not kept the comman-
dment." The curses had come just as God
had said in Dent, xxviii, 15, 4.". nnd fiiey
had brought it all upon themselves (I.sa.
lix, 2). Ncbemiah does well to make full
confession; but, oh, think of Him who
took nil these sins upon Himself, who
allowed all sin to be heaped upon Him,
making it Disown thru He might give
unto US His righteousness! This He lioes
now for every individual believer (II Cor.
v, "Jl; Actsxiii, :js. 31!, aud this He will
yet do for Isrcel (Isa. Ix, Jl).

b. "Hi memh'T, I beseech thee, the word
that thou comtiouidest thy servant Moses."
He reminds Gol of the curse which He by
Moses bud said shouid come, and w hich
had come. II. did not question the author-
ship of Mosis, nor did he doubt that Moses
spoke the words of G d. Ho believed God,
condnin"d himself and his people and
justified God.

I. "But if ye turn unto Me. and keep My
commandments, and do thorn " He is
quoting now in his prayer from Dent, xxx,

Ö, where Jehovah promised, on condition
cf true repentance and oliedicnee. to re-

store them to their land and bless them
and give them a heart to love Hirn

but the condition v..s, "If ihou
turn unto the Lord thy Gd with all thine
heart and wi; h a'1 1 thy soul" (Dent, xxx, 10).

As He chose1 .Jerusalem to put His name
there and magnify Himself from thence,
solle chooses us to bear His name and
magnify Him in these lnorralliodies (Acts
ix, I.'., lo; Phil, i, 'so).

10. "Now thee are thy servants and thy
people whom thou hast redeemed by thy
great power and by thy strong hand." So
pleaded Moses, reiiiiuoing God that not-
withstanding all their sin still they were
His people and His inheritance which He
brought out of Egypt iDeut. ix, 'Jo, 2.). So
pleaded Dautei also as he identified him-
self with the sinful nat ion an 1 asked mercy
in these words, "O Lord, forgive for thine
own sake, ( my God, for thy city and thy
jieople are caiicl by tiiy name" (Dan. ix,
15. l'J. See what He will yet elo for them
for His name's sake in Eek. xxxvi, 22-- '. 12.

11. "Prosper, 1 pray thee, thy
this day and grant Lim nurcy in the sight
of this man." Having pottre--d out his soul
on Whalf of his people, he now asks a spe-

cial favor on his own behalf, and yet for
their sakes as their benefactor. Every such
intercessor, whether he be Abraham or
Moses or Daniel or Nehemiah, suggests to
us the great Intercessor, our Lrd Jesus
Christ, wiio riid for us, lives for us and
will in dne time come again for us.
