BLOOMINGTON. 111., Dec. 23. Alvin
B. Hobllt, cashier of the National state
bank cf this city and a member of the execu-

tive committee of the Illinois state bank-
ers' association, has formulated a cur-
rency scheme which he believes is, superior
to the Baltimore plan and which has re-

ceived the Indorsement cf a number of
able financiers in tne Illinois state bankers'
ass x-i- a tion. His plan ia as folbws:

1. Begin funding the greenbacks and
treasury notes by Issuing two hundred and
fifty niillioa dollars' worth of 21- - per
cent, bonds for banking purposes. Allow
banks to issu currency to the par value
cf these bonds. Discontinue tax on their
circulation.

2. Allow banks with unimpiired capital
to issue an additional 21 per cent, of circu-
lation secured by their assets. Upon this
added currency lvy a tax of 1 per cent,
per annum for the average, time it, is ia
circulation.

3. T'ni? 20 per cent, of circulation in cap-jt- il

will give the neeesnry elasticity to
our currency system needed In times of
stringjacy of the money mavUet.

4. With the proceeds l sale of bor.ds re-
tire i like amount of greenbacks and treas-
ury notes, which are a constant menace
to the credit of the government.

TIIE LEGISLATURE MUST ACT

GOVF.RXOR MATTHEWS WILL TIRX
ROnV OVER TO ITS CARC.

The Xcnr Approach of the Clonlnjr
Station nt the Rare Coarse, nnrt the
nifücultles In the Wny of Civil Ac-

tion. U-n-d the Governor to
Adopt Thi Con rue He Will Make
un Annouucrnirnt Shortly.

Ths legislature will have to handle
Koby. This, it is understood. Is the con-
clusion the governor has come to after
a thrrough consideration of the trouble-
some question. While he Is loith to ac-

cept the situation, he has found himself
alm?st powerless to shut down the racing
c uese of which so much has been said.

Governor Matthews and Attorney-Gener- al

Ketcham, since tha latter'3 accession
to cfFic-e-, have been endeavoring to find a
section of the civil or criminal statutes of
the state under v.hich prosecutions would
stand. It is true that there has been
winkirg at the law, but to shut up Roby by
a legral course means simply the ruination
cf all kinds of racing in Indiana, includ-
ing harness racing. The selling of pools
Is permitted on all tracks in the state, and
it is this that has been taken alvantage
of by the Itoby metingers. They are
living within the law in all other particu-
lars, it would seem, notwithstanding it is
said to be such a great gambling institu-
tion. This selling of pools, however Is the
only fjrm of gambling which Is counte-
nanced by the racing association, which
the governor is seeking to blot out. The
winter racing can hardly be proved more
severe than the heat racing at the sum-
mer meetings when the conditions are ex-
actly reversed; when it is uncomfortably
hot rather thin uncomfortably cold.

Governer Matthews and the attorney-genera- l.

It Is understood, have found that
it would b3 impossible ti secure the con-

viction of any of the racing class at
Hammond. While-ther- are mmy diffi-

culties standing in the way cf the state
officials and also of th? county officials,
the fact that the trark Ls to be closed

If pools
cm be sold on the trotters the bmg tails
cannot ba shut out. The gallopers. In
fact, have a "cinch" on this proposition.
It hi generally believed tint the action of
the legislature, if it takes any action, will
be mertly In the line of preventing winter
sport and perahps stricter stitutes to limit
the chances of fraud.

The governor and th? legal officials, it
Is said, have Secured Information and
names of persons for purposes of prosecu-
tion in the event that they hive to push
the matter.

The I?rmitage cotton mills of Reids-vill- e,

N. C, will be sold at auction in that
town Jan. 1G.

The Chester (S. C.) cotton mills, having
been reorgmized, will begin the manu-
facture of gingham?.

A. H. Lowe of Fitchburg. Mass.. Is look-
ing over some property near Charlotte,
N. C, for the purpose of establishing a
weave-mi- ll to operate on colored goods.
Mr. Lowe represents the Park Hill manu-
facturing company of Fitchburg and says
the mill It ia proposed to establish wdll
operate about 1.000 looms.

On account of the iow wages paid, the
operatives of the Dunavant cotton mills
of Morganton, N. C. went on a strike list
week. There seems to be considerable dis-

satisfaction manifested in several quarters
among the mill operatives on account of
wages and the iasuiTicient accommodations,
in the matter of dwellings, afforded them
by the mill-owne- rs.

A Manufacturers' club has recently been
established at Charlotte, N. C. which has
already become an important medium in
facilitating business between northern and
southern manufacturers and northern buy-
ers of the output of southern mills. Char-
lotte is n t cniy a cotton-mil- l center, but
Is a railroad center as well, and the facili-
ties afforded by this club are becoming a
matter of much satisfactijn to northern
mlllmen and the buyers for northern
houses of southern mill products. The
electbn of a gentleman who was lately a
New Knglander, as president of the club
is regarded as an evidence of good faith
on the part of the ciub as to the purposes
for which it was organized. -

The Iron Age points out that the Beth-
lehem company has been awarded an offer
for side armor for two new battle ships,
amounting to about twelve hundred tons,
by the Itussian government.

The Iron Age "is advised" that eastern
domestic rails can be laid down on the
Pacific coast "a shid? under the foreign
price. In spite of more favorable ocean
freights, the rate on American being $6
per ton."

The Iron Trade Review says thit "those
who have hid a chance to test trade condi-
tions among nuchine shops and f lundries
find that recovery his been more ripld in
the West, particularly in the central west
thin in the east."

Steel billets are now down to $15 at
Pittsburg, the lowest price on record.

Production of pig iron throughout the
country Is at the rate of about nine million
tons a year, nearly at the highest point.

The Chattanooga Tradesman says: "The
week has be?n a quiet one in general busi-
ness. Iron minufacturiag Is improving.
With sales ahead, of considerable amounts,
the southern furnaces intend to advance
prices, and will continue to increase their
outputs. Lumber manufacturers report
that busines3 Is slowly and steadily im-
proving and that stocks are very light.
Coal production continues to be large, with
n change in prices. The textile mills are
all busy."

A Cheyenne, Wyo., dispatch says: "All
the Rock Springs coal mines have been
sold to a syndicate of Chicago capitalists,
representing a capital of 512.000,000. The
Union Pacific railway, however, retains ita
coal lan. Is. These mines have been pro-
ducing from 6.000 to 7.000 tons monthly.
It is believed that the syndicate Is the one
which controls the Illinois, Indiana and
Ohio mines, and hasrecrn:ly made invest-
ments in Kmsas and Nebraska."
