Laying of the Foundation-stene for the
Convent Chupel,

Bishop Toebbe, of Covington, yester.
terday afternoon, in the presence ol an
immensa assembly laid the toundation-
stone of the Qonvent Chureh of St
Joseph, to be attached to the new build-
lu{o: the Little Sisters of the Poor. 11
is built against the sbuth end of the old
building, so that the latier will form the
north wing of the wholy, with the addi-
tion of unother two stories, Tha new
convent will be five stories in height on
eithor wing, and six in the main body,
the whole to be crowned with a hand-
some Manpsard roof, The whole frout
will have a depth of 112 feet, allowing
44,11 for either wing, and 2.4 lor the
main portion, with a%reudth ol 46}, and
a height of 78 feet in the maln body,

In the rearthe chapel will connect with
the conyent by & short cloistér, It will
be a bandsome little edifice of mixed
architecture (chiefly Gothic), thirty-
one feet wide, seventy féel long, with
an old-faghioned helfry. The convent
will cdutain thirty-seven very large
rooms, beslde an equal vumber of small.
er ones, with a capucity to nccommodate
threg hundred avd fifty inmates, The
arcbitect ia n Mr. Bevis, and the buld-
ing contracts have been awarded tod.
H. Sanning. Tne total vost will smount
to over $100,000.
