AI. Moore, a bright newspaper iuan 
in Des Moines, who used to twist brakes 
on the (J.,  B. A (.2.,  is writing railroad 
yarns for the Sunday Leader. The fol­
lowing is of local interest: "One of the 
meanest, yet, perhaps, the most laugh­
able Irickithat 'canie under my observa­
tion in the years 1 have been railroad­
ing, was perpetrated on an engineer, 
old Jack Carter, by a brakeman named 
Bill Glaze.

across the vision of the engineer, giving 
violent signals to stop. Carter awoke 
with a start, and, seeing the light with-
n a few feet of his nose, imagined he 

was about to crash into a way car ahead. 
At a bound he leaped from the seat, 
siezed the reverse lever iu a desperate 
grasp, and, planting one foot against 
the boiler head and the other on 
the deck, he hossed it over in the 
back motion in a twinkling; then, 
grabbing the whistle rod he set 
up a yell for brakes that partial­
ly unseated the reason of the rear 
brakeman and a year afterward sent 
him, bug house, to the asylum. Gla/.e, 
quick to detect the sensation he had 
created, worked it for all there was in it 
and continued to swing the red light at 
right angles to the cab This was too 
many for Jack and seized with the ter- '  
ror of riding into a way car and getting 
tangled up with the mess such aciidents 
make, he released all holds, whipped 
around the edge of the tank and took a 
header from the gangway iu a frenzied 
break for safety. '  Glaze was so convulsed 
with laughter that, losing his balance, 
he troppled over and fell off the engine. 
Meantime the latter being in reverse, 
had almost stopped. 1 feared we might 
get under motion on the steep down 
grade and roll doWto the hill back to 
Woodburn and, grasping the lever, I set 
it forward and managed to get the train 
under slow headway up the grade again. 
Carter, now thoroughly awake, saw tbe 
situation and was wading in to lick 
Glaze and they were hammering away 
at each other after a lively fashion, when 
I turned the engine over to the fireman 
and, taking the coal pick in one hand 
and a packing hook in the other, I hop­
ped off to induce arbitration. It requir 
ed the persuasive eloquence of both to 
bring about a cessation of hostilities but 
I got them separated. The indignant 
engineer threatened to report the brake 
man for the trick, but when the latter 
profanely retorted he would do some 
telling himself and dilate how Carter 
had gone to sleep on his engine, he 
reconsidered, and a precarious peace was 
signed.
