But for the unex­
pected delay at Dekiels' Drift, which 
was almost impassable for wagons, the 
whole Boer force would have been sur­
rounded. The delay of one day there 
gave them their chance for a hasty re-
t^pat. All the other movements of 
Lord Roberts were executed exactly 
on time. Apparently General Cronje 
1B retreating with the main army and 
even if he escapes altogether he will 
probably lose all his baggage. Specials 
from Ladysmith report an apparent 
movement on the part of the Boers 
toward the Free State, presumably 
with the object of assisting General 
Cronje. The news that General Buller 
is attempting another crossing of the 
Tugela east of Colenso after the 
capture of Hlangwane Hill, therefore, 
gives great satisfaction. Buller's 
losses so far have been about twenty 
wounded. His entire army, with the 
exception of General Hart's brigade, is 
engaged in the operations.

ABTHACD'S NKW BILL 

Proposes to Have One Normal School 
for Each County. 

DKS MOINES, Feb. 19.—Senator Arth-
aud, of Taylor* has introduced a bill 
in the senate which Is Intended to offer 
normal instruction to the county 
teachers of the county. t^liia is the 
class of teachers the normal schools Is 
intended to reach, but opponents of 
additonial normal schools contend-that 
graduates of Cedar Falls cannot be ex­
pected to accept positions in country 
schools and that such a school supplies 
high-priced teachers and not teachers 
for the district schools. Senator Arth-
aud's bill provides that the state shall 
hire one or two teachers at a salary of 
not more than $900 each to have 
charge of a normal school in 
each county where the county will pro­
vide room or rooms for such school and 
assume the cost of maintaining the 
school, aside from the salaries. The 
rooms for such a school are to be lo­
cated in a college, normal school or 
high school building and are to become 
a part of such school, but are in no 
manner to be connected with the State 
University, State Agricultural College 
or State Normal School. A course of 
instruction similar to 'that afforded at 
Cedar Falls is to be offered and the 
board of directors of the normal school 
college or high school in which the 
eounty normal is located are to hire 
teachers who are graduates of the 
State Normal or other sthools afford­
ing equally good training and who 
have taught at least two terms In 
country schools.

Lyon County Must Pay Bonds. 
DUBUQUE, Feb. 18.—Dispatches from 

St. Louis say that the United States 
circuit court of appeals has, in an 
opinion written by Judge Sanborn, 
affirmed the rulings of Judge Oliver P. 
Shiras, of Iowa, in the case of the 
Keene Five Cent Savings Bank against 
Lyon county, Iowa. The action 
was to recover on bonds issued by 
the county, amounting to a little less 
than $40,000. The defense was tliat 
the issue occurred after the county had 
exceeded its legal indebtedness. The 
decision established the proposition 
that Lyon county is liable for all its 
outstanding bonds, excepting an issue 
of $120,000 dated May 1, 1885. These 
are still in controversy. The ruling is 
a great victory for the bond holders. 
The case was originally tried in Sioux 
City before Judge Shiras. Lyon coun­
ty appealed and the matter came up 
for argument before the circuit court 
of appeals December 13, 1899. 

Would-be Train Wrecker Convicted. 
OTTUMWA, Feb. 20.—Charles Essex 

was found guilty by a jury at Chariton 
of train wrecking and will probably 
get a ten-year sentence for attempting 
to wreck the C., B. & Q. fast mail train 
on the night of November 23, last. 
Essex broke down and wept when he 
heard the verdict. By placing ties on 
the track, Essex hoped to wreck the 
train, but his attempt failed, owing to 
the speed at which the train was trav­
eling. It was on a down grade and 
the train was making seventy miles an 
hour. The ties were scattered without 
barm to the train. 

Firemen Severely Frozen. 
CLINTON, Feb. 17.—Fire broke out in 

the extensive but unused ice houses 
belonging to W. J. Young <fc Co., and 
despite the hard work of the entire 
fire department, the fire was not ex­
tinguished for several hours. The 
temperature was ten below zero, and 
water was thrown with difficulty. 
Thomas Divine, one of the firemen, had 
his feet so badly frozen that he is in a 
dangerous condition. Other firemen 
had their faces frozen. The ice houses 
were near the lumber district, and the 
fire wps kept from spreading. 

Tea Tears for Attempted Murder. 
DES MOINES, Feb. 19.—Tom Hargis, 

who shot and severely wounded Ed 
Pillow in a Whitechapel restaurant a 
few weeks ago, was sentenced to ten 
years in state's prison at Fort Madison. 
The court, in passing sentence, said he 
saw nothing in the evidence sworn to 
before the grand jury that would offer 
grounds for leniency, and that he bad 
not the slightest hesitancy in imposing 
the sentence.

