He sustains the lowe-
er court and the city, holding that
the bill board is a nuisance and the
city council had no authority to grant
it. lle says such encroachment as a
bill board on a public street for Pri-
vate use is a purpresture, and in law
a nuisance. As to the city’s right to
give permission to erect the bill board
he says it had not the power, and
that the permission was simplv‘ a li-
cense which could be legally revoked.

CASE OF MURDER AND ARSON.

Butler County Farmer Arrested yor a
Serious Crime.

Greene, June 25.—Louis Busse, a
wealthy farmer, living about nine
miles from this place, has been
Placed under arrest, charged with
murdering his young wife and at-
tempting to burn down his home to
hide the evidences of his crime. Henry
Bnider, a hired man on the farm, was
arrested as an accomplice.

The woman was found dead in her
home with her throat cut and her
body partly icinerated by fire. The
coroner’s jury rendered an open ver-
dict, indicating that her death was
due to suicide, but the county at-
torney ordered the body taken up
today, and an autopsy developed that
the woman’s skull had been crushed
m.

The particulars of the crime as
developed by the authorities show it
to have been one of the most cold-
blooded murders ever committed in
this part of lowa. The evidence in
the case, as it has been brought in
piece-meal from the hired man, shows
that the family ate dinner together
the afternoon of the murder and
that after dinner Busse sent Snider
to a neighbor's to borrow a post-hole
augzer.

While this man was away, it is al-
leged, the husband entered the house,
struck his wife over the head with
gome blunt instrument and then cut
her throat with a pocket knife. In

he saturated the woman’s
and the floor with kerosene, carried
a feather bed and several feather
pillows from an upstairs room, piled
them on top of her and then set fire
to the whole mass.

Busse and Snider are in jail at Al-
lison and are, strongly guarded to
prevent a lynching, which is threat-
ened by the man's neighbors. DBusse
is 47 years old and his wife was 26.

Busse taking the woman up shortly
after she had received a verdict for
$2,800 against a young man

baby was left in the house to perish
with her. She was Busse’s second
wife, and his two children, aged 5 and
6. were found safe in the barn after
the tragedy was discovered.

UNKNOWN BURGLAR DYING.

Shot While Burglarizing a Store In the
Town of Ventura.

Mason City, June 25.—An unknown
man lies in the county jail here per-
haps fatally wounded, and his “pal,”
who gives his name as Smith, occupies
an adjoining cell, owing to .tl\e brav-
ery and good marksmanship of the
vigilant committee of Ventura, a lit-
tle town twelve miles west of this
city. The prisoners are supposed to
be members of the notorious Bray
gang of burglars and thicves who ply
their avoeation along the Milwaukee
road and who semi-annually furnish
some sensational incident for the pub-
lic. Smith and the wounded man
were detected by members of the lo-
cal vigilance committee about 3
o'clock a. m. They had entered the
general merchandise store of H. D.
Johnson and stolen two sacks full of

The wound of the in-
jurea man is very serious and prob-
ably fatal, ns it passéd entirely
through the lower part of the abdo-
men. He utterly refused to give his
name or any information about his
parents, saying if he died his secret
would go with him.

INFANTICIDE IS CHARGED.
Mrs. Nellle Denlo of Jones County Ac-
cused of Killing Her Child.

Monticello, June 22.—\rs. Nellie
Denio, a resident of Cass township,
southwest of Monticello, is under ar-
rest charged with the murder of her
infant son. She is now incarcerated
in the county jail at Anamosa, where
she spends the most of her time in
weeping. Mrs. Denio is about 19
years of age. She was married in
1899 to George Denio, but the couple
did not live together happily. Several
separations resulted and the husband
deserted her for the last time about
five months after their marriage.
Since that time she has been living
with her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Geo.
Holmes in Cass. On May 28 she gave
birth to an infant son. The infant
was seen by no one other than the
members of the family and the at-
tending physician, who states that
the child was a strong and healthy
one. Neighbors became suspicious
that the baby had been foully dealt
with and the authorities were noti-
fied. Upon investigation the officers
found the infant buried in a patch of
sand mnear the barn on the Holmes
place. Blood had settled about its
neck, indicating that it ‘had been
strangled to death. It is alleged that
the baby died two hours after birth.

