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“‘(Corporations, and especially combi-
nations of corporations, should be man-
aged under public regulation,’” says
President Roosevelt. But what the
public is still more interested 1n is how
to manage the combination between
the trusts and the republican party,

The tameness of the
message on the vital questions that are
uppermost in public thought today
illustrates that the president’s strenuos-
ity just at the present time is to secure a
nomination und election.

The total electoral vote of all the
states under the new apportionment
will be 476, an increase of 29 over
1900. The votes necessary to a choice
of president are 230. The states that
have gained are:

Arkansas, 1; California, 1, Colorado,
1: Connecticut, 1; Florida, 1; Illinois,
37 Louisiana, Massachusetts, 1;
l\’l'mues'om. 2: Mississippi, 1; Missouri,
1; New Jersey, 2; New.York, 2; North
Dakota, 1; North Carolina, 1; Pennsyl-
vania, Texas, 3; Washington, 1;
West Virginia, 1; Wisconsin 1.

If the elections of this year had been
for president, with the recorded results,
the vote would have been:

Mr. McKinley’s majority in 1900 was
136.

The republican vote was made up of
the solid east (except Rhode Island),
the solid west (except Nevada), and
Delaware, Maryland and West Virginia
at the south.

To elect the president the democrats
must carry all the states they carried
this year and gain 81 more electors.
In the three eciections of democratic
candidates from 1876 to 1892 the demo-
crats carried the states of New York,
New Jersey, Connecticut and Indiana.
These states now have 73 electors—8
short of the additional number required
to win on the basis of this year’s elec-
tion. As Rhode Island will undoubted-
ly vote for the republican candidate for
president, an offset to her 4 votes would
also be necessary.

In the clections of this year the large
republican pluraiities in Connecticat,
Indiana and New Jersey show that a
great change of public feeling must
occur before they cen be recovered by
the cemocrats. New York is
hopeful ground. But where are
other necessery votes coming from?

Of 1he fifteen states west of the
Mississippt, ten of which were carried
for Mr. Bryan in 1506, the republicans
this vear carried all butove, with an
ageregate plurality of 278,000, 8o that
this field doeés notlook very promiging,
Mus: the gains be locked for in the
past or in the widdle wasi? And what
kind of policy and candidate will render
success most likely? These are the facts
and thisis the problem which are al-
ready engaging the attention of demo-
cratic leaders and voters.—New York
