Leon's Oldest Church Being Torn 
Down. 

Monday morning the work of tearing 
down the Christian church, the oldest 
church edifice 111 Leon, was commenced, 
and it will be replaced with a handsome 
new modern edifice, suitable for the 
needs of the congregation and commun­
ity. It is with sorrow however, that 
many of the older members of the 
church who have worshipped in the old 
chnrch for 36 years, view its removal. 
The church was built 36 years ago, and 
at the time was one of the handsomest 
churches in southern Iowa. Quite a 
number of the members ot tbe congre­
gation who assisted in raising the funds 
and doing tbe work on the church are 
still residing in this city and are active 
members of the church. Tbe new 
church will be a handsome brick edifice, 
53x70 feet, the entrance being at tbe 
northeast corner. It will be built flush 
with the street, the basement being fin­
ished up so as to be suitable for dining 
and cook rooms. Numerous class 
rooms will adjoin the main audi torium 
and it is planned to have a pastor's 
study in the building. The new church 
will coBt $8,000 to $10,000 and will be a 
handsome addition to the church in 
terests of Leon.
