Garden Grove, Iowa, Sept. 18, 1!)05. 
Editor Rkpokteii: —Permit me to say 

that, as are all old settlers, 1 am very 
much interested in your list of those 
who have lived in Decatur county fifty 
years. In looking over the lists back 
for many years of those registered in 
Garden Grove who had been in Iowa 
thirty years, 1 lind finite a number of 
those, but, alas, it makes one sad to 
know so many are "gone before." Our 
list was composed of those from adjoin­
ing counties but also those who had re­
moved. Some more have lived in this 
c uinty fifty years but lat ;ly removed. 
Younger settlers should remember that 
slavery existed in Decatur county, and 
the date that George, a slave owned by 
•John McDaniel, was given his freedom 
was Feb. 25, 1S52, the slave being at 
that time 45 years of age. Runaway 
slaves from Missouri were frequently 
pursued through Garden Grove. Two 
tiers of sections in this county were in 
Missouri until congress decided in 
favor of Iowa's claim to the disputed 
strip in 1850. Mits. Enus Davis.
