A BINDING TWINE BILL. 

COL. PETE HEPBURN.

There 
is ample reason to suspect that Col, 
Hepburn's present activity to bring 
about rate legislation is not inspired 
mearly so much by conviction as from 
fear of a political revolution by the 
people or ins district.-Waterloo Times 
Tribune. 

A bill has again been introduced i 
the legislature providiug for tho manu­
facture of binding twine by prison 
convicts iui this state. The bill pro­
vides for an appropriation of §50,000 
for the erection of Buildings on the 
grounds of the Anamosa penitentiary 
and the purchase of machinery to make 
an equipment that will turn out from 
ten to thirty thousand pounds of bind­
ing twine daily. The bill also calls for 
an appropriation of §150,000 to stock 
with material. The latter appropria­
tion shall be a revolving appropriation, 
and shall serve as a working capital; 
shall manufacture and sell binding 
twine to farmers of the state of Iowa 
at cost, including the cost, all material 
and cents 50 a day for convict labor. 
The price of this binding twine to nian-
factured at Anamosa shall be fixed by 
warden and board of control each year 
as soon as practicable, and not later 
than March 1 each year and shall be 
sold to the farmers and and actual con­
sumers of it in quantities necessary up 
to and including the llrstday of May,and 
shall be sold for cash or such security 
as the warden or the board of control 
may approve. 

The bill further provides that the 
balance left on hands on the first day 
of May shall be sold in bulk, except 
00,000 pounds which shall be kept to 
1111 subsequent direct order. This bulk 
sale however, must bo made to a 
citizen of Iowa, and only on conditions 
named in the bill, among these being 
an agreement that he will resell this 
twine to actual customers who de­
sire it for their own use, and will not 
resell it to any other dealer. He must 
also agree that ho will not sell his 
twine at a price greater than 1 cent 
per pound above the price paid for 
it. 

The binding twine trust has always 
been able to head oil any such bills 
introduced in the Iowa legislature, but 
we cannot see why it is a practical idea, 
and one worthy of promotion if it is so 
arranged that the plant will maintain 
itself and pay back tho money to the 
state in due time.
