MAY BE LAST REUNION OFMFXI-

Of 78,000 Men Who Comprised 
Army of Invasion Only 3,000

Norfolk, Va„ August 23.—What is be­
lieved to be the last of the national re­
unions that will be held by veterans of 
the Mexican war took place today at 
the Jamestown exposition. Of the*78,-
000 men who comprised the army that 
was sent to Mexico sixty years ago 
about 3,000 are still living. The aver­
age age of the survivors is 86 years and 
on this account only a handful of the 
veterans were able to attend the an­
nual reunion this* year. The meeting 
was held in convention hall with Louis 
F. Becler, of Baltimore, president of the 
National Association of Mexican War 
Veterans, presiding. The association 
had no business to transact, and the 
gathering was entirely in the nature of 
a reunion. The aged veterans were the 
recipients of numerous courtesies from 
the exposition management and ex­
hibitors.

» Anarchy for Anarchists. 

Eveiy criminal is a rebel acainst 
government. Every rebel against gov­
ernment is an anarchist to the extent 
that he rebels. The saloon is the 
mother of crime. The nursery of an­
archy. It not only defies governmental 
laws enacted for its suppression, but it 
breeds crime and spreads it broadcast 
over the sea of humanity like some cun-
tageous disease. Every patron of the 
saloon is a patron to anarchy. Is the 
mother who gives it Muck; is one of thp 
foundation rocks on which it stands. 
The saloon is inconsistent; it ever 
clamors for the protection of govern­
ment for itself but insists in dealing 
out anarchy for others. When Carrie 
Nation with her hatchet deals out a 
little anarchy to the saloon, giving it a 
little of its own medicine, it is loud in 
its call for the protection of the govern­
ment it has so long persisted in insult­
ing and trying to destroy. 

Taking the United States over it is 
estimated that over three-fourths of our 
taxation for the suppression of crime is 
caused by intoxicating drinks. So heavy 
is this taxation that county attorneys 
and grand juries are compelled to throw 
out many criminal cases, allowing the 
guilty to go free, giving anarchy a 
partial license, in order to relieve the 
innocent of so great a burden. Now, 
whereas, liquor and liquor lovers are 
the main cause of this anarchy they, 
more than others, should suffer the ill 
effects of it. When "booze" is arraigned 
against "innoccnce" bring it into court. 
But when "booze" is arraigned against 
"booze" tell it to go to anarchy where 
it is so fond for its redress. For in 
stance: Jamie O'Lafferty takes a keg of 
beer to a public gathering and, as is 
usual, a big row is generated and Jamie 
gets his skull cracked with a beer bot­
tle. He as usual goes into court asking 
as an American citizen, the right of 
vindication by punishing the perpe­
trator. The county attorney should re­
ply: "We must first look to the pro­
tection of our loyal citizens, those who 
take decent precaution to protect them­
selves. Our great state has labored in­
cessantly during the past half century 
to maintain a government of which you 
are a traitor. Now to tax the people to 
enable you to avoid reaping your>own 
sowing would be simply robbery." 

i Let anarchy have a taste of anarchy. 
Let our statute books virtually print in 
letters of blood above the door of each 
saloon: "Danger, Beware! He who en­
ters here enters at his own risk. This 
institution exists because of its defiance 
of governmental law. It is one of the 
spots on Uncle Sam's domain where 
anarchy reigns supreme. To enter here 
is to patronize anarchy. To patronize 
anarctiy is to denounce allegiance to our 
government. You may expect no re­
dress or punishment for crimcs com­
mitted in a saloon." The saloon being 
an outlaw let it have the treatment of 
an outlaw.

It is quite likely that the price of 
cotton thread will go up an additional 
cent per spool before many days, making 
the price 7 cents, sayB a dispatch from 
Chicago. One of the large manufactur­
ers' agents received a message yester­
day apprising him of the fact that 
thread would soon increase three cents 
per dozen to the wholesale trade. The 
list price is sixty-seven cents and the 
increase will put it up to seventy cents. 
Owing to the discounts that the retail 
dealers receive, they are able to sell all 
thread at sixty-two cents per dozen 
spools, but the price of the individual 
spool sells from six cents up. The con­
sumer gets no discount on anything less 
than a dozen. All cotton goods are go­
ing up and the end is not yet. "If this 
keeps on" said a cotton buyer for one of 
the largest department stores in the 
city, "silk will be staple and cotton the 
luxurv."
