New Traflic Arrangements.

Last Saturday evening during the
band concert a new traffic arrdnge-
ment was tried out at the southwest
corner of the square, the authorities
desiring to avoid the congested con-
dition which affects this corner on
Saturday evening. A flag had been
placed at the street intersection and
all autos and other vehicles were re-
quired to drive to the right side of it
in either going straight along the
street or turning the corner, and
pedestrians were required to cross
only on a line with the sidewalks in-
stead of cutting the corners, whch
practice did not give vehicle drivers
an opportunity to drive according to
law. Only a few drivers and pedes-
trians made any objections to com-
plying with the new regulation, and
the names of these were taken down
and repetition will probably result in
their being cited to appear before
Mayor Farquhar, This plan is now
being used in practically all of the
cities and many of the smaller towns,
and wherever tried out it has been
highly successful. Everybody should
assist all they can in driving and
walking so as to prevent accidents,
and the big crowds of people with
the numerous autos and vehicles on
the streets of Leon on Saturday ev-
ening, made it necessary that some-
thing be done before there was a
serious accident, Several minor ac-
cidents have taken place, and we
haie been fortunate that no one has
vecn killed or badly injured. Par-
er.ts should also assist by instructing
their children not to run across the
streets on Saturday evenings at
places away from where the side-
walks are, as auto drivers are not
supposed to be looking for pedes-
triana all over the street, but are re-
quired to drive with caution and
keep a sharp look out at all street
crossings. If everybody will do their
part the new arrangements will work
out in fine shape.

WEEDS AND OTHERS EVILS.

Weeds.

There {8 a general movement on
foqt to rid the city of noxious and
guhed weeds. Contrary to our last
instructions on this subject, we find
the 36th and 36th general assemblies
of Iowa makes it the duty of each
owner or occupant of any lands or
city lots to cut and destroy all nox-
ious and other weeds in the roads or
streets abutting such lands or lots,
between the first day of July and the,
first day of August each year or any
{ime before to prevent their matur-
ng.

Let us make Tuesday, August 10th
a general wced destroying day at the
latest as it is now past the lawful
time.

If property owners do not comply
with the weed law they are liable to
the city for the service of cutting
them,

Pedestrians,

We wish to call attention to the:
danger especially to women and chil-
dren, in crossing the streets in any
other place than at the regular cross-
ings while the motor vehicles are
moving in considerable numbers, thes
vehicles have the right of way to the
street intersections inside the near
line of the street crossings and when
pedestrians use these intersections
for near-cuts, they do so at the risk
of accident to themselves and those
in their charge, also causing annoy-
ance and risks to the drivers of ve-
hicles that are unnccessary while ad-
ding greatly to the confusion. We:
especially allude to the street inter=-
sections at the band stand, before,,
during and after the concerts on Sat-
urday nights, where there have beem
some narrow escapes especially by
the younger ones,

The older people should set the ex-
ample and instruct the younger by
actions as well as words.

We tricd the proper manner of®
street crossing last Saturday night:
under the instructions of the city
marshal and while it took some times
for the pcople to catch on to what we:
were trying to do for them, the gen-
eral results were most encouraging
and we hope in the future all wilk
observe and help make this a safety
first rule.

Motor Vehicles,

While motor vehicles aad other
vehicles have the right of way to cer-
tain parts of the street intersections,
the state has prescribed rules and»
laws governing their method of using
the same, see 35 G. A. of Iowa. Fol-
lowing the plan used in other cities.

turning than there was where last
