Weekly Bulletin. 

For the week ending Oct. 4, 1915. 
Des Moines, Iowa. 

'ihe week was cool, cloudy and 
over the northern counties showery, 
although the rainfall was generally 
less than the normal. The week as 
a whole was fairly favorable and 
corn made rapid progress toward 
maturity, yet an average of more 
than 600 reports show only 23 per 
cent of the crop safe from frost on 
Oct. i. Over the southern half of 
the state probably two-thirds of the 
crop is safe from injury except from a 
hard freeze, but over the northern 
counties much of the. crop is still in 
the roasting ear stage and not very-
far advanced in that. Many fields 
failed to fertilize and have nothing 
but husks and an embryo cob. 

Rapid progress was made during 
the week in cutting corn, filling 
silos, digging potatoes and plowing, 
and much wheat was sown. The po­
tato crop is not up to expectations on 
account of rot and blight. Grain 
threshed from stack is of much bet­
ter quality than that threshed from 
shock. 

Oct. 5—Heavy frost occurred this 
morning in all parts of the state, with 
freezing temperature in many local­
ities in central and northern coun­
ties.
