.. ©ggs, this could to H large extent, 
have been ^revemed if all the roost­
ers had been disnosed of. .Twelve 
tours of hot .Ii'.lv or August weath­
er will spoil a fertile egg while it 

.jpill scarcely affect the unfertile 
eggs. If the roosters are removed 
from the- flock it will almost elim-

: inate the loss due to the candling 01' 
eggs. Eggs will remain fertile from 
two to three weeks after the roost-

, ^rs are removed so it is very exped­
ient that this matter be attended 

•f-if.- to as soon as possible. 
'4 . 'Under the Iowa pure food law the 

merchants are required to candle all 
>eggs, and due to the present high 
prices and the urgent demand for the 
•conservation of all foods, the Pure 
Tood Department is insisting upon 
a stricter compliance of this law. 

A few suggestions offered by this 
department are: Provide plenty ot 
•clean dry nests; gather the eggs 
>twice a day during hot or rainy 
weather; use dirty or small eggs in 
the house; do not wash eggs; keep 

' eggs in. a cool, dry place, free from 
odors; if eggs are kept in a cellar 
-the egg cases should npt be placed 
on a damp floor. 
/  I£ you do not wish to sell your 
roosters they should be placed in in­
ternment camps for the period of 

•' warm weather. 
By the cold pack method the roost­

ers may be canned and help to con­
serve the meat supply on the farm. 
iw-rJEgg and Poultry Demonstration, 
jfc Demonstration in egg candling 
"poultry production wil be held in 
Leon. June 12th, and at Lamoni, 
June 13th. At these meetings there 

i "will be a representative from the 
Extension Department at .Ames and 

• one from the IT. S. department. 
They will conduct a series of dem­
onstrations, the candling of eggs 
will be explained in detail and lec­
tures on care of eggs for market will 
he given. 

Another problem to be considered 
is that of poultry diseases. Demon­
strations on how to identify these 
poultry diseases with actual speci­
mens where they are found avail­
able, also suggestions for their 
treatment and control. . 

Anyone having a diseased bird 
which they are doubtful about may 
"bring it in for diagnosis.

Washington, May 30.—President 
Wilson appealed last night to the 
American people to economize to the 
utmost. His statement reads: 

"This war is one of nations—not 
of armies—and all of our 1Q0.000,-
000 people must be economically and 
industriously adjusted to war condi­
tions if this nation is to play its full 
part in the conflict. 

The problem before us is not 
primarily a financial problem, but 
rather a problem of increased pro­
duction of war essentials ana the 
saving of the materials and the la­
bor necessary for the support and 
equipment of our army and navy. 

"Thoughtless expenditures of 
money for non-essentials uses up the 
labor of men, the products of the 
farm, mines and factories, and over­
burdens transportation, all of which 
must be used to the utmost and at 
their best for war purposes. 

"The great result which we seek 
can be obtained only by the partici­
pation of every member of the na­
tion, young and old, in a national 
concerted thrift movement. 

"I therefore urge that our people 
everywhere pledge themselves, as 
suggested by the secretary of the 
treasury, to the practice of thrift. 

"To serve the government to their 
utmost in increasing production in 
all fields necessary to the winning 
of the war. 

"To conserve food and fuel and 
useful materials of every kind. ; 

"To devote their labor only to the 
most necessary tasks. 

"To buy only those things which' 
are essential to individual health and 
efficiency; and that the people, as 
evidence of their loyalty, invest all 
that they can sav« in liberty bonds , 
and war savings stamps. 

"The securities issued by the 
treasury department are so many ot 
them within the reach of every one 
that the door of opportunity in this 
matter is wide open to ail of us. 

"To practice thrift in peace times 
is a virtue and brings great benefit 
io the individual at all times; with 
the desperate need of the civilized 
world today for materials and labor 
with which to end the war. the prac­
tice of individual thrift is a patri­
otic #uty and a necessity. 

"I appeal to all who now own 
either liberty bonds or war savings 
stamps to continue to practice econ­
omy and thrift and I appeal to all 
who do not own government securi­
ties to do likewise and purchase j 
them to the extent of their means. |  

"The man who buys government 
securities transfers the purchasing ! 
power of his money to the United : 
States government till after the war j 
and to tiiat same degree does not j 
buy in competition with the govern­
ment. '  I 

"I earnestly appeal to every man, 
woman and child to pledge them­
selves on or before the 2Sth of June 
to save constantly and to buy as 
regularly as possible the securities 
of the government; and to do this 
as far as possible-through member­
ship in war savings societies. 

"The 2Sth of June ends this spec­
ial period of enlistment in the great 
volunteer ainiv of production anu 
savings here at home. May there be 
none un-enli3ted on that'day. 

"(Signed) Woodrow Wilson."
