You have been an important mem­
ber of that great army of encourage­
ment and enthusiasm wlttch helped 
to make him and us all better sol­
diers. You can now be a great help 
in keeping alive the good qualities 
he is bringing back from the army, 
in making him as good a citizen as 
he has been a soldier. 

He will be permitted to wear his 
uniform home and keep certain ar­
ticles of his equipment as remem­
brances of his service. 

The government will permit him 
to keep up for the benefit of -his 
family, his insurance at the very low 
rate he is now paying. .... 

his return to civil life will bring 
new problems for you both to solve. 
The qualities he brings back will 
help you now as your encouragement 
helped him while away and in your 
hands and his rests the future of our 
country. 

As his commanding officer I am 
proud of him. He has done his duty 
well I and his comrades will bid 
him good bye after he returns home. 
That spot in a man's heart no other 
place can fill. 7 *

From Arthur Marshall. 

U. S. S."Bobolink, 
Europeant Waters, April 25, 1919. 
Dear Mother: As I have a few 

spare minutes I will try and write 
you a few lines. I arrived in Scot­
land all o. k. and I received a let­
ter from you this morning. We 
have been so busy I just couldn't 
get time, to write before. We leave 
here Monday for the Shetland 
Islands and from there we go to 
Norway and Sweden. We expect to 
return to the states in eight or nine 
months at least. This is a very nice 
country but everything seems so 
queer. Of course, tl*ey talk the 
English language but tnly use a 
brogue which sounds so funny. They 
call us Yanks. It is a very rough 
country, mountains all around us 
and they are covered with snow the 
year round. We can look any direc­
tion and see snow on the mountain 
tops and down in the valleys they 
are farming, it is so warm, I said 
warm, but we think it is chilly, but 
it is really warm for this country. 
It is now about 9:30 and the sun is 
just setting and it will come up 
about 2:3() in the morning. The 
days are awfully long but before 
long the sun won't set before mid­
night and will start to come up again 
about 1:30 in the morning. Well, 
I am out of ink so I will close for 
tonight; will write again soon. I 
am o. k. and hope this finds you the 
same. So don't worry about 'me.

Home Folks: Will answer your 
letter I received yesterday. I am 
alright. We moved from Bitburg, 
Sunday. Have been turning in some 
of our equipment. Suppose part of 
the division will be starting home in 
a few days. Don't know'when we 
will start. Not until among the last, 
I guess. It is raining here today, 
but has been nice weather for a 
week. I sunburned my fac# moving 
down here. The wind was blowing 
and the sun was shining all day. 
General Pershing inspected the 
division a day or two ago. I haven't 
any papers to see what he said 
about it. Some of the boys said he 
told them they would alt be home 
in thirty days. We were not there 
as we have 600 horses to look af­
ter. vVe are supposed to turn them 
in about the fifst of the month and 
then we will be ready to go. How 
is all the folks? I sent "a box to you 
folks the other day with a few 
souvenirs in. I have a few more 
cards from France I will send in 
this letter. This will be all for this 
time. I will write again in a few 
days.

Locating the Permanent Itoads. 

Jasper county is practically agreed 
that it will build some miles of per­
manent road but a row is on over 
the location. . One faction wants the 
road to run between Newton and 
Monroe, another wants , it between 
Colfax and Newton. And so they are 
fighting over it, according to reports 
from the seat of war. 

Incidentally the row raised over 
locations demonstrates how valuable 
to a community a permanent road is 
considered, but rows rarely settle 
anything and often spill all the beans 
in the pot. That's the danger of a 
real row over Hie location of* perma­
nent roadways. 

Naturally each community wants 
the road and if it is up to date and 
alive will try for it but it should be 
a contest and not a row. In the end 
if conducted in good teifiper and 
decentlv the contest will probably 
locate the road to the best advantage 
of the most people and the road will 
be built. It is better to have ten 
miles of road built in the county 
than none at all, even if it doesn't 
run by our own farms and into our 
own villages. There's another year 
and more road a comin'. 

Counties looking toward road im­
provement and persons interested in 
better roads should foreclose on the 
danger that an actual row may de­
feat the main purpose of matting the 
road The stretch of permanent road 
is the first thing to be considered, 
next the location. \Vhen the loca­
tion is finally settled then turn in 
and build it and next year build an­
other and a few years hence when 
we have a system of decent roads 
available to all parts of the county 
congratulate ourselves that we went 
about this important movement to­
ward a greater prosperity and com­
fort in Iowa with good temper, good 
sense and in a broad and systematic 
fashion. . , * ,

It 
reads as follows: 

The Will of Mary Washington, as 
registered in the Clerk's, office at 
Fredericksburg, Virginia: 

In the name of God! Amen. 1, 
Mary Washington, of Fredericks­
burg, in the County of Spotsylvania, 
being in good health, but caHin^ to 
mind the uncertainty of this lite 
and willing to dispose of what re­
mains of my worldly estate, .do make 
and publish this, my last will, rec­
ommending, my soul into the hands 
of my Creator, hoping for a remis­
sion of all my sins through the 
merits and meditation of . Jesus 
Christ, the Saviour of mankind; 1 
dispose of my worldly estate as tol-
lows: 

Imprimis.—I give to my son, 
General George Washington,, all ray 
land in Accokeek Run, in the 
County of Stafford, and also my 
negro boy George,to him and Ins 
heirs forever. Also my best bed, 
bedstead, and Virginia cloth cur­
tains (the same that stands in my 
best bed room), my quilted blue 
and white quilt and my best dress­
ing glass. .

Item.—I give and devise to my 
daughter, Betty Lewis, my phaeton 
and my bay horse. 

