Many Iowa Towns are Oat of Coal. 

Railroads Seizing all Coal in 
Transit, leon Has None. 

The coal situation as the result 
of the strike of the union coal 
miners all over the United States on 
October 31st, is pretty serious- all 
over Iowa. The railroads are con­
fiscating all coal in transit, for their 
own use, and in many Iowa towns 
there is a grave shortage. Many 
towns have already closed their 
schools churches and theatres, and 
many have only coal enough for 
their light and power plants to run 
a few days. None of the Leon coal 
dealers have any coal on hand, and 
many people are entirely out. The 
Leon schools are fortunate in having 
stored their coal during the summer, 
there being enough »t the south 
building to run all winter, and suf­
ficient at the north building to run 
until after the first of the year. It 
is reported the Iowa Southern Utilit­
ies Co. which furnishes the light and 
power for Leon have sufficient coal 
in storage at Centervilie to run for 
three weeks. The court house in 
this city had only enough coal to 
run until this morning, and unless 
some can be secured, the county of­
ficials mav have to close their of­
fices. The coal situation all over 
Iowa, is very serious, and everyone 
should conserve what coal they have 
to the utmost

From the way these Implements 
were found it is possible there is ah 
old Indian burying ground on the 
Hougas farm as these articles have 
been found one or more at a time, 
especially in the spring after our 
heavy rains. There is quite a point 
at one place on the. farm that has 
been farmed now for a number of 
years, and it is presumed that the 
rain and plowing brings these arti­
cles near the surface every year 
near where they are picked up.—
