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LET PAVING CONTRACT
Akins & rmm Corning, Get

Contract for $201,000 Worth
of Additional Leon Paving.

After being in session continuous-
ly for several days, the city council
last Saturday passed a resolution
erdering in all ot the paving provid-
ed for in the two resolutions of
necessity, and a resolution was pass-
ed authorizing the mayor to sign
the contract with Akin & Flutters,
of Corning, lowa, who were the
lowest bidders. ‘The contract
amounts to about $201,000, and
Akins & Fiutters were about three
thousand dollars under ‘he next
lowest bidder, there being six bid-
der who filed bids. The bid of
Akin & Flutters was $4.75 per yard
for brick with asphalt covering, and
$4.25 for re-enforced concrete, the
council deciding to pave all of the
streets with brick, except Sand
street, from the top of the hill this
side of the railroad track to the
cemetery gate and the alleys to be
paved, re-enforced concrete to be
used on this one street, and the
alleys. The bid of Akin & Flutters
for the grading and excavating was
$1L.15 per yard.

On Friday the council decided to
reject all bids, on account of the
seeming high price, but 3 motion was
made to reconsider and when the
final vote was taken all of the coun-
c¢il voted for the resolution order-
ing the contract to be signed by the
mayor except counailman Benejiel
of the Third ward, and personally
he was in favor of it, but the biggest
part of the opposition was from his
w(;ard. and he voted as they request-
ed.
As passed the resolution provides
for the signing of the contract for
all of the paving, but any part of
it can be cut off, but nothing added
after the contract is signed, and it
may be that north Main street from
Dr. Bowman's to Firs! street will be
elimated, but this is yet to be decid-
ed. When it is realized that this
contract will in all probality be the
last paving which will be put in for
the next ten years, it looks as if the
job should be completed, and if any
of it is cut out now, the prooabilit-
ies are that there will not be another
epportunity to get this street paved
and with the fairgrounds located
north of Leon and the constantly in-
creasing traffic, it looks as if all of
Main street should be paved with
this contract. Many of those who
protested against letting this con-
tract say they are in favor of pav-
ing, but think the contract can be
let lower at some future time, but
the chances are that it will not be
lower at any time for many years
for a small contract.

The members of the council
. should be commerded for voting for
the paving, for it means that Leon
is going to continue to go ahead and
be one of the best lLittle cities in
southern Iowa. and it does not do
to consider only the pnresent, but the
future must be considered as well.

Train Service Cut.

On account of the shortage
coal, the railroads all over the
oountry made a big reduction in
train service which went into effect
tast Sunday. On the Chariton and
St. Joe Branch there is no change in
the trains running through Leon
but the polly-wog train which start-
ed from Davis City each morning
and ran to Albany, Mo., returning
to Davis City in the evening, |is
taken off. On the Des Moines
branch, there is a big change. There
i8 no train from Des Moines at noon,
or one going to Des Moines in the
afternoon. The early morning
train which started at Mt. Ayvr and
went to Des Moines, passing throueh
TLeon at 6:35 in the mornmg, is
taken off. Instead a passenger
train starts from Cainsville at 6:30
in the morning. leaves weon at 7:30
and arrives in Des Moines at 11:20.
Returning it leaves Des Moines at
3:30 in the afternoon, and rums to
Cainsville, reaching Leon at 7:22 in
the evening. One train a dav cach
wayv now from Leon to Des Moines,
and these trains make no connection
at T.eon. The 4:15 evening train
from Des Moines which brought the
evening paners haing taken off
makes it nretty late when Leon neo-
ple get their dailv papers now.

Storm Demoralized Train Service.

The blizzard:- on Mondav tied up
things pretty badly in the way of
train service. Monday eveninz the
assenger train from Des Moines due

ére at 7:22 did not get to Leon at
all, finally getting down as far as
Van Wert, and tnen they went back
to Osceola and started back to Des
Moines from there Tuesday morning,
80 there was no morning train to
Des Moines. 'I'he Tuesday evening
train from Des Moines did not reach
Leon until after midnizht and went
on to Cainsville. The noon train
from Chariton Tuesday did mnot
reach Leon wuntil after six o’clock
Tuesday evening, and the morning
train vesterday morning was several
hours late.

Hard Work Getting Ont a News-
paper.

With the early closing of stores
and offices, all the trains delaved
many hours on account of the snow,
and rural mail carriers unable to
get arovnd over their routes, it is
some proposition to zet out a news-
paper on time and have very much
news in it.

Springer one vote, F. E. Teale one
vote. For Treasurer, F. K. Teale
eight voles.

done with improved care and feed-
ing. The calves were a mixed lot,
one black, two White Faces and two
Short Horns. At the time they
were shipped to Chicago the heaviest
one weighed 1280 pounds and the
lightest one 1025 pounds, the five
weighing 5,995 pounds, averaging
1199 pounds. These calves were
not pure breds, just good grades,
picked up at various places in this
county, and Russell has had the en-
tire care of them while they were
being fed out. He saw that they
were well bedded every night, and
had regular rations of oats and corn,
which with the grass was all they
were fed, no patent feeds being used.
An ordinary calf of the same weight
would have brought on the market
$215 while his calves gold for $228
per head, a difference of $113.00 a
bead or 3560 on the five head,
wiich he says is pretty good money
for the time he spent in caring for
them, and then too they weighed a
iot more than an gverage calf of the
same age, which also makes a dif-
ference of several dollarvs,

Our farmer boys should be educat-
od along the line of caring for and
feeding calves, and what Russell
Griffin has done, any other Decatur
county boy can do. Now that a
Decatur county fair has been organ-
ized, it will be a great impetus to
the hoys on the farm to take an in-
terest in live stock and other farm
products, so as to make an exhibif
at the county fair and carrv off
some of the premiums. With the
present high price of farm lands,
the farms must be made to produce
more to bring returns on the money
invested.
