Law Against •*. 
Did this scene actually take place? 

It might do so at any time now. The 
state food commission has started a 
campaign to enforce the law which 
was recently passed by the Iowa 
legislature. 

It reads as follows: 
"It shall be unlawful to ship or 

otherwise dispose of in any kind of 
a container, or in any manner any 
collection of eggs, or eggs known as 
'yolks stuck to the shell;' "black rots' 
or any other eggs of unwholesome 
nature unless the same are broken in 
the shell and then denatured so as to 
render them unfit for human food." 

Under this statute the food com­
missioners hold any restaurant pat­
ron who is served with an egg of the 
kind described, any housewife who 
purchases from a grocer "strictly 
fresh," "selected" or "guaranteed" 
eggs which betray her confidence, is 
entitled to make a complaint which 
may result in the fining or imprison­
ment of the offending vendor. 

To Begin With Farmers. 
Armed with this statute the food 

commissioner Intends to commence 
with the fanner who gathers in the 
eggs, to instruct him and those to 
whom he sells that soon the brand 
"Iowa eggs" will be synonymous with 
spotless purity, and that any patron 
of restaurant or grocery store may 
order eggs with as much confidence 
and assured results as they now or­
der, well, oatmeal for example.
