We feel safe in saying that as rents 
go, the owner of the land is losing 
from the value of his farm at least 
one-half the value of every bushel of 
corn which, as corn, is sold from. We 
say, which as corn, is sold from the 
place. Of course if the corn is fed 
on the farm and the stock sold, all 
the waste from the cattle, hogs, etc., 
carefully returned to the land; that 
is quite another matter. *We knew 
years ago an old German who took 
a weed-grown, run down farm which 
no one else cared to have at any 
price, and by selling nothing but live 
stock, by going to hiB neighbors and 
cleaning up their feed yards for noth­
ing except the manure, which they 
were fools enough to give him for 
taking it away, in the course of a 
few years made his place worth acre 
for acre as much as any farm In the 
county. There are Just so many 
pounds of fertilizer in every ton of 
soil. Take those all or nearly all out 
and you may expect very light re­
turns from anything planted in such 
soil. But if we had a farm even 
though it was rich as the valley of 
the Nile, we should insist that for 
every fifty bushels of corn sold there 
should be returned to the land at 
least two good two-horse loads of 
rotted manure and three or four such 
loads would be better. Take the Red
