Fire hydrants in Keokuk were 
found to be in first class condition 
when the annual inspection trip was 
made yesterday. There were only a 
few which were in really bad shape, 
and the officials who made the trip 
yesterday" report them in the best 
shape in years. Those who made the 
inspection were Fire Chief John An­
derson, Fred Hilpert, Jr., commis­
sioner of public safety, W. G. Juengst, 
superintendent of the Keokuk Water 
Co. 

The entire 168 fire plugs were look­
ed over yesterday, the trip covering 
practically thirty miles. This Is the 
first time that the inspection jaunt 
has been completed in one day. The 
inspectors left the fire station at a 
little after 7 o'clock and were back 
about six in the evening. 

"We found the hydrants in the best 
shape they have ever been," Chief 
Anderson said. "There were only a' 
few in bad condition and they will be 
repaired at once." 

The water company intends to give 
fill of the fire plugs a co.it of green 
'jsint and will have those which are 
jot in good shape put into condition 
it once.

Several Arrests Recently. 
iSevieraJ jaitoests have been made 

in the last few weeks, however, but 
little Impression has been made on 
the motorists. Wholesale arrests will 
be made if necessary to secure ob­
servance of the traffic regulations. 

Chief Hennemann stated this af­
ternoon that there were but few au-
tomobilists, who regularly violted tho 
law. He stated that the names of 
these were in his hands and that In 
a few days informations would bo 
filed against all, if any future trouble 
were had with them. 

Traffic on Main street Is becoming 
so heavy, with the steady growth of 
the city's business that strict regula­
tions are necessary to the safety of 
both pedestrians and drivers. That 
there have been so few accidents in 
the last few years has been due to 
the strict watch kept by the police. 
In the past, more attention has been 
paid to enforcing the speed limit than 
anything else. Now, it is proving 
necessary to watch not only the speed 
but the methods of turning corners, 
and to see that drivers keep on the 
right side of the street.

Henry Slater, well known in the 
portions of Iowa, Illinois, and Mis­
souri, within 150 miles of- Keokuk, 
died about 9:30 this morning at his 
home, in the rear of 1206 Franklin 
street. Death was due to a complica­
tion of diseases which had been 
troubling the decedent for the past 
three months. He was injured In the 
back some-time ago, and ever since 
his spine had given him great pain. 

Mr. Slater was well known in all 
the surrounding country. As a horse 
dealer, he had traveled over all the 
roads, and knew nearly every farmer 
within many miles of Keokuk. He 
was always honest in his business 
dealings, and will'be so remembered 
by all who knew him. 

He was born in Quincv, July 24, 
1881, the son of Mr. and Mrs. George 
Slater. He was educated in the down­
river city. He came to Keokuk for 
the first time about fifteen years ago. 
Since that time he had maintained a 
home here, though he spent most of 
his time out in the country, traveling 
and selling horses. 

He had also been the proprietor of 
a junk business for some time here. 
During the last three or four years he 
almost entirely confined his activities 
to this work. 

He was married many years ago, 
but had been separated from his wife 
for several years. Four children, 
George, Charles, Henry and Mary 
were born from this union. All are 
now in a children's home in Illinois. 
A sister Mrs. Annie Brown of Qulncy, 
also survives him. 

No funeral arrangements will be 
made until word is heard from the 
relatives in Quincy.
