Chidester vs. Harlan WHIch Was One 
of the Two Affirmed, Was 

Argued In Septem­
ber, 1916. 

A Lee county case which has been 
in the supreme court for exactly a 
year and a month, was decided on 
Saturday by that body. The case is 

I that of Chidester vs. Harlan and has 
I been pending in the local court and 
| in the supreme court for some time. 

The decision in the lower court was 
made by Judge Hamilton and it has 
been affirmed by the supreme court. 
The oral arguments in the case be­
fore the supreme bench were made 
September 22, 1915, by W. G. Blood 
and John E. Craig and Judge F. T. 
Hughes. Craig and Sprowls, Hollings-
worth and Blood and Hughes and 
McCoid were the attorneys. 

The case was brought first as a 
friendly partition suit filed by Mrs. 
Emmaline. Chidester, when Judge 
Hamilton ruled that the Instrument 
left by Harlan could not be probated 
since it did not devise anything. This 
instrument stated that Mark Harlan 
should not share in the property as 
he had been given two pieces of prop­
erty previously. When the suit was 
brought, Mark Harlan intervened and 
claimed that there had been filed an 
instrument revoking this provision. 
He alleged this had been lost, and 
introduced witnesses in the attempt 
to prove his claim. The lower co-urt 
ruled the evidence insufficient and 
that Harlan should not share as the 
fourth heir, since he had already 
been given property. The supreme 
court held this view. 

Another case affirmed by the su­
preme court was that of Whitney vs. 
Whitney, in which the high court 
held to the same construction of a 
will as did Judge Henry Bank in the 
lower court. The lower court held 
that it was the intention of the will 
that all of the property should go to 
the two boys by the second wife. The 
high court affirmed this. The attor­
neys were R- B. Smith of Keokuk, and 
William McHenry of Hock Island, 
and W. J. Roberts, of Keokuk.
