DEMOCRATS WILL CAUCUS TO 
DIVIDE VOTE. 

Only a Few Predict, However, thai 
Advocate of this Will 

Washington, Feb. 6.—With no "bat­
tleships" as their slogan, members of 
the house, opposed to a big navy, have 
secured a sufficient number of sig­
natures to a petition for a Democratic 
caucus on the question of how many 
battleships shall be authorized this 
year. The caucus will be held before 
the house naval affairs committee 
votes on the new construction section 
of the naval appropriation-bill. 

Representative Sherwood of Ohio 
started the- movement for the caucus. 

Sentiment among the Democrats is 
divided, but only a small number can 
be found to predict that the caucus 
will commit itself to a "no battleship" 
program. 

PILGRIMS DINE IN NEW YORK. 

King George V and Other Notables 
Send Greetings. 

New York, Feb. 6.—"I cherish the 
earnest hope that your gathering may 
emphasise the cordial relations that 
we know exist between Britain and 
Canadian and American," wrote King 
George V of England, in a message to 
the Pilgrims of the United States, 
read at their tenth annual dinner here 
The' king extended "greetings and 
wishes for a delightful reunion." 

Other messages of good will were 
read by Joseph H. Choate, former am­
bassador to Great Britain, the toast 
master. 

Confessed Bomb Maker Arraigned. 

New York, Feb. 6.—John Haut Far* 
rell, janitor and confessed bomb-con­
structor was arraigned before the cor­
oner and remanded to the Tombs, 
charged with murder to await the ac­
tion of the grand jury. Unkempt, un­
shaven, shabby and appearing almost 
senile, Farrell slouched before the cor­
oner and declined to add a word to his 
statements of yesterday. The police, 
after careful investigation, have con­
firmed all the details relative to the 
prisoner's placing the Herrera bomb. 

Mrs. Taft Dances "Turkey Trot." 

Washington, Feb. 6.—The seal of ap­
proval of "the first lady of the land" 
was put on the "turkey trot" at the 
White House. The final reception of 
the Taft administration, given in hon­
or of the army and navy, Mrs. Taft 
brought the gala evening to a climax 
by dancing the much-talked-of dance 
on the arm of one of the president's 
military aides, while President Taft 
himself beamed his evident approval. 
He, however, did not attempt the 
mazes of the "trot." i.

Cresco experienced quite a ran fcf 
fires commencing at about 11:45, Tues­
dsy forenoon, , when Mrs. Msggie 
Moen's residence, just south of the 
Queen Cupola factory, was discovered 
to be in flsmes, the fire evidently orig­
inating from a defective chimney- in 
the kitchen which was nearly burned 
off the main building which was but 
slightly burned but otherwise damaged 
by water and breakage.

We understand that Mrs. Moen 
csrried $1350 insurance on building and 
contents. At this fire the dsmsge 
would not have been so great had the 
firemen not been hampered by an in*, 
ability to get water on the Are prompt­
ly, tbe hose being obstructed by ice, 
it having been borrowed during the 
winter and not properly dried when re­
placed. 

The second fire occurred about 2 p. 
m.'and was in the T. E. Glass oil ware­
house which become ignited by a bit of 
burning paper from a bonfire flying 
under the floor and setting fire to tho 
oil-soaked, wooden floor of the iroa 
building. There were two iron tanks 
containing 140 galloqp of gasoline in 
the bouse,, also some barreled gasoline 
and oil, and it was extremely fortunate 
that the fire in the floor was extin­
guished before the blase was common 
icated to the gasoline. 

The third fire was attlie S.'P. Fuller 
residence, the alarm l>eing given as , 
about 12:30 Wednesday morning.. As , 
at the Moen fire, tbe damage was 
mainly to the kitchen, although the ' 
main part of the building is also badly * 
damaged, the fire evidently originating 
from a defective kitchen chimney. »
