«] venture the prediction that if
either the Progressives or Republicans
were suddenly placed in power in this
House and charged with the respon-
sibility for legislation the first thing
they would do would be to call a caucus
of their members,’ he said. ‘It would
be the natural and sensible thing to do.
It would be the-only way they could
accomplish results; and after al!, the
people are principally interested in re-
sults. It is results that the Democrat-
ic party is interested in.

“‘)Tbey Democratic party to be held
justly responsible for legislation must
have power as a party to perfect and
execute its legislative duties. In order
to have that necessary power it must
not only have adequate numbers, but
it must have cohesion and solidarity.
In order to have cohesion and solidarity
it mpst meet and confer. It must
thresh out its differences and be able
to act as a party in fact as well as in
name. Hence, the necessity and the
advisability of the caucus.

““We have been commissioned by the
people to relieve them from the burden
of exorbitant and unjust tariff tax-
ation; to reform and perfect the
currency system; to eradicate the
oppréasion of trusts and illegal com-
binations; to solve the intricate and
complex problems involved in trans-
portation, and as to all of these u}d
other questions we have accepted in
good faith, as a party, our full measure
.of responsibility.

“‘So I say in spite of all that may be
said against a party ‘caucus, secret or
otherwise, the old saying remains as
true as ever, ‘By their fruits ye shall
know them.’

““The fruits of a Democratic caucus
thus far have been a tariff bill w!_)icb
will lift from the backs of the American
people an enormous and heavy load of
" taxation. A bill so good that it
received 1n the House the support of a
pumber of Progressive Republicans
and in the Senate received the vote of

~ WILL CONTINUE

Governor Loses His Fight 1o
Dismiss Case.

COURT IS NEARLY UNANIMOUS

By a Vote of 51 to 1 Members Over-
rule Motion to Throw Out the
Proceedings.

Albany, N. Y., Sept. 23.—Governor
William Sulzer must go to trial.

This was decided by the high court
of impeachment when by a vote of 51
to 1 its members overruled the motion
of the governor’s counsel to dismiss
the proceedings on the grounds that
he was unconstitutionally impeached
by the assembly, hecause that body
was in extra session when the im-
peachment was brought.

Senator Gottfried H. Wende of Buf-
falo, Democrat, an ardent supporter
of the governor, cast the solitary nay.
Seven members of the court were ab-
sent.

The governor’s defeat was the sec-
ond that had marked the battle waged
by his attorneys to annihilate, as far
as possible, the impeachment proceed-
ings.

iast week the court thwarted their
attempt to prevent four senators from
sitting as members.

Their remaining ammunition con-
sists of arguments to prove that cer-
tain of the offenses charged against
the governor are not impeachable.

The vote was taken in secret ses-
sion after speeches by the opposing
attorneys.

Judge Cullen Presides.

When the time came for the court
to render its decision Presiding Judge
Cullen announced that ke did not feel
inclined to use the power granted him
under the rules to be the first to ex-
press an opinion.

“My brethren,” he said, “you will

readily appreciate that the point which
has been discussed goes to the very
foundation of this proceeding. If de-
cided in one way the proceedings must
necessarily stop. You have the power
to clear the court for private consul-
tation under the rules.”
This was done on motion of Judge
Cullen, but the vote was later an-
nounced in a bfief public session and
the record of the proceedings was im-
mediately made public.

1t showed that a tentative roll call
on the motion was immediately taken
and the presiding judge delivered a
long speech on the points at issue,
when his name was called, thirteenth
on the list. s

Judge Cullen’s opinion, in substance,
was that the provision of the consti-
tution which limited the acts of the
legislature in extra session to such
subjects as were recommended to it
by the governor should be given a
reasonable construction.

Upholds the Rrosecution.

It upheld the contention of the
proscution that the provision referred
to the legislature as a whole and not
to the assembly as an independent
body.

“So construed,” said Judge Cullen,
“these subjects all relate to what the
legislature as a body can do and not
to the power vested in one branch of
the legislature.”

The legislative roll call brought
from Senator Wende the only negative
vote. This was followed by a viva
voce vote and then, with a final roll
call, with the same result.

Wende explained his vote in a briet
argument in which he held that when
the assembly adjourned sine die some
weeks before reconvening to:bring the
impeachment articles “they foreclosed
their right ‘to act upon any question

in extraordinary session.”

The secret session of the court last-
ed nearly an hour. During the meet-
ing newspaper men and attorneys for
the opposing sides were excluded.

REDUCED BY PARCEL POST

Revenue of Express Companies Cut
31.7 Per Cent.

San Francisco, Sept. 21.—Testify-
ing before the state railroad commis-
sion, which continued its inquiry into
the relations between the Southern
Pacific railroad and the Wells-Fargo
Express company, Vice President and
General Manager Christianson of the
latter declared that parcel post com-
petition had caused the company to
lose 31.7 per cent of small packages
since the first of the year, when the
government service was established.

MINERS TO FIGHT INJUNCTION

Strikers Give Notice They Will Con-
test Order.

Calumet, Mich., Sept. 23.—Officials
of the Western Federation of Miners
gave notice that the injunction grant-
ed by Circuit Judge O’Brien, prohibit-
ing picketing and parading by copper
strikers while men are going to or
from work in the mines, will be vig-
orouely contested. Claiming the in-
junction is in restraint of the rights of
the strikers its dissolutiom will be

urged.

- Currency Legislation.

The administration currency bill
passed the house last Thurday by the
emphatic vote of 286 to 84. And, while
only three Democrats voted sgainest it,
it had the support of twenty-four R:
publicans and eleven Progressives.

This tells the story. The vote can
fairly be attributedjto pressure from
the White House on Democratic mem-
bers. The Republican and Progres-
sive vote for it excludes such a theory.

The result means that the whole
country has become convinced of the
necessity of modernizing our currency
system in the light of the experience
of the commercial nations. There will
be plenty of time hereafter to debate
particular provisions of the bill, point
out alleged defects and propose emend-
ment._The important fact is that, the
Senate’s concurrence being assured,
the nation is about to take an immense
step forward and for the first time in
its history establish under direct con-
trol of the federal government a cur-
rency system fundamentally
