IT 1S A LIKENESS OF IBH-SIK

Picture of the Last King of Ur Is on
a Clay Stamp and Is as Clearly
Defined as the Day It
Was Made.

Philadelphia, Pa.—What 18 belleved
to be the oldest portrait of a human
being has been discovered in the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania's museum col-
lection of clay tablets from Babylonia
according to an announcement by Cu-
rator Lagrain of the Babylonian sec-
tion. The portrait 1s on a clay “post-
age stamp,” which also served as a
seal for a registered package, dated
about 2800 B. C.

It is a lkeness of Ibi-Sin, the last
king of Ur, known to Bible students
as Ur of the Chaldee,

The package or sack bearfng the
seal, Doctor Lagrain said, appears to
have been sent by the high priest of
the Temple of Ur, in which Abraham
Inter worshiped, to a banker named
Shulpae, and probably contained gold.

Shows Personal Appearance.

“It is of unusual importance to
archeologists,” he added, “because It
probubly gives a clew to the personal
appearance of the Sumerlans.

“The portrait is on a clay stamp. It
is as clear and distinet and the fea-
tures as well defined as the day it was
made. The astonishing thing Is that
it shows the god-king as smooth
shaven. - It Is significant that the ple-
ture shows a lock of hair projecting in
the forehead from beneath the tur-
ban hat and another from behind.

Nine Thousand Bodies Already Have

Been Brought Back—All Removed

From Germany. !

Paris.—Nearly 9,000 bodies of Amer-
'Ican soldlers who died or were killed
iin France during the war have been
{shipped to the United States and

turned over to thelr nearest relatives,
!and 1,800 more awalt shipment at
| French ports, it I1s announced by the
IUnlted States grave registration serv-
iice. The work of removing the bod-
fes of fallen Americans Is expected to
‘be completed by next summer.

| Nearly 60 per cent of the bodles of
American officers and enlisted men
buried In French soll will be returned
to the United States, according to re-
cent estimates. At frequent intervals
parents and wives of dead soldlers
come to France to remove the re-
mains of thelr relatives, but upon see-
ing the cemeterles here and learning
of the extréme care taken of them
have decided upon France as the final
resting place for the rallen. ;

The exhumation of bodies within
the war zone began on September 15,
and since then work has been com-
pleted In 17 cemeteries. Operations
at Bony, the first of the big American
cemeteries, has begun, and 55 per cent
of the men buried there will be sent
to the United States.

Nearly 2,000 men will work all win-
ter In order to complete the removals
by next summer. The task of ex-
huming the bodles of soldiers burled '
i In Great Britain has been finished, 80
i per cent of them being shipped to the
i United States.

I Removal of bodles from occupled
|nren in Germany and Luxembourg
ihts just heen completed, and all of
i them were sent to America. Work-
llng forces will begin operations In
| Belglum next month, and from ceme-

BAR BOLSHEVIKI

“Underground” Rallroad of Sovi-
ets Causes Worry for Author-
ities in Holland.

HEADED FOR UNITED STATES

Soviet Agents Try to Bring Into Hol.
land Bolshevik “Missionaries”
Who Are to Make Attempts
to Reach America,

Rotterdam,—Holland has established
# great cordon along the German fron-
tier,to prevent the influx of large num-
bers of Russian Bolshevik agents from
Germany. Heavy guards are maln-
tained so that persons wishing to cross
the boundary In either direction must
puss through frontier posts and over
recognized highways. Those who at-
tempt surreptitiously to cross run the
rixk of heing shot.

; Soviets Still Busy.

These precautions have falled, how-
ever, to check the movement of Sovl-
et agents. Men whom the police would
like to Interview have been seen In
this city and Amsterdam, but when
the police set thelr dragnet for their
quarry the men wanted have utterly
Later there usually comes
Information that the suspects have
been found in Germany and are on
their way to the Russian frontier. The
system followed resembles the “un-
derground railroad” by which fugi-
tive slaves moved through northern
states to Canada In the days before
the Civil war.

Police surveillance is attempted in
Hamburg and some other German cit-
jes, hut it usually comes to naught, as
there are elements In Germany which
are friendly to the Soviet Russian gov-
ernment, It 1s declared here that
Germany Is “nlmost as good a haven
as  Russia for Bolshevik agents.”
Radieal agitators are frequently found
in the Ruhr mining region of Ger-
many, near the allled areas of occupa-
tion, where they seem to move about |
without restraint.

Headed for United States.

The “underground. rallroad” is utl-
lized by Soviet agents to bring Into
Ilollund  Bolshevik  *“misslonaries”
who dre to wake attempts to reach
America. There appears to be a con-
stant current of these men crossing |
and recrossing the frontier. Every |
means of getting them into Holland
Is used. During récent months piany
Poles bave gone to America, and some
of them have been deserters from Gen-
eral Pllsudskl's armies,

men evade military duty and go for-
