The Readiog railroad great coal combing,
seems to have finally struck a snag as can
be seen from the following extract Irom
the Philadelphia Press. The sweeping or-
der of Chancellor McGill of New Jersey,
in the Reading 'Combine” suit, indicates
trouble for the railroad companies, The
Chaneellor halds that the combination is il-
legal, not having been authorized by the
New Jersey laws; and that “‘equity looks
at the substance and will disregard names
and penetrate disguises of lorm to discover
and deal with it.” He finds thai the object
is ""to destroy competition in the production
and sale of anthracite coal." and he there-
fore orders the Central Railroad Company
1o take possession of its property and oper-
ate it. Il the new combination had not
been so reckless of the public interests in
putting up the price of coal, this sweeping
order might cause regret.  But the circum-
stances has changed since the “'Combine”
was formed.

For many years whenever a strike occur-
ed or mob violence was used, the foreign-
ers came in for the greatest blame.  In fact
it has been the general opinios that all
mining troubles were caused by foreigners
who strongly believed in anarchy. The
clipping below shows that beliefs are often
unfounded, and that American bora citizens
when fully aroused by an imagined or real
insult are just as likely to resent it by force
as the persons of foreign birth. Newspa-
pers which are insisting that immigration
is the cause of current labor troubles ought
to have an explanation ready for the worst
ol these outbreaks in Tennessee, where
only & per cent. of the population was for-
cign born in 18% and only 3 per ceat. is
foreige bomn now. Yet Teanesses has had
