Life, History and Habils of the Pest and How
te Destray It

This insect is one of the worst stemies

of our agriculture It oecanionally does

great damage 1o cereals and forage cropa

soveral other states I'he worm iteelf is
related 1o the cot worm and has similar
habits. It hatches from eggs laid by a
brown moth.  These eggs, which are de-
posited between the shoaths of grass and the
blades, hatch in 2 week or ten days, The
young larva is at first green, but later long-
itudinal stripes of yellow, gray and black
appear. The worms feed upon the leaves
of grask, wheal, oats, rye, corn, e, and
become full grown when a month old. Or-
dinarily they remain concealed about the |
base of the grass or grain, but oecasionally
the larva become so nomerous that they
exhanst their food supply and are forced to
