A CICADA TITY.

Curlons Mats Hulit by the Saventean-Year
Lonainnnt s

The rebppourines of the seventeons
year locusts, or cleadas, during the
st sminer, Wins docompanted (o soma
ipenlition by # vory singulne phonom-
suon. It s well known that those
wonderful Inseets, niter lying for seve
stosn vears (o the oarth, lssue ot the
snd of that period, In the form of
pupm, from long burrows In  the
ground.  Ordinarily thete burrows end
At the surface of the ground, and the
pupw, after erawling out of them, uns
dergo their trandformation into winged
insecta Hut ocenslonally the cleada,
before lssuing from Its burrow, con-
structa on extonsion of it abuve the
wirfaoe of the ground. Hke a little hat,
and when i period of transformation
in ot hand the insect Lroaks open the
top, or roof, of s mud hut, and
smerges loto the sunshine.

Heretofore but few specimens of
these huts have been doseribed by nats
arallsts, Dut Inst cpring great numbers
of thom appeared 1o some places, and
the guestion has arisen, Why were they
sonatructed? Mr. HBenjamin  Lander
fiscovored an lmmonse city of such
huts on South Mountaln, near Nynek-
an-the-Huodson, and he thinks he
knows why the Inseeta bullt them,

These huts were from one to four
inohes in height, and some of the move
wwmmetrionl of them, being composed
of clay stalned with red oxide of iron,
were bosutiful objects  They were
seattered by thousands over an nrea of
about sixty acres, and in some spots
wore crowded close together, ten or
sven twenly appearing on u single
square fool of ground. The popula-
tion of this strange eity was, of course,
PNOPmMOus.

Ax to the explanation of the building
of the clendn pity, nccording to Mr
Lander it was due to the uncommon
hent which provailed in the month of
April.  The heat penetrnted the earth
and stirred the pupm, which lay there
awaiting their Anal change, to promas
ture activity. They then nseended to
the surface of the ground, and while
yet awaiting transformation, added
the huts as extensions to their burrows
for protection from the heat.

Other persons have thought that the
huts might be intended to protect the
burrows from the inflow of water, but
the elty just deseribed was situated on
high, dry ground. In fuvor of the ex-
planation of Mr, Lander are the facts
that the =oll where the huts existed
was thin, and mueh of the ground had
been covered with woods and under-
growth recently burned off.  This
stripping of the soil of its covering en-
abled the heat of the sun to penetrate
it the more readily, and thus to resch
the pupe hidden ln their burrows.—
Youth's Companion.