DEB MOINES SALOONS CLOSED. 

Temperance People Threaten Pieeeuu-
tien and Saloons Baok Down. 

DES MOINBS, tfeb. lis,—Every saloon 
in Des Moines closed its doors for the 
second time yesterday about 2 o'clock 
and the indications are that they will 
be compelled to keep them closed for 
some time. The temperance people, 
in connection with the anti-saloon 
league of the state, held a meeting and 
ordered the officers of the association 
to notify ths saloon men no more time 
would be givea and that they must 
dose their doors at once or subject 
themselves to injunction proceedings. 
When the attorneys for the saloons 
were served with notices, they im­
mediately notified their clients and ad­
vised them to cease operating. The 
saloon men have declared their inten­
tion of getting up a new petition, in­
tending to withdraw the one now on 
file, which is believed to be insufficient. 
When the attorneys for the ministerial 
association were informed of the steps 
the saloon men wore taking they im­
mediately denied that the action could 
be legally taken. They declared that 
the petition filed was a petition of con­
sent and the board had that under­
standing from the outsat. The law 
specifies that but one petition can be 
examined within a year and that if the 
present paper is found to be worthless 
the saloons will have no other recourse 
until another year.

Fort Dodge People Incorporate and Ex* 
pect to Build Tills Tear. 

Dns MOINES, Feb. 16.—Articles of in­
corporation have been filed with the 
seoretary of state by the Fort Dodge 
Beet Sugar company, capital $40,000. 
The organization is the result of a 
movement that has been in progress 
in that community for several months.

OTTUMWA, Feb. 20.—Leslie Eastburn, 
a 21-year-old boy, shot Jasper Sutton, 
an aged and respected citizen of Bloom-
field. Three bullets penetrated the 
abdomen, causing almost instant 
death. Eastburn called at Sutton's 
home to take his 18-year-old daughter, 
Alice, to church. The father met him 
at the door and ordered him away. An 
r ltercation ensued and Sutton followed 
Eastburn to the road. Finally weapons 
were drawn by both men, but East-
burn fired first, the other man falling 
before he could raise his weapon. 
Eastburn gave himself up, going into 
Sutton's home and consoling the 
daughter until officers arrived. 

BURGLARS MAKE KICH HAUL. 

Stole Silks and Satins Valued at •3,000 
from a Cedar Rapids Store. 

CEDAR RAPIDS, Feb. 16.—Burglars 
gained an entrance to the store of 
John H. Taft & Co., and going to the 
silk counter, carried the entire stock 
upstairs, assorted it, placing the best 
or finest goods in grips or a trunk and 
made their escape without leaving a 
single clue to their identity. Nearly 
all the goods had just been received, 
and it is estimated that the silks and 
satins taken were worth fully $3,000. 
It is evidently the work of profes­
sionals. 

Another Sioux City Murder. 
Sioux CITV, Feb. 16.—Another mur­

der case is added to the three which 
have shocked Sioux. City since Decem­
ber 29 last, Flevey Davis being the last 
victim, his wounds being inflicted by 
Bert Ispey, in a brothel fight, January 
27. He endeavored to quell a disturb­
ance in the place, and a number of 
meu, who were frantic with drink and 
throwing bottles, breaking furniture 
and smashing things generally, imme­
diately pitched upon him, beating and 
kicking him. His head was gashed in 
several places with a cuspidor and ery­
sipelas set in as a result of the injur­
ies and death resulted. Ispey is under 
arrest. 

Has the Smallpox. 
INDIANOLA, Feb. 20.—Sam Scott, a 

colored man, arrived in Indianola a 
few days ago, ooming direct from 
Marshalltown, with a well developed 
case of smallpox. The disease had 
progressed so far as to show the erup­
tions. The city board of health has 
taken active measures to prevent in­
fections. 

Mysterious Disappearance. 
IOWA FALLS, Feb. 20.—Harry Bar­

ber, a young business man of Iowa 
Falls, who disappeared last November, 
is still undiscovered. He left a good 
business without provision, and it has 
passed into other hands. Rumors that 
he had been seen at home have all 
proved without foundation. 

Gored by a Bull. 
ROWAN, Feb. 20.—August Walline, 

living near Rowan, was gored to death 
by a vicious bull.

"JACOBSDAL, Feb. 17.—French, with 
a force of artillery, cavalry and 
mounted infantry, reached Kimberley 
Thursday evening." 