BURGLARS ENTER A BANK,

VYault of a Unlversity Place, Des Molnes,
Institution Rified.

Des Moines, June 24.—An unsuccess-
ful attempt was made to rob the pri-
vate bank conducted by B. F. Prunty,
at the corner of University avenue
and Twenty-fifth street. Access to
the interior of the vault was gained
by drilling holes in the outside and
inside doors, but once inside, the
robbers were confronted by the prob-
lem of getting into a small burglar
proof safe adjusted to a time lock,
but either not having the tools with
which to open it, or being frightened
away, no apparent effort was made
to molest it. Within the vault are a
number of safety deposit boxes, the
depositories of valuable papers by
residents of University Place. Four
of five of these boxes were broken
open and rifled of their contents. The
boxes were carried to an alley two or
three blocks away, where they were
found and returned to their owners.

UPHOLDS CONTEMPFT LAW,.

Des Moines Judge EBays Liquor Statutes
Are Constitutional.
Des Moines, June 24.—Early in the
spring John Fairgraves, a Valley
Junction saloon keeper, was cited to
appear and show cause why he
should not be fined for contempt of
court. 1t was charged that by mak-
ing illegal sales he violated the con-
ditions of an injunction against him.

Fairgraves demurred to the injunc-
tion, and claimed that the offense
charged against him was not con-
tempt of court. He alleged that in-
asmuch as the judiciary is provided
for by the constitution it has the
power of itself and possesses the
power alone to determine what shall
and shall not constitute contempt.
It was claimed that an effort on the
part of the legislature to enact laws
saying that this or that act shall con-
stitute contempt is an infringement
of the constitutional powers of the
court and necessarily unconstitution-
al. It was pointed out in this case
that the legislature has decreed by
statute that violation of a liquor in-
junction shall be contempt and un-
dertakes to fix the penalty.

Judge Iolmes has decided the case
against Fairgraves and upholds the
legislative enactment. O. M. Brockett,
counsel for the defense, immediale-
ly gave notice that he will appeal the
case to the supreme court.

TITUS, THE HERO, AT VINTON.

He Is the Lad Who First Scaled the Wall
at Peking.

Vinton, June 5.—Calvin 'litus, the
beardless youth who made himself
and this city famous throughout the
world by scaling the walls at Peking,
and being the foremost of the in\'.ud-
ing army to enter the Celestial city,
has returned to this, the town of his
birth. 1le stopped with relatives in
Kansas for several weeks preceding
his journey to West Point to avail
himself of President McKinley's ap-
pointment to the United States mili-
tary academy. He put in most of the
time while in Kansas preparing for
the entrance examination and is con-
tinuing his studies while he is here.
He is a modest hero and avoids as
much as possible all reference to his
achievements. He hopes to see Minis-
ter Conger before the latter’s return
to China and may journey to Des
Mcines for that purpose Major Con-
ger has been repeatedly quoted as as-
serting that Titus’ deed was by far,
the most valorous in the Chinese cam-+
paign, as it seemed nothing but death
could await him after his reckless
climb to the top of the wall and
plunge down the other side.

Decree in Favor of Bond Holders.

Dubuque, June 22.—Judge O. P, Shi-
ras has handed down a decision in
the case of Sylvester ,J. Everett vs.
Independent School District of Rock
Rapids, Lyon county, and others.
This case has been pending at Sioux
City since the last session of the Uni-
ted States court, and has attracted
much attention on account of several
interesting points involved. The case
is a suit in equity, brought to en-
force the payment of a series of
bonds issued by the school district
as formerly organized in 1879. Judge
Shiras held that of a series of $25,000,
isued in 1879, bonds to the amount
of $6,875, with interest for the past
ten years, now amounting to $15-
087.53, can be enforced against the
school district without violation of
the provision of the state constitu-
tion limiting the indebtedness of a
municipal corporation to 5 per cent
on the assessed property in the cor-
poration. Also that $1,000 with in-
terest, now amounting to $1,809.50,
can be enforced against the district.
A decree for these sums has beep
awarded to the bond holders.