Item.—I give and devise to my 
daughter-in-law, Hannah Washing­
ton, my purple cloth cloak lined 
with shag. , . 

Item.—I give and devise to my 
grandson, Corbin Washington, my 
negro wench old Bet, my ruling 
chair, and two black horses, to linn 
and his assigns forever. 

Item.—1 give and devise to my 
grandson, Fielding Lewis, my negro 
man, Frederick, to him and his as­
signs forever, also eight silver 
tablespoons, half of my crockery 
ware and the blue and white tea 
china, with book case, oval table, 
one bedstead, one pair of sheets, 
one pair blankets and white conn-
terpain, two table cloths, six red 
leather chairs, ahlf my pewter and 
one-half of my kitchen furniture. 

Item.—I give and devise to my 
grandson, Lawrence Lewis, my 
negro wench Lydia, to him and his 
assigns forever. 

Item.—I give and devise to my 
granddaughter, Betty Carter, my 
negro woman, little Bet, and her 
future increase, to her and her as­
signs forever. Also my largest 
looking glass, my walnut writing 
desk and drawers, a square dining 
table, one bedstead, bolster, one mi-
low, one blanket and pair sheets, 
white Virginia cloth counterpains 
and purple curtains, my red and 
white tea china, teaspoons, and the 
other half of my pewter and crock­
ery ware, and the remainder ot my 
iron kitchen furniture. 

Item.—I give and devise to my 
erandson, ;George Washington, my

before a division thereof. 

Lastly, I nominate and appoint 
mv said son, General George Wash­
ington, executor of this, my will, 
and as I owe few or no debts, I di­
rect mv executor to give no security 
or appraise my estate, but desire the 
same may be allotted to devisees, 
with as little trouble and delay as 
may be desiring their acceptance 
thereof as a.l the token I now have 
to give them of my love for them.

HOOKS XEEi)EI> DESPITE RAPID 
TROOP RETURN. I 

Replacement of Hooks on Transports 
Necessary Throughout Slimmer | 

Because of Heavy Losses. 

Even if the return of all American 
troops now in France is accomplish­
ed by fall, in accordance with recent 
reports, it is stated by the American 
Library Association that half a mil­
lion more books must be adde-l to 
the library service for the army, 
navy and marine corps. 

The additional books will be need­
ed chiefly for returning troop trans­
ports, which can not be supplied 
from the stock of books which has 
been sent overseas. 

Due to the heavy use they are re­
ceiving, books now in France are 
deteriorating very rapidly. When 
the fighting stopped the use of books 
increased enormously and has con­
tinued to grow in volume. The 
men have little to ,do to occupy a 
great amount of leisure time. Head­
ing is one of the most substantial 
and profitable forms of diversion for 
the men in the present situation in 
France and the use of books and 
magazines is being encouraged by 
officers everywhere as a means of 
offering competition to the wine 
shops and counteracting the ten­
dency to gambling. 

Wholesome, exciting fiction is the 
sort which the men read most read­
ily under the conditions now exist­
ing overseas. Good books of this 
kind are passed from man to man 
and soon go to pieces through sheer 
handling. It is necessary for the 
overseas organization of the A. L. 
A. to make constant replacements 
of these worn out volumes. As a 
result, the actual stock of available 
books in France dwindles steadily 
and none can be spared to put 
aboard transports for the homecom­
ing troops. 

Every transport is fitted out with 
a library in the American nort 
where it docks. The demand for 
books aboard ship has been so great 
that these libraries are now being 
increased to the ratio of a book for 
every man. It is necessary also 
that the book collection be renewed 
at the end of each trip, as frequent­
ly a large number of volumes dis­
appear in the course of the voyage. 

For t'te transport service whole­
some, entertaining fiction is neeue'' 
Books left at the public library will 
lie forwarded promptly. 

Additional Allowance For .Travel is 
(>rniited. 

Washington, D. C.—Having prac­
tically completed the $60 bonus pay­
ments to discharged soldiers from 
the army, so far as demobilization 
has progressed to date, the war de­
partment's director of finance is now 
settling additional travel allowances 
due eiilisted men under the act. of 
congress approved February 2o, 
19iy. Under this act, settlement is 
to be made on the basis of five cents 
a mile to actual bona fide iiome, resi­
dence or place of muster into the 
service, at the option of the soldier. 

Under this act, the soldier re­
ceives an additional allowance of 
one and a hatf cents per mile, and 
all soldiers who were mustered out 
before payment of this allowance 
was begun are entitled to the addi­
tional amount, upon filing claim 
with the auditor of the war depart­
ment. 

A bank form of application, winch 
includes the necessary affidavit for 
the additional travel allowance, may­
be obtained from any army recruit­
ing officer, the Red Cross or other 
agency organized to aid soldiers. 
This affidavit must be accomnanied 
by a true copy of the soldier's dis­
charge certificate, certified as such 
by a recruiting officer, or the orig­
inal discharge certificate, which will 
be returned with the check. 

While payment will be made on 
the original discharge certificate, 
claimants are advised that the use 
of a copy will eliminate the possi­
bility of the loss of the original. A 
certified copy of discharge certmcate 
submitted for payment of the $60 
discharge bonus and now on file in 
the Zone Finance Office will be ac­
cepted in lieu of other copy or orig­
inal certificate. Men who have sub­
mitted these certified copies should 
so state when forwarding claim. 

In the payment of the £60 bonus 
granted by the government to dis­
charged men, the director of finance 
had paid out more than $800,000,-
000, as the number of discharges up 
to this time have approximated 
1,400,000.