The following dispatch from French 
was received yesterday: "I have com­
pletely dispersed the enemy from the 
southern side of Kimberley, from Alex-
andersfonteln, and am now going to 
occupy their ground. Have captured 
•he enemy's laager and store, depot 
supplies and supplies of ammunition. 
Casualties, about twenty of all ranks 
wounded. Kimberley is cheerful and 
well." 

General Roberts also sent the follow­
ing dispatch: 

"JACOBSDAL, Feb. 16.—I have' good 
reasons to believe the Magersfontein 
trenches have been abandoned and 
that the Boers are endeavoring to es­
cape. General French is scouring the 
the country north of Kimberly. One 
ot General Kelly-Kenny's brigades of 
infantry is in pursuit of a large Boer 
convoy, moving toward Bloemfontein." 

HACBDM'S EXPLANATION. 

Claims His' Posltloa In Pretoria Was 
Insufferable. 

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15.—In a state­
ment issued yesterday Charles Macrum, 
former United States consul to Pre­
toria, says: 

"The situation In Pretoria was such 
that, first, as an official, I could not 
remain there while my government at 
home was apparently in the dark as to 
the exact conditions in South Africa; 
secondly, as a man and citizen of the 
United States, I could not remain in 
Pretoria, sacrificing my own self-re­
spect and that of the people of Pretoria, 
while the government at home contin­
ued to leave me in the position of a 
British consul and hot an American 
consul. I want to say right here that 
there was not a single request made of 
me through the department of state 
loohing to the care of British interests 
in Pretoria which I did not fulfill and 
report upon according to my orders. 
On the other hand, American interests 
in South Africa were in a condition 
which demanded that the department 
of state should be cognizant of them. 

"I issued the statement received 
from the state department that 
Americans must remain neutral. In 
the face of this Americans were con­
tinually going to the front and taking 
up arms in the cause of the Boers, I 
could not help but know that many 
of these were citizens of the United 
States. I also know that many of 
them in utter despair at the apparent 
attitude of our own government were 
taking the oath of allegiance to the 
Transvaal republic. When affairs had 
reached that stage that my vice consul, 
Mr. Van Ameringen, closed up his bus­
iness, took the oath of allegiance to 
the republic and went to the front as 
a burgher, I thought the time' had 
come when I should make a report of 
these conditions. 

He goes on to explain that his mail 
was opened by the British authorities. 
He therefore asked leave of absence 
and came to Washington to report the 
conditions, but was surprised upon his 
arrival to learn that he was no longer 
jn .thB"cojj«iirvservlce and that the d#-
pju-tnyeni of staSuT expected no report 
from Kim. ' 

> SENATE FINANCIAL BILL. 

Previsions of the Bill Whleh Has Just 
Been Passed. 

WA SIIINOTON, Feb. 17.—Following 
are the leading provisions of the senate 
financial bill: 

The dollar of 25 8-10 grains of gold, 
nine-tenths fine, shall be the stan­
dard unit of value. All forms of 
United States money shall be main­
tained at a parity with it. Treasury 
notes and greenbacks shall be redeem­
able in golc\ The secretary of the 
treasury is to set apart a fund of $150,000 
000 in gold 1'or the redemption of these 
notes, and to maintain this fund at a 
figure not below $100,000,000 he is em­
powered to sell bonds of the United 
States bearing interest at not exceed­
ing 3 per oent. 

As fast as standard silver dollars 
are coined the secretary of the treas­
ury shall retire an equal amount of 
•he treasury notes and issue silver'cer-
'.ficates against the silver so coined, 
"nder certain provisions, too, gold 

-ertiflcates shall be issued against the 
gold held in the treasury. No United 
States notes or treasury notes shall be 
issued in denominations of less than 
$10 and no silver certificates in denom­
inations of more than $10. 

The secretary of the treasury is auth­
orized to refund the bonded debt of the 
United States in thirty-year bonds 
bearing 8 per cent interest, the princi­
pal and interest of these bonds to be 
paid in gold. The 8 per oent bonds 
•hall be issued at not less than par. 

Any national bank shall be permitted 
to issue circulating notes to the face 
value of United States bonds deposited 
with the secretary of the treasury. 
No bank is allowed to issue circulating 
notes in excess of the amount of the 
paid-in capital stock of the bank. 

Bull** Reports From Chlerely. 
LONDON, Feb. 14.—General Buller 

has reported a list of casualties and his 
list is datd^ Chievely. This is taken 
to indicate that he has retired to that 
point. The report follows: "The 
revised list of British casualties at 
Potgieter's Drift, February 5 to Feb­
ruary 7: Killed, 26; wounded, >19; 
missing, 5." 