Saloonkeepers Enjoined.

Sioux City, June 21,—As a result of
the work of the Anti-Saloon league
and the excursion on the Milwaukee
which brought about 4,000 people to
the city last Sunday, five saloonkeep-
ers have been enjoined from selling
liquor any longer. :

ROOT ISSUES AN ORDER,

Clvll Government in the Phllippines Is
Established.

Washington, June 22.—Secretary
Root has issued the order of the pres-
ident establishing civil government in
the Philippines. The order relieves
the military governoer of the Philip-
pines from the performance of ecivil
duties on and after July 4, but de-
clares that his autherity will be ex-
ercised as heretofore in those dis-
tricts in which the insurrection still
exists. :

Mr. William H. Taft, president of
the Philippine commission, is ap-
pointed civil governor and will ex-
ercise authority in all civil affairs in
the government of the. Philippines
heretofore exercised on such affairs
by the military governor.

“On and after the fourth day of
July, nineteen hundred and one, until
it shall be otherwise ordered, the
president of the Philippine commis-
sion will exercise the executive au-
thority in all civil affairs in the Phil-
ippine islands heretofore exercised
in such a fashion by the military
governor of the Philippines, and to
that end the Hon. William H. Taft,
Ppresident of the said commission, is
hereby appointed civil governor of the
Philippine islands. Such executive
authority will be exercised under, and
in conformity to the instructons to
the Philippine commissioners dated
April seventeenth, nineteen hundred,
and subject to the approval and con-
trel of the secretary of war of the
United States. The municipal and
provincial civil government, which
have been, or shall hereafter be es-
tablished in said islands, and all per-
sons performing duties appertaining
to the offices of civil government in
said islands will, in respect to such
duties, report to the said civil govern-
or.
“The power to appoint civil officers,
aeretofore vested in the Philippine
commission or in the military gov-
ernor, will be exercised by the civil
governor with the advice and consent
of the commission.

“The military governor of the Phil-
ippines is hereby relieved from the
performance on and after the said
fourth day of July of the civil duties
hereinbefore described, but his au-
thority will continue to he exercised
as heretofore in those districts in
which insurrection against the au-
thority of the United States continues
to exist, or in which public order is
not sufficiently restored to enable
provincial governments to be estab-
lished under the instructions to the
commission dated April seventh, nine-
teen huadred.

ADELBERT HAY IS FOUND DEAD.

Son of Becrotary of Stute Fell From a
New Haven Hotel Window.

New Haven, Conn., June 24¢.—Adel-
bert P. Hay, son of Secretary Hay,
and former consul to Pretoria, was
found dead on the sidewalk outside
of the New Haven house at 2:30 yes-
terday morning.

Hay retired to his room at 1
o'clock, after spending the evening
with friends in apparently excellent
spirits.,

At 2:30 a passerby noticed the body
of a prostrate man lying on the side-
walk on the College street side of
the hotel. The night clerk of the
hotel was summoned, and recognized
the young man as the one who had
registered as Adelbert S. Hay, There
was considerable excitement about
the hotel, and a large body of stud-
ents and graduates who were here for
the commencement exercises soon
gathered. A number of Hay's former
classmates at Yale positively identi-
fied the young man. It is believed
that young Hay became ill and went
to the window for air, was overcome
by a fit of dizziness and fell to the
ground below.

[Adelbert S. Hay was about 22
Yyears of age. ile was appointed con-
sul to Pretoria early in 1900 to suec-
ceed Charles Macrum of Ohio. e
arrived at his post of duty in March,
1900, and after serving during the
critical period of hostilities in South
Africa, he resigned his positon and
returned to this country, reaching
here about the last of March. No
successor has yet been appointed and
the consulate is in charge of Emile
A. B. Van Ameringen, the vice con-
sul.]

ACCEPTED BY THE KAISER.

Monroe Doctrine Recognlzed In State-
ment to Pan-Americans.

Washington, June 25.—Germany has
announced her recognition of the
Monroe doectrine to Pan-American
diplomats in Berlin, according to their
colleagues in Washington.