Cuius and Basutos. 

LONDON, Feb. 16.—Mr. Chamberlain's 
announcement in the house of com­
mons of ths intention of the govern­
ment to encourage the Zulus to defend 
themselves from the Boers is a contin­
gency the Boers seem to have antici­
pated, as they have been doing every­
thing in their power to win the good 
will of the Basutos, who haye thous­
ands of good rifles. The Boers gave 
2000 Basutos a safe conduct. If the 
British let loose one tribe the Boers 
will probably let loose another.

Lord Rob­
erts, with at least 44,000 infantry, 7,000 
cavalry anil 150-guns, has turned ths 
Magorsfontein lines, before which the 
British forces have been camped for 
ten weqjrs, and, with half of his corps, 
ho is already operating on Free State 
territory. A battle has not yet been 
fowght, but large tactical advantages 
have been gained. The rolicf of Kiss-
berley is within measuredble reach, 
and the way to Bloemfontein Is appre­
ciably easier. 

The dispatches of Lord Roberts 
sketch three days' work. The forward 
mev*K.eat began on Sunday, when 
CoL Hannay set oat with a brigade of 
mounted Infantry for Bamah, on ths 
Kiel river, eight miles from Jaoobdal, 
ene of tho Boer sapply b.-ses. On Mon­
day, flea. French with the cavalry di-
vh>ien, seised the oros6ing of the Reit 
river at Dekiel's drift, south of Jaeobs-
dal, and eighteen miles east ef Heney-
nest kloof. He skirmished with the 
Boers and cleared the way for 30,008 
infantry, who followed across.

KENSBEBG IS NOW IN PBRH»

LOJTDON, Feb. 13.—A dispatch to the 
Daily Mail from Rensburg dated yes­
terday says: "There has been hard 
fighting for two days near Celesburg, 
the Boers making strenuous efforts to 
outflank the British left. The enemy 
occupies strong positions from Achter-
tang, through Potfeinteln to a point 
five miles sonth of Jasfontein. The 
fighting at the outpost camps has been 
severe the last few days. Yesterday 
the Boers attacked the position of ths 
Worcesters, to the southeast of Coles-
bnrg. Fighting continued all day and 
after dark it was considered necessary 
te withdraw to Rensburg. Our losses 
are not yet known.

Colonel Schwan, 
wnlie returning with his staff and 
an escort of a hundred oavalry from 
Batangas, was attacked by insurgents. 
The latter were dispersed but the 
Americans have five men wounded.

Pio del Pilar's command, which at­
tempted to ambush the Americans 
along the trail through Morong prov­
ince, near the lake. Here also the in­
surgents were dispersed, but the 
Americans had several wounded, 
among them a eaptabi. Of late the 
insurgents in Alb&y province, Luzon, 
have adopted harassing tactics against 
the towns which the Americans have 
garrtaonod. They camp in the hills 
and maintain a constant fire upon the 
American outposts. When the troops 
sally against them they scatter, re­
turning when the Americans retire.

The recipient of this dispatch, who 
conceals his identity from the public, 
received and published a dispatch an­
nouncing the defeat of the British at 
Spion Kop twenty-four hours before 
the news of that event was made known 
through British sources. .

A movement is said to be on foot to 

secure a pardon for Delilah Fails, an 
inmate of the penitentiary at Anamosa, 
serving a twenty-year sentence for the 
murder of Jacob.Kern in 1897. Kern', 
it is claimed', was a villain of the deep­
est dye and had succeeded in gaining 
an intimacy wUh Miss FailB. Even 
the man's own son, a young man of 17 
years at that time, out of sympathy 
for the unfortunate girl, entered into 
a conspiracy with her to put his father 
out of the way, and on Augnst 23,1397, 
they waylaid him in what is known as 
the "Big Woods," southeast of Waverly, 
Bremer county, and shot him. At the 
time of tbe murder the son was 17 and 
the girl 21 years old. Tbe trial was 
held in Waverly and Decembers, 1897, 
Miss Fails pleaded guilty to murder in 
the second degree and was sentenced 
to twenty years in the penitentiary, 
and young Kern for t.welve years. 
Col. W. H. McClure is conducting the 
movement for the release of Miss Fails, 
and it is said a petition for her pardon 
has been liberally signed by prominent 
people, both in Black Hawk and 
Bremer counties. 

An effort will be made soon, it is 
said, to secure a pardon for the man-
named Woods, who was convicted of 
complicity in the dynamite outrage at 
Muscatine a few years ago, in which 
an effort was made to wreck the homes 
of John Mahin and G. M. Kessenger.