The attitude of Germany with re-
spect to an isthmian canal has been a
source of considerable speculation to
Central and South American states,
and, according to South American en-
voys here who discussed the matter,
their representatives in Berlin deem-
ed it advisable to obtain a statement
in regard to the policy the German
government proposes to pursue.

In the conversations which were
had between Baron von Buelow, the
German minister for foreign affairs,
and the Pan-American diplomats, the
former is said to have stated that
Germany recognized the existence
and understood the extent of the ap-
plication of the Monroe doctrine, and
that she has no intention of hinder-
Ing the construction of the canal by
the United States

Marringe Is Called Offr.

New York, June 24.—According to
s dispatch from London to the World,
among the paid announcements in the
Morning Post of London appeared
this notice:

“The marriage between Miss Vivian
Sartoris and Mr. Archibold Balfour
will not take place.”

London society is mystified. Miss
Sartoris, who is a granddaughter of
General U. S. Grant, is well known
in London, and Mr. Balfour is a cou-
sin of Arthur Balfour, the stateaman.

Cabinet Sustalns Gage.

Washington, June 24.—Most of the
cdime of the cabinet at the last meet-
ing was spent in a discussion of the
action of the treasury department in
imposing a countervailing duty on
certain Russian products. Secretary
Gage explained in detail the action
which his department had taken, and
the cabinet unanimously approved of
what he had done, He was author-
ized to give out a statement to clear
up the misunderstandings which ew
ist, and later did so at the treasury
department.

Britlsh Lose In Cape Colony.

Chadock, Cape Colony, June 25.—In
an engagement at Waterloof June 20
the British lost eight men killed and
two mortally wounded and had four
men seriously wounded. In addition
sixty-six men of the Cape (colonial)
Mounted Rifles were captured. Cap-
tain Shandow is reported to have

been wounded and one Boer was
iiad.,

SEES PERIL IN EM!BIOA.K'- POLICY.

Temps Says Secretary Gage Is Seeking a
Turlft Quarrel.

Paris, June 24.—~The Temps severe-
ly comments upoy the United States’
commercial polid¢ and scathingly
criticises Secretary Gage, who, it de-
clares, scems to séek quarrels on the
tarift question ratber than encourage
reciprocity. In running against Rus-
sia the Temps see§ danger to Ameri-
can articles, although the tariff on
Russian petrolenm may be plearing
to Rockefeller. It asks where the
tariff war will stop. As to Secretary
Gage, the T'emps declares he ig so
belligerant that the leaders of the
great American trusts are rubbing
their hands with joy over his actinn,
which is not, however, so pleasing to
President McKinley, who is more
moderate in his conduct.

In connection with Russian retalia-
tion, while the Russian government
openly declares that mo boycott on
American goods is contemplated, yet
a secret order has gone out to Euro-
pean firms for a continental boycott
of American products. Russia’s aec-
tion concerning American bibycles
has already been taken cognizance of
in France. The “American peril,” as
pictured so eloquently by Deputy
D’Estournelles in his recent speech
in the chamber of adeputies, may yet
be actively combatted all over Eu-
rope.

HAY WRITES A LETTER.

Attempts to Smooth Over the Tar-
iff Difficulty. 5

Washington, June 24.—The state de-
partment has addressed to the Rus-
sian government, as presented by
Count Casinl, its ambassador, such
representations respecting the sugar
and petroleum tariff ‘controversy as
are deemed necessary to meet the
Russian action., The purpose of the
letter is to smooth away, if possible,
the friction that has been engendered
between the two governments in the
handling of these two subjects and in
particular to divest the exchange of
any personal character. To that end,
the effort is made to show that what
has been done by the United States
government was in a manner brought
about by the automatic operation of
the American tariff laws. The facts
set out by the treasury statement
as to the provisions of the counter-
vailing duty section are recited, to-
gether with the circulars and instrue-
tions of the treasury department is-
sued thereunder. As the Russian gov-
ernment has been especially irritated
over the proceeding as to Russian
sugar imporis into the United States,
particular attention is given to that
subject and reasons are adduced to
bring the Russian government to be-
lieve it should remit the increased
duties on American goods.

The Russian ambassador received
Secretary Hay’s note and took steps
to communicate it to the imperial
government, ‘I'his closes the incident
for the present, and it probably will
be some weeks or perhaps months be-
fore any further development occurs.
In the meantime Count Cassini will
in person go over the entire subject
with the officials at St. Petersburg,
and this gives hopes of a satisfactory
adjustment, as the ambassador has
lost no opportunity during his last
three years’ service in Washington to
harmonize differences and  bring
about every possible measure of co-
operation between the two coun-
tries. He leaves Washington today
and will sail from New York on the
Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse.

Count Cascini is quite confident
that no ill effects can come out of the
incident and his efforts will be di-
rected. toward removing this and like
smal] irritations, Among state de-
partment officials it is felt to be a
fortunate circumstance that Count
Cassini will be in St. Petersburg when
the subject will be taken up.

GEN. FRENCH IN PERIL.

Mrs, Botha Says Her Husband Cap-
tured the British d.eader.

Jerlin, Junt 21.—The Rheinische
Westphalische Zeitung, published at
Essen, says it has t.e authority of
Mrs. Botha for the statement that
General French was captured by the
Boers some time ago and released on
parole. :

“The unserupulous British general,”
the paper adds, “regardless of his
pledge of honor, broke his parole
and escaped. TIe did not, however,
profit by his faithlessness, for before
he had got within touch of the British
lines the keen burghers caught up
with him, recaptured him and brought
him back to General Botha.”

General Botha, continues the story,
ordered the British cavalry leader to
be shot, and the sentence was about
to be carried out when a message
came in hot haste from the British
commander-in-chief, Lord Kitchener,
imploring the Boer general to delay
the execution and offering to release
1,000 Boers from the prison camp at
Simonstown to secure General
French’s release.

On these conditions, the story con-
cludes, the British general was set at
libenty.

(For a considerable period nothing
was heard of General French, who
had deen so active in the early part
of the operations in South Africa.
Reports of his capture by the Boers
have been rife, and have been re-
ceived in some quarters as though
credence was to be given them. Re-
cently, however, it was announced
that the British cavalry leader had
been recuperating at Durban.. With-
in the last two weeks he has been
sent to take charge of the operations
in Cape Colony against the invading
Boer commandoes under Kritzinger
and Fouche.)

NEW GOVERNMENT JULY 4.

Civil Authorities Will Take Charge in
the Philippines.

Washington, June 21.—Civil govern-
ment will be established in the Phil-
ippine islands on July 4. Judge Wil-
liam H, Taft will be designated as
civil governor., He will, remain at
the head of the Philippine commis-
sion, which is to be continued. The
order creatng him civil governor
will be issued by the president
through the secrefary of war.

Further details regarding the new
government are yet to be worked
out. The Fourth of July iz not se-
tected with a view of having sn ex-
traordinary inauguration of the new
government, but simply because that
is the great American holiday and
is deemed by the adihinistraticn a
good day upon which tq locate what
is believed to be an auspicious event
in the history of the Philippines. Tt
is probable that membérs of the
Philippine commission ill have
charge of the different departments
of the government. o

First Reports of the Disaster Were
Greatly Ex;dernted.

Roanoke, Va,,Hine 25.—The follow-
Ing short.etdfiement, made by one of
the general officers of the Norfolk &
Western' railroad, summarizing the
flood situation in the light of the lat-
est dispatches, was given to the As-
sociated Press:

*Restoration of telegraph lines de-
velops that. the damage by the flood
was exaggerated. The loss of life will
not exceed sixty or seventy-five, and
the damage to property, including
repairs to railroads and coal opera-
tions, will not exceed $500,000. It is
expected the railway will get a line
opened tomorrow or next day.”

Bluefield, W. Va., June 25.—Details
of the fearful flood in the Pocahontas
Flat Top coal region are slowly drift-
ing into this iown, which is situated
twenty-five miles south of the scene
of the wrecked homes, and fully bear
out the fears early entertained as to
the havoe wrought by the storm.
Fifty dead bodies have been found.
Thousands of people are homeless,
and it is feared are without food, or
at the best with only food enough
to last at most several days. The
work of establishing railroad comw
munication is being pushed with
vigor. There is little hope of send-
ing the sufferers succor until the rail-
rond connection is again renewed.
Men are at work clearing away the
debris and recovering the bodies of
the dead. The dead are being aug-
mented hourly. Relief trains are
running between this city and the
Stricken district, and everything pos-
sible is being done to relieve the
suffering and destitute.

, The latest estimate is that it will
take ten days to repair the track. In-
formation from the Tug river district
is to the effect that the damage to
the coal operations in that region
is not great, but the lumber inter-
ests have suffered considerably.

/ Over 100 miles of track belonging
to the various coal operations are
practically a total loss. The force
of the floocd is better understood
when it is explained that Ly reason
of a long fill, and a low iron bridge,
some distance up the valley, the flood
was dammed and a monster body of
water accumulated, probably as large
a volume as was contained in the fa-
mous Johnstown. When this obstrue-
tion gave way it let down a monster
volume of water on the villages and
mining camps below.

Tt had been suggest-
ed that the best plan would be to
burn these masses of debris, but the
friends of the dead are loud in their
denunciation of the idea. So bitter
is the feeling regarding this matter
that if it is attempted bloodshed
will resnlt. Up fo this time only
fifty bodies have been recovered, vet
the list of missing and reported
drowning is 249. Tt will probably
never be known how many have per-
ished.

A messenger who traversed the
full length of the stricken district
has arrived here. He reports that
the destruction to property is a
great deal worse than was appre-
hended; but that the loss of life was
not so heavy.

At Algona a numler of miners
standing on a high point in water
waist deep rescued twenty-three wo-
men and children as they floated by.

A number whom they threw ropes
to were so excited that they made no
effort to save themsclves. Thirty-
four houses floated down and were
dashed to pieces against the sides of
the iron bridge at North Fork June-
tion before that structure collapsed.
The fiood left several narrow gorges,
through which only the ereek and

the railroad had room to pass, chok-

ed with shattered houses and house-
hold furniture, merchandise and
every imaginable article.

KIOWA “SOONERS” DESTITUTE.

Thousands Upon the Borders of the
Reservation,

Kansas City, June 22.—Thousands
of people—men, women and children—
camping on the border of the Kiowa-
Commanche-Apache reservations in
Oklahoma awaiting the opening of
that Jand to settlement, are in desti-
e ereumstances, according to Dr.
J. J. McKenna, who has just returned
from the scene.

“Only last Monday,” said Dr, Mo-
Kenna, “two friends and myself drove
over to the border from Oklahoma
City, and the sight that greeted us
was one of terrible destitution. Twen-
ty thousand men, women and child-
ren were massed on the border, and
half of them are utterly destitute.
Only a small percentage have tents to
sleep in, but huddle under the wagons
and such sheltering trees as they can
find.. At least 5,000 of them have been
there a year and a half. They went
with possibly $200 or $300 and have
made nothing since they arrived.
Simply waiting, waiting. The really
pitiable thing about it all is that
there are hundreds of desperadoes on
the border who have picked out claims
and will not seruple to kill the suc-
cessful ones in the drawing, in case
they have a lottery. A reliable mer-
chant told me a few days ago about
a band of 100 such desperadoes who
have scoured the reservation for
choice claims and are determined to
have them at any cost.” .

SEEK MORE CAsSH FROM CHINA.

New Proposal to the Powers Which the
Unlted States Will Uppose.

Washington, June 22.—Again the
Shylock powers have come forward
with a demand for more of China’s
flesh. Not content with the enor-
mous indemnity of 450,000,000 taels
which China has promised to pay, it
is learned from a diplomatic source
that a new proposal has been sub-
mitted to the powers contemplating
the addition to this total of 7,000,000
taels to pay the expenses incurred by
the maintenance of military forces
in the celestial empire. -

on with amazement. Grave doubts
are entertained by the president that
China will be able to pay 450,000,000
taels, and if this sum is increased it
is/ certain that the Peking govern,
mént will be unable to satisfy the
installments of the debt and” that,
fresh complications will arise after
the present negotiations are con-
cluded.

A strong effort will be made by the
administration to obtain a majority
of the powers to oppose the adoption
of the proposal.
